Warmly Loved; Flercely Hated.

Genial, swashbuckling, warmly loved
ind fiercely hated, who never accepted
defeat, gave and took hard blows and
always laughed; who followed many
courses in his indefatigable chase for
wealth, made and lost many millions,
but more often won than lost, John W,
Gates lived to forgive and then attend
the funerals of most of his enemies
and died a successful and wealthy
man

Mr. Gates virtually began his career
in St Louis and there achieved his
first and most characteristic victories
Born on an [llinois farm, he went to
Chicago like most of the enterprising
young men of his age.

simply because there had not been
submitted to them for consideration
the identical subjects which they were
investigating

However we have, after a thorough
examination of the several messages
and proclamations transmitted by the
zovernor to this special session of the
legislature, and of the resolutions
passed by the senate, reached the con-
clusion that the resolutions in question
call for an investigation of matters
coming fairly within the terms of
the several messages and proclama-
tions of the governor, in which he has
submitted subjects to this legislature
for its consideration.

Submitted Subjects.

From an inspection of the legisla-
tive record we find that the governor
has submitted the following subjects
to this legislature and authorized it to
legislate thereon, to-wit

1. The subject of the general appro-
priation, for the support of the State
institutions for the two ensulng fiscal
years.

2. The subject of the redistricting
of the State into legislative and sen-
atorial districts

3. The subject of the fixing of the
tax rate of ad valorem taxes for the
ensuing year, and the subject of the
repeal of what is known as the auto-
matic tax law

4. The subject of an increase of the
appropriation to the executive depart.
ment for the onforcement of the laws
of this State, and in connection and as
A part of the last named message, a
proclamation by the governor offering
a reward of $50 for the arrest and con-
viction of the person guilty of violat
ing certain provisions of the election
laws of this State,

It is well known that the subject of
general and special appropriations for
the support of the institutions of this
State I8 one of the most important
and difficult questions with which a
legislative body has to deal and one
culling for the most searching and full
investigation, and the fullest and
most complete information possible in
order that there may be an economical
administration of the government and,
at the same time, safeguarding the
Institutions of the State and Insuring
the enforcement of the law. One of
the largest items of expense in this
State is that incident to the judiclary.

WOUNDED NEGRO TAKEN FRGM
COT AND BURNED TO CRISP,

He Had Shot and Killed Policeman. |

When Overtaken by Posse
Shoots Self in Mouth,

Coatesville, Pa —Zachariah Walker,
A negro desperado, was carried on a
cot from the hospital Monday and
burned to crisp by a frenzied mob of
men and boys. The negro, who shot
and killed Edward Rice, a special
policeman of the Worth Iron Mills,

was first dragged to the scene of the
shooting, begging for mercy.

He had been arrested by a posse
after a search which had stirred the
rountryside,
him hiding in a cherry tree. The ne-
gro with the last bullet in his re-
volver shot himself in the mouth, fall-
ing from the tree. He was removed to
:he hospital and placed under guard.

A few minutes after a crowd num-
sering about 1,000 persons appeared at
the hospital. The leaders were de-
nled admission, but they quickly
smashed the window frames and
crawled through the corridor. When
Walker was &irst taken
pital he was strapped down in order
to prevent his escape. The mob, see-
Ing this, gathered up the bed and plac-
Ing it on the shoulders of four men,
started for the country. When half
2 mile from the hospital they entered
a field, and quickly gathering up a
pile of dry grass and weeds, placed
hhe bed containing their victim upon it,

A match was applied and the flames
shot up quickly, entirely enshrouding
the screaming victim. That not a
vestige of the murderer be left, the
mob tore down the fence along the
road and piled the rails upon the burn-
ing negro.

Coatesville is a town of about 10,000
people and is located on the main line
of the Pennsylvania railroad, about
thirty miles west of Philadelphia.

MOB BURNED NEGRO'S BODY

Assaulted and Shot Oklahoma Wom-
an, Who Later |dentified the
Negro's Body.

Durant, Okla.—A negro w!os2 iden-
tity has not yet been arcertrined, was
shot and killed near ['lactes,
east of Durant, Sunday moruing after
a running fight of morc tasn two
hoyrs' duration with a posse led by
Deputy Sheriff William Mclattridge
and Constable Jef{ Easley.

The negro's body was literally rid-
dled with bullets, None of the posse
was injured. The body was brought
to Durant, and after being identified
by Mrs. L. R. Campbell as the body
of the negro who outraged and shot
her at her home north of town, it was
taken by a mob of angry citizens and
burned on a vacant lot near the busi-
ness center of the city.

The officers were powerless to do
anything with the mob, and it was
only after considerable persuasion
that they were induced to refrain from
burning the body as soon as it arrived
in town and before it had been viewed
by Mrs. Campbell and others who saw
the negro who assaulted the woman.

The body was immediately taken
from the officers by a mob, which had
thronged the streets all night
the avowed intention of burning the
negro as soon as he was brought to
the jail. Feeling was almost equally
as intense at Caddo and other places
in the county. After the mob had
been persuaded not to immediately
dispose of the body it was taken to
the jail yard and there remained until

about 9 o'clock, when it was taken be- |

fore the stricken woman, who readily
identified it. Then the mob
took up the cry, “Burn him, burn him,”
and with a rush made off for the near-
est vacant lot,
quickly kindled.

The burning was witnessed by sev-
eral thousand people, but after the
first rush all seemed to be orderly
and quiet.

The assault upon Mrs. Campbell stir-
red the county as nothing of the kind
has ever aroused It before. It is estl-
mated that fully 1,000 men joined in
the chase after the black brute, and
from the start his escape was regard-
ed as an almost impossibility.

Fatal Railway Wreck.

Fort Wayne, Ind—Four
were killed and thirty injured when
the Pennsylvania eighteen-hour train
en route from Chicago to New York
jumped the track on the western out-
skirts of Fort Wayne Sunday while
going at the rate of fifty miles an
hour.

In leaving the rails the two engines
of the passenger train sideswiped a
freight engine and the three piled up
in a mass of bent and twisted iron.

The baggage car, smoker, buffet and
two sleepers turned over in the ditch.
Most of the injured were seated in the
diner and smoker when the accident
occurred.
