pigs became dry. If the wind atrikea 
the young piga whan they are first 
bom they will often chill to death. 
Each farmer can make bis own shel­
ter, to be in keeping with bis sur­
roundings. but probably the best and 
most economical building that can be 
made Is the portable bog bouse. These 
houses may vary In site; those with 
floor dimensions of < by 8 feeL 8 by 9 
feet, or 8 by S feet will be found most 
satisfactory. The roof need not be 
over 7 feet htgb at the highest point 
The house may be made on runners 
to facilitate moving It about. To prevent 
sow from crushing the pigs at farrow­
ing time, a scantling should be fas­
tened to the Inside o ' the bouse, about 
8 Inches from the ground, projecting 
about 10 Inches toward the center of 
the pen. The small pigs can run un­
der this protection and keep the 
mother from lying upon them. There 
Is no necessity for supplying a floor 
for these houses; some straw at far­
rowing time is all that la required.

Roads in Minnesota.

The Elwell bill, which became a law 
In Minnesota recently, provides that 
the state shall pay one half of the ex­
pense of the road, the county one- 
quarter, and the owners of the bene- 
fltted property one-quarter.

Clam Cocktails Frappad Will Find
Much Favor— Egg Appetlxcrs Arc 

Alto Excollent— How to Pra- 
para a Cold Entroe.

A novel overture to the luncheon 
menu for one of tbeae warm daya 
would be clam cocktatla trapped. Tbey 
are nut much trouble to prepare, and 
especially when guests are looked fur 
add quite a touch of modernity.

To make them you will need one 
pint of clam Juice. Add to the Juice 
one-half cup of vegetable rellsb or to­
mato cataup. a leaspoonful apiece of 
grated horaeradish and Woroeater 
sblre sauce. Juice of one lemon and 
four drops of tabasco. Turn Into a 
freezer and frappe. Serve It In lem­
on cups, having these cups In cham­
pagne flares surrounded with shaved 
Ice. Itank watercress around the 
atem of the glass ao aa to hide It aft­
er placing the gtaea on a small plate 
with doylle beneath.

Egg Appetizers.—Or these little ap 
pettzers made with egg may be tub- 
stituted, if the clam Juice la not at 
hand to lead off k more or lesa Im­
promptu bill of fare. Combine one- 
third teaapoonful of horseradish, on# 
teaspoonful of grape fruit juice, three 
drops of tabasco, one teaapoonful of 
tomato cataup and a dash of salt 
(These are the proper portions (or 
each cocktail.) Chill tborougbly and 
Just before serving add an egg whipped 
to a tight froth. Serve in cocktail 
glasses with a little cracked Ice.

A Cold Entree.—For a cold entree 
on a hot day, try this excellent way 
with chicken. Cut up and wash a 
fowl aa usual, and place it In a pan 
w-lth hot water to cover. Bring It 
quickly to a boil, then reduce the 
beat to aimnier It until tender. Pick 
the meat from the bones and return 
the latter to the broth Add a stalk 
of celery, a sprtg of parsley, half an 
onion. In which stick two cloves, and 
about a half teaapoonful of salt. Sim­
mer the broth until reduced to less 
than a pint Put the meat, light aud 
dark alternately. Into a mold lined 
with paper and decorated with a hard 
boiled egg. cut In slices or fancy 
shapes. Strain the liquid over the 
meat, after which put tbe dish In cool 
place for half an hour Now place a 
closely fitting board or cover upon tbe 
meat and on this a weight. Let It 
stand until tbe following day, wbev 
U may be easily sliced.

War baa been averted by a generoue 
Sivlng and taking on both aldea. 
France emergea from the controveray 
monarch of all abe aurveya la Mo­
rocco arlth the abaolute unlimited po­
litical away there which abe coveted.

Germany receivee adequate aafe- 
gnarda for the commercial ambitions 
for the aake of which she stirred up 
the entire dlapute. The fatheriand, 
in addition, acquiree a new colonial 
donaaln In the French Congo over 
110,000 aquare milea In extent as 
‘ ‘compensation’* for the renunciation 
ot her political aaplrations In Mo­
rocco itaelf.

The Moroccan imbroglio briatled 
with the poaalbility of war, even as 
late aa September 12. It was the 
knowledge that the kaiser'a mighty 
war machine waa primed which pre­
cipitated the “ black Saturday" panic. 
A  hundred troop traina atood ready 
pointing toward the French frontier. 
Hnndreda of tbouaanda of civlliana 
liable to military aervice bad secret 
orders where and when to report.

When the history of the crisis 
which convulsed Europe since July 1 
is written, the converting of war will 
be aacribed mainly to two causes. 
FlrsL It was inslated on by the kaiser 
that the dispute with France should 
be resolved without bloodshed; sec­
ond, the great banking Interests left 
the kaiser's government In no doubt 
that war could not be dreamed of 
this time unless German honor waa 
Irrevocably at stake.

That danger was far nearer than 
tha world at large realised. It was 
brought on by the conviction that 
England was egging France on to re­
sist German claims.

There has been no such deep-seat­
ed universal animosity for anything 
British since the Boer war.

tARTHQUAKt DOES DAMAGE
At Rio Bamba— Many Buildings Bad­

ly ghaksn Up and Several Col­
lapse—Big Panic Prevailed.

Guayquil.—Four heavy earthquakes 
Sunday did serious damage at Rio 
Bamba, the capital of Chimborazo 
province, about eighty-five miles from 
Guayquil. The shocks continued 
throughout the day, but with dimin­
ishing Intensity. At the first shock, 
which occurred early in the morning, 
k great panic prevailed among the peo­
ple. Many buildings were badly 
shaken and several of them collapsed. 
The occupants of most of the houses 
fled to thu streets, where they have 
since remained.

At Quarandn, capital of Bolivar 
province, twenty-five miles from Rio 
Ramba, the shocks were heavy, the 
walls of a number of residences cav­
ing in.

The seismic disturbances are attrib­
uted to the Tung Uruaga volcano, in 
the southern part of the province of 
the same name. •

Rio Bamba is at an elevation of 
more than 9,000 feet. The present 
town dates from 1797, when the an­
cient town of Rio Bamba, the site of 
which is about three miles distant, 
was destroyed by an earthquake. The 
population is estimated at 18,000.

Lignite Coal Mine Sold.
Temple, Tex.—A transaction Involv­

ing the transfer of ownership of a 
large lignite coal mine in Milam coun­
ty and a ranch in Loving county was 
completed Monday when L. Beau­
champ of Fort Worth, representing 
B. L. Herring of Sherman, transfer­
red the ownership of a 6,000-acre 
ranch in Loving county to A. Schawe 
of Ballinger, in return for which the 
latter transferred the entire capital 
■tock of the Standard Lignite Com­
pany of Milano, 150,000.

Favora Formal Dedication.
Washington.—The formal dedica­

tion of the Gettysburg National Mili­
tary park on the fiftieth anniversary 
in 1918 of the battle of Gettysburg, 
and the construction of the Lincoln 
memorial highway from Washington 
to the park are favored by the com- 
miselon having Jurisdiction over the 
park, according to its annual report 
to the secretary of war Just made 
nubile.

We do 
not realise that land In grass Instead 
of cotton, com, tobacco, cane or lies 
to a large extant solves the labor 
problem. We do not measure the large 
return from the land tn grass and the 
small cost of growing tbe grass.

Many farmers In tbs south piite 
wheat, oats, com, cotton, rice and 
cane rropa becauee their growth has 
become e bsbIL Very few farmers 
have compared the profit derived from 
an acre of cotton and an acre of ber- 
muda grass, lespedess snd some win­
ter clover.

A person Intending to take up the 
breeding of any breed of pure-bred 
stock should make a careful study of 
both hls own conditions and such en­
vironment as the breed would be call­
ed uiKin to produce under. Then e 
careful study of tbe breeds to see 
which one Is so constituted as to be 
able to produce the greatest results 
when placed under tbe conditolna and 
management you are able to give.

Tbe writer has noted many cases 
where It seemed from all evidence 
available, tbe poor success tbe breed­
er realized wse from lack of unison In 
choosing the breed to procure under 
conditions prevailing In each particu­
lar rase

Good breeding and good feeding go 
hand In hand—one without the other 
Is not capable of producing the great­
est results. Tbe two combined ’̂Ith 
good common sense and good Judg- 
uient are sure of tbe beat results.

Raspberry Culture.

When the new growth tips of black­
cap raspberries begin to bend toward 
tbe ground new plants can be easily 
started. Bend down snd bury each 
tip a few inches beneath the ground, 
bolding It tn place by pegs a stone, 
or tbe weight of a little heaped up 
soil. Most of the tips. If not dis­
turbed, will take root snd form nice 
plants by next spring, at which tlms 
the parent canes can be severed a few 
Inches from the plants and tbe latter 
can then be dug up and set out 
wherever desired.
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•outh tbe growing of leguminous 
crops for two or three years until the 
worn-out cotton lend will grow good 
grass and tbe sodding of the land In 
Bermuda grass snd tbe graxlng of 
pure bred bogs, sheep, cattle, goste, 
horses and mules will result In big 
profits instead of tbe lots sustained 
by the growing of cotton on tbe tame 
land year after year.

The most prosperous coun 
ties In England owe their prosperous 
agriculture to the magnificent perma 
nent pastures. The blue grass region 
of Kentucky has done much to cause 
our farmers to appreciate grass to 
some extent There are sections of 
Tennessee and Virginia where the 
successful growing of fine stock on 
grass has helped Kentucky to gain 
friends for grass.

Let us adopt a better balanced sys- \ 
tern of farming—one that will Include > 
large areas devoted to thoroughly | 
good permanent i)astures; one that 
will Include more pure-bred live stock 
to eat the grass snd the leguminous 
crops that must be grown tn the corn, 
cotton snd other crops to economical 
ly enrich the soil.
