| Example of Great Liner's Turbine En
gines Given to Explain the Com-
| mon Phrase

In connection Wwith steamship pro
pulsion the averig~™ man is apt to
speak very glibly of so many hundred
or thousand horse-power. But It is
extremely doubtful If one person in a
hundred really has a due appreciation
of what the phrase uctually means
On this point some very Interesting
remarks were made Ly John Heck,
the Glasgow engineer surveyor.

He sald that, calculating the
strength of twelve men to be equal
to one horse-power, it would require
840,000 men to produce as much en-
ergy as the 70,000 Lorse-power de
veloped by the turbine machinery of
the express Cunarder Lusitania. Then
tf the men were to work on the elght
hour day system those figures would
give a total of 2520000, that belng
the number of men whose strength
would he necessary to drive the vessel
across the Atlantic ocean. 8o it would
take all the men In Scotland to supply
the energy produced ull the day round
by the wonderful turbine machinery of
this great ship.—Rall way and Loco
motive Engineer.
