Pont plan to lay b,v yeur corn
too soon; corn needs late and
constant cultivation Never let
the middles bake or crust,

Don’t cultivate your corn with
any implement that will cut the
feeding roots of your corn; they
are needed to help grow the ears
of corn by carrying the food to
the plant. X

Cultivate the corn Ilate and
often with sweeps set to run flat
and shallow, cultivate with a
spring tooth harrow, keeping a
good soil mulch from 1 1.2 to 2
inches deep. This prevents the
escaping of moisture,

Dont wait for it to rain, but
keep up the cultivation of the
crop by going through the mid-
dles often. This will keep the
moisture below coming up to
help the plant make ears of corn.
Corn should not be laid by until
a good crop is made,

Dont pull fodder. Ithas been
proven by test that the injury to
the corn is greater than the fod-
der is worth, hence loss of time
and less corn.

Plant peas or other crops for
forage and have more and better
feed.

Wilbur Wright, After Several Weeks'
Iliness With Typhoid Fever,

Dayton, Ohjo.~Following a grim'
battle against hopeless odds, Wilbur
Wright, Dayton's noted birdman, died
Thursday of typhoid fever. Death,
came after the distinguished patient
had lingered for nizhts and days in
the throes of a burning fever. :

Taken i1l several weeks ago, Wright,
has been hovering on the border for
many days, and though his condition
from time to time gave some hopes to
members of his family, the attending
physicians maintained throughout the
latter part of his {llness that he could
not recover.

As death approached all members of
his family gathered at his bedside in-
cluding his aged father, Bighop: Milton
Wright, Miss Catherine Wright, Or
ville, the colnventor of the aeroplane;
Reuchlin Wright and Lorin Wright.

Mr. Wright was born April 16, 17,
His father was Rev. Milton Wright,
@ bishop In the United Brethren
church, and his mother was Susan
Koerner. Of a mechanical turn of
mind, he and hjs brother, Orville
Wright, had their own modest bicycle
factory and a repair shop in Dayton
when the two-wheel vehicle was at
the height of its popularity, and in
their less busy moments applied them-
selves to the study of aviation. Per-
| haps their first efforts along this line
were stimulated when in their early
childhood their father brought home
& helicopter, a miniature flying ma-
chine of bamboo, cork and thin paper,

DARROW TRIAL OF A SENCATIONAL ORDER

The Bribery Case EBEroadening, and
Prominent Men Implicated by
Witnesse:.

Los Angeles, Cal-Job Harriman,
late candidate for mayor of Los An-
geles on the soclalist ticket, at the |
trial of Clarence 8. Darrow for al-
leged jury bribing, Saturday heard |
himself accused of being the man who |
provided Darrow with the alleged
bribe money.

Later in the day he heard the same
witness, Bert H. Franklin, tewtifylng
for the state, quote Darrow as saying
to him:

“If you mention my name [ want
you also to mention what you know
about Job Harriman.'

Sensations were crowded thick into
the sessions, culminating in the be-
ginning of a rapid-fire cross-examina-
tion of the principal witness by Chief
Counsel Rogers for the defense.

Franklin's testimony om direct ex-
amination, was at times dramatic in
the extrerse. The witness departed
from his apparent willingness to tell
all he knew to & scoming loathness
to give evidence concerning close
friends. Twice he appealed to the
court, once when he was asked to
name & man who was sald to have
offered a bribe to a venireman with
whom he was negotlating and again
when Assistant District Attorney Ford
asked him to give the names of three
men whom he had approached with
offers of bribes.

Franklin sald he had entered into
negotiations with A K. Kruger and
he had been “turned down” by three
others, Guy Youkin, John 8. Under
wood and Frank Smith, The witness
exhibited much emotion when he re-
lated his conversation with Kruger
in which he sald Kruger had told him
that another man had offered him
$4,000 for his vote as a McNamara
juror. Kruger, he

geles lawyer, heretofore not mention-
ed In connection with the McNamara
case, which brought indignant pro-
test from Attorney Rogers. Franklin
testified he had told Darrow after his
arrest for attempting to bribe Lock-
wood, that had Darrow not been pres-
ent when he was arrested, he had in-|
tended to turn Lockwood over to the
police for accepting a bribe

“That was,” asserted the witness,
“when | found that Lockwood had
turned traitor to me."”

CUBAN REBELS SACK AND UG

AND FEEBLE RESISTANCE 1S OF-
FERED—TOWN DESTROYED.

Frequent Encounters Take Place Be-
tween Federals and Insurgents.
Monteagudo Had No Losses.

Havana.—Estenoz, the real leader
of the negro insurgents, has captured
and burned the town of Lamaya, on
the branch line of the Cuba railroad,
thirty miles from Santiago.

A column of regulars, commanded
by Major Sanguily, had occupied
Lamaya for the last two days, but
sallied forth last evening in search of
insursents. Hardly had the regulars
12t waen Estenoz with 800 men at-
tacked the handful of rurales. Citi-
zers ormed themselves and attempt-
ed 10 oppose the insurgents, but were
compelled to retreat, losing several
wounded. Estenoz then entered the
town, which he burned and sacked.

The flames were seen by Majilla's
command, which hastened back, but
found the town destroyed. The in-
surrectors retired into the hills. It
is a small place composed of about
seventy houses, inhabitants of which
were mostly negroes,

Encounters between regulars and
rebels are reported to have taken
place near Dalquiri and other places
without decisive result. The move-
ment of the Cuban troops apparently
is still deferred pending disposition
of the troops ordered by General
Monteagudo.

Raeports from the scene of hostili-
tles say that the rebel leaders con-
tinue to exact contributions of arms
and money from property owners,
who are mostly foreigners, under
threat of applylng the torch. The
government is mak.ng strong efforts
to supply plantation guards, but seem-
ingly lacks sufficient men without de-
pleting the ranks of the troops in ac-
tive service.

General Monteagudo, in a statement
to the government, says he has had
no losses up to the present. General
Monteagudo says that within a short
time he expects to deliver a crushing
blow, and adds that he does not need
further reinforcements.

The government received a dis-
patch Sunday night from San Luis
stating that negroes entered a ham-
let near that place, attacked three
white women and looted the stores.
This apparently is within the lines
of the regular troops. The judge of
instruction of Guuantanamo issued a
formal proclamation of indictment on
the charge of rebellion against Es-
tenoz, Ivonet and forty followers,
whose names were given.

Rumiors, with a vague basls, con-
tinue to be circulated of an uprising
in Havana province. It is alleged that
hardware dealers recently sold several
thousand knives, daggers and ma-
chetes to negroes. All the police and
rurales in Havana are on reserve
duty.
