It weighs 
more to the bushel than wheat, and 
while hardly so lino aa that grain for 
food purpos)“H may assist niutenally 
in solving the gtncral foinl problem, 
owing to its exit lienee and chenj>ni-sa 
ns fodder for IId* animals whose llesh 
figures on (he dinner tables of men.

Hj’mbolic statuary is ust*'! in groujw 
and in single figure* to relieve the 
building of tlu* severity of its gen­
eral outlines, the entire stnicture 
giving an idea of simple be.inty that 
make* it a striking example of public 
building ardiiteeture.

We entertain ourselves often with 
a pn*eent p«*rson as with a picture, 
ile  n»HHi not speak to us, he need 
not lotvk at us or take any notice of' 
us; we look at him, we feel the rela­
tion in which we stand to him—such 
realism can even grow without his 
doing anything toward it, without 
his having any f«*eling of it. He is 
never satisfied with a portrait of a 
person that one knows. I have al­
ways felt for the portrait painter on 
this actrount. One so at*Idom re­
quires of people what ie possible, and 
of them we do really requin* what is 
impossible; they must gather up 
into their picture the relation of ev­
erybody to its subject, all their lik­
ings and all their dislikings; they 
must not only paint a man as they 
N*e him, but as everybody else sees 
him.—fiootho.
