Lieutenant* Ascend to Great Height; 
One Reaches 1,200 Feet and An­

other 3,000 Feet.

Texas City, Tex.— With clear skies 
for the Kreatur purL of the day Mon­
day and a dry wind hluwliiK, activities 
in the camps of the Hecoud division of 
the United States army now mobilized 
at (inlveston and Texas t'ity under the 
command of Major (ieneral William 
II. Carter were resum»>d. The whir- 
rinft of engines of the aeroplane 
squadron mingletl with the sound of 
martial music from the reKimentul 
bands at the Texas City camp .Mon­
day strongly reinlnde<l one that the 
United States Is watching closely 
while the “ .Mexican baby sleeps" 
across the Uio Urande.

The weather was Ideal for aero­
plane flights and the aviation squad­
ron encamped at Texas City, under 
command of Captain C. D. Chandler, 
bad all machines there in the air dur­
ing the afternoon and the army avia­
tors made some excellent flights. 
Some of the aviators reache<l altitudes 
over 3.000 feet and flew out across the 
prairies, over the camps of the sol­
diers and as far as 1.A Marque and 
Texas City Junction. The flights were 
witnessed by many interested spei'ta- 
tors, many of whom had never before 
seen an aeroplane In the air.

The flights were closely watche<l by 
't.ieutenant Colonel Samuel Ueber, 
chief signal officer of the department 
o f the east, with headquarters in New 
York, who arrived Monday to Inspect 
the aviation squadron. Colonel 
Rebec is recognized as one of the fore­
most authorities on aviation in the 
United States today.

The first flight Monday was made 
by First Lieutenant R. C. Kirtland, 
Fourte^mth Infantry, commanding com­
pany H, who went up in a Wright bi­
plane. Lieutenant Kirtland made a 
beautiful flight, rising from the field 
in a dash toward the north and In a 
graceful spiral climbing to the height 
o f about 1.2UU feet. At this distance 
from the earth he soured over Texas 
City and out over the ramps of the 
soldiers north of the city. In another 
circle be swept out toward the west 
as far as La .Marque and Texas City 
Junction. He swept back to the camp 
and made a good landing on the field 
not more than one hundred yards from 
the point where he had risen.

First Lieutenant T._P. Milling, F if­
teenth cavalry, was the second aviator 
in the air. He used a Burgess tractor 
and rose to a greater height than 
Lieutenant Kirtland. Lieutenant M ill­
ing has been appointed as special In­
structor in aeronautics for the squad­
ron while in camp at Texas City. He 
is an experienced aviator and holds 
what Is termed a military aviator's li­
cense. There are but two other mili­
tary aviators in the squadron. These 
are Captain C. D. Chandler and First 
Lieutenant K. C. Kirtland.

Lieutenant Milling rose to a height 
of about 3,UU0 feet and at this heiglit 
soared over the camps of the soldiers, 
over the town and fur out over the 
surrounding country.

Texas First in Cattle Raising.
Washington.— Although the number 

o f head of cattle in Texas has de­
creased 165,000 during the past year, 
the Lone Star State still ranks first 
with other States in the cattle raising 
industry. According to the reports 
recently issued by the fedefal depart­
ment of agriculture, Texas has 5,022,- 
000 head of cuttle, not including dairy 
cows, which are valued at 1113,497,000. 
The total number of dairy cows Is 
given at 1,034,000 on January 1, this 
year, and the total value is $41,257,- 
000. Texas ranks fifth in number of 
dairy cows, being exceeded by Wis­
consin, New York, Iowa and Minne­
sota.

Pure Water Supply for West.
West, Tex.— Superintendent Ingra­

ham of the city water works says 
work will soon begin in sinking the 
artesian well 400 feet deeper than it 
now is. This will make the present 
well 2,200 feet deep, which it is be­
lieved will enable tiie company to fur­
nish the extra demand for water 
caused by the growth of the city.

Lettuce Shipments Pay Well.
San Benito, Tex.— Cash returns 

from a pre-cooled shipment of wet let­
tuce, which consisted of 722 crates 
and hampers, and after paying all ex- 
penses of commissions, etc., amounted 
to $994.25 net to the grower* This 
figures a trifle over $137^ per pack­
age, la what growers netted recently.

The people o f Ireland were thrown 
Into a state of such ecstacy by the 
sweet strains of the harp that they 
resolved to use It on the flag. And 
during the first Christian year, when 
the Psalms of David were being sung 
with great pomp, tradition points to 
the filet that the lost harp of King 
David went to Ireland

The harp became the music of all 
classes, while the God of David was 
generally accepted, and the Christiana 
soon outnumbered the Fire ’Worship­
ers, who disappeared altogether after 
two centuries. And It is hard for tho 
people of the present time to be­
lieve that there were ever tribes o f 
Fire Worshl|iera In the Emerald Isle.

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HUGE VESSEL TO SSID  IN f,IR 
AND F I f i y  M EN W ILED

TH R E E  HUNDRED TONS OF DYNA 
MITE EXPLODES IN BALTI­

MORE HARBOR.

Explosive Was Being Loaded on 
Tramp Steamer at the Time— Over 

$500,000 Property Damage.

Baltiraoro, Md.— Three hundred tons 
-of dynamite being loaded in the lirit- 
ish tramp steamer Alum Chine In the 
lower harbor o ff Fort Carrol explod­
ed Friday, Instantly kilUng from forty 
to fifty men. wounding and maiming 
three score more, some of whom may 
die, and dealing deatructlon to half a 
million dollars worth of property.

The Alum Chine and a loading scow 
alongside her were annihilated, the 
tug Atlantic, which twice went to the 
rescue of the Imperiled seamen, was 
aet on fire and later sank; the United 
States collier Jason, Just completed 
and ready for trial, was raked to her 
deck and her armor riddle<|, and build­
ings in naltlmure and towns many 
miles away were rocked by the force 
o f  the terrific explosion.

The cause of the disaster ts un- 
know'n, but fe<lerul authorities have 
instituted a thorough investigation to 
place the blame. Kxcited survivors 
told conflicting stories, some insisting 
that a negro steve<lore caused the ex­
plosion by Jamming a pike into a case 
o f dynamite. This Is denied by eye­
witnesses, who declare that smoke 
was seen pouring from the Alum 

Chine's hold several minutes before 
'the explosion occurred.

The bodies of many of the dead 
have been recovered and sixty Injured 
are in the hospitals. Estimates of the 
•dead included thirty stevedores and 
-checkers of the Joseph H. Foard Com­
pany, employed in transferring dyna­
mite from a barge to the vessel, 

'Which was bound for I ’anama; eight 
members of the crew of the Alum 
Chine, six men on the collier Jason 
and the captain and several members 
•of the crew of the tug Atlantic. Many 
bodies, It is believed, never will be re- 
■covered from the Icy waters.

Of the Injured a score are fright­
fully maimed.' A t least fifteen are ex­
pected to die.

British Consul Frazer described the 
Alum Chine as 269 feet long, with a 
forty-foot beam. It was built at Car­
d iff, Wales, in 1906. Moat of her 
«rew  were from Cardiff.

For a radt— of many niHes the 
shock o f the explosion was felt. Re- 
imrts came early from many cities 
snd towns where windows were shat­
tered and it was at first reported an 
earthquake had done much damage at 
Baltimore. It was said that the entire 
State of Delaware had felt the shock.

It was feared Sparrows Point had 
■been destroyed, but the damage was 
confined to a severe shuking up and 
shattering of practically all of the 
windows of the village.

TEXAS ROADS H M  50,000,000 M  FREIGHT
Railroads of Texas Collscted Ovsr

$71,000,000 for Tonnags Transport­
ed During Twelve Months.

Houston, Tex.— During the year 1912 
the railroads of Texas handled 49,700,- 
dbO tons of freight, for which they re­
ceived a total o f $71,520,000 In freight 
charges, according to the twenty-first 
annual report o f the Texas railroad 
commission. Just o ff the press.

Lumber heads the list of the 46 
commodities transported over the 
lines of the railroads of the state. 
Lumbers' total tonnage for 1912 
amounted to 7,798,000, which is said 
to j>e the smalleet for that item since 
1908.

It 1s also noted that lumber has 
ahown a steady decrease In tonnage 
aince 1906, when the Important ar­
ticles constituted 21 per cent of the 
ffeight handled by the Texas rail­
roads. Lumber has, however, been 
the pre<lominating commodity since 
the building of the first railroad in 
1851, when the Harrlsburg-Stafford 
Point line was completed.

Coal and llgnRe come next to lum­
ber in point of tonnage, amounting to 
4,311,789 tons. The smallest item in 
the list is leather, with approximately 

' 10,000 tons. Fruit and vegetable grow- 
- ers were noted among the beet pa- 
> irons of the railroads. There were 

2,593.165 tons of garden truck hauled 
by the steam roads of the stats dur- 

g the year, while cotton, which in 
i t  years has been considered su- 

reme, only lead Its rival neighbor, 
the product o f the garden, by about 
$$ tons, or a total tannage for the year 
o f 2.662,240 tons.

There were nine commodities 
which constituted nearly 60 per cent 
c f  the total tonnage. The nine lead­
ing artlclea, with the amount of ton­
nage of each, la given as follows 
Lumber, 7,791,000; cosJ snd cokei, 
g,3t 1,789; grain.

BLOODY BATTLES BEING FOUGHT ™
-------  ’ The Most Brilliant Episode of War.

OVER 100 MEXICANS K ILLED  IN Creeks Fire 30,000 Shslls. and Bst-
BATTLE NEAR RIO BLANCO. tie Lsstsd Two Days snd Nights.

Rebels Execute Federal Prisoners. 
Many States Have Revolutionary 

Fever; Country Far From Peace.

Vera Cruz, .Mex.— A bloody battle' 
was fought in the thickly populated , 
cotton and woolen mill district at K iu , 
Blanco, outside of Orizaba, Saturday. | 
The conflict waa most sanguinary, and | 
reporta say the killed number over a ; 
hundred. Including Camerlno Men­
doza, the commander of the revolu­
tionary forces.

The fight occurred between govern­
ment troops under the commaud of 
(Colonel de la Llave and rebels of the  ̂
district under Jefe Maderisto Came- 
rino Mendoza. Hundreds of htborers, 
now rebels, fled to the nearby moun­
tains without their arms.

This crowded factory district has 
always been on# of the gereatest ad­
mirers of Madero and an uncondition­
al follower of him. Llave now baa 
ths district under control, but not pac­
ified.

Gabriel Oavira, leader of Maderlstaa 
In thst ntatn, managed, due to the 
magnanimity of General Velasco, who 
so far has not been relieved o f the 
command of thie military zone, to go 
4o Havana. The government has ask­
ed the captain of the steamer to bold 
Gavlra prisoner, believing he intends 
to start a revolution from the outside. 
The Havana authorities have also been 
asked for his return. It is doubtful 
If the American captain or Cuba will 
heed the request. «

Great influence is being brought on 
Huerta to force the resignation of 
Governor Perez Rivera. He has been 
legally elected, and Huerta dislikes 
taking such steps against absolute 
state rights. The situation in the state 
will be eventually controlled complete­
ly, as the military authorities are 
most energetic.

According to unconfirmed reports 
from Lainpazos, all federal prisoners 
captured by the Carranza forces were 
executed Sunday. While the number 
of prisoners taken by the Carranzistas 
is not known, it was reported fifteen 
men were captured near Lampazos 
Friday.

Zapatistas on Friday attacked Telo- 
loahan, a small town in the state of 
Guerrero. They killed several o ffi­
cers. sacked public buildings and 
shops, and carrie<l away ten girls, 
members of prominent families. The 
band. Is supposed to be part o f the 
Kadlila bandit organizations.

The Carranza forcee are reported to 
be gathering at Cuatro Clen^gas, Coa- 
buila.

Efforts to incite trouble at Vera 
Cruz by calling a general strike of the 
railroad and shipping employes were 
frustrated by the authpritlt% who 
promptly arrested the leaders In the 
agitation.

Irrigation Canal to Be Built.
Orange, Tex.—Arrangementa have 

been practically completed whereby 
the Chambers irrigation canal, which 
la to be one and a quarter inllee in 
longth, will be constructed by means 
o f the ordinary ecboop and shovel la- 
stead of dredges on account of the 
scarcity of dredges since the ,begla- 
ning of the drainage movement alooE 
*h« gulf coast low lands.

Burleson Names Two Assistants.
Washington. Postmaster General 

Burleson Thursday decified to appolat 
Daalel C. Roper of North Carolina, the 
expert of the house committee on 
ways and means, as first assistant 
poatmasler general, and John I. 
niakesley. secretary of the democratic 
State committee of Pennsylvania, as 
third aastaunt postmaaler general.

Athens, Greece.— The Turkish fort­
ress of Janina, the key to the posses­
sion of the Epirus Province, with Its 
garrison of 32,000 men, surrendered to 
the Greek army Thursday, after a de­
fense which stands out as one of the 
most brilliant episodes of the Balkan 
war.

The surrender was prece<ied by a 
fierce bombardment, continuing two 
days and nights. Every available gun, 
including heavy howitzers, lent by the 
Servian artillery, was brouglit to bear 
on the forta defending the beleagured 
city.

Thirty thousand sheila were fired by 
the Greek guns during the first day's 
cannonade. Gradually the Turkish 
batteries at Blzanl, NaoUara. Sakni and 
elsewhere were silenced.

The Greek commander, by a feint, 
led the Turks to believe that their at­
tack would be made from the right. 
As soon as the attention of the defend­
ers bad been distracted the Greeks 
burled large oodles of Infantry onto 
the Tiirkihb left. The Ottoman troops, 
utterly surprised, fell back in disorder.

Batteries on the heighle of Blsanti. 
the main key of the TfeieDae, had 
been unable to stand the pelting of 
the shells and were r<>duced to com­
plete silence early in the fight.

The Greeks pushed their forward 
movement and occupi*-d the Turkish 
batteries on the Suknindelaa Hills, 
capturing ail the guns and 110 artil­
lerymen. Then the Greek battalions 
gradually deployed onto the plain in 
front of the city Itself.

The Turkish flight immediately be­
came general. Whole ddlachments 
succumbed to panic and Joined in a 
mad race Into the city.

With ail the defending batteries in 
the hands of the Greeks and the Hel­
lenic soldtera at the gates of Janina, 
Essad Pasha, Turkish commander, 
sent meBsengers to Crown Prince Con­
stantine of Greece announcing the sur­
render of the city and all the troops 
under his command.

The Greek advance on Janina began 
late in October. The Turks retired 
rapidly before tbelr opponents, and 
operations around the fortress opened 
about the beginning of December. The 
attack continued with varying success, 
even during the period of the armis­
tice, to which the Greeks never for­
mally agreed.

Several of the outlying forts fell be­
fore the Greeks' assault, and the at­
tacks on the principal Nirtifications 
were gradually pressed liome.

The fortifications, wlilrh had at one 
time been considered strong, were an­
tiquated aud could nut reelat modern 
cannon.

Manley Must Serve Forty YMrs.
Austin, Tex.— Tlie court o f criminal 

appeals Thursday afflrin«‘d the case of 
J. D. Manley, Kills County, charged 
and convicted of murder in the aecoud 
degree and sentenced to forty years In 
the penitentiary. The case has been 
one of statewide interest owing to the 
circumstances that led up to tbo mur­
der.

Manley was a serge.Tnt In Company 
E, Third Infantry. Texas National 
Guard, and had been placed on guard 
at a prominent street crosslag in Dal­
las upon the occasion of the visit of 
President Taft, The sireeU had been 
roped o ff and efforts were made to 
keep the crowds back of a c4rtain re­
stricted area. Manley waa ordered to 
keep pedeetrians, etc., bwik of the 
ropee and wires.

Petition to Appoint Receivers and 
Restrain Sa.es of Properties.

GretMivIlIe, Tex. Following a con­
ference Tliuraday, llie Klate of Texas 
filed an ouster and forfeiture of cliar- 
ter suit uuainut tlie idtandard Oil Coin- 
putiB of .New York, llie Standard Oil 
Cuinpany of .New Jersey, tlie .Magnolia 
Petioleuni CninpHny, the I'oi'Hieaim 
I'etroleuin Company, the Security Oil 
Company, the Navarro Kefining Com­
pany and others, seeking to restrain 
them from doing business in Texas.

The petition also asks fur the ap­
pointment of a receiver and the issu­
ance of a restraining order to prevent 
the disposal of properties in the Juris­
diction of Texas, and fur penalties ag­
gregating $99,375,000.

Attorney General B. F. I.sxiney, As­
sistant Attorney General Clyde A. 
Sweeton and District Attorney Rich­
ard G. Maury held a conference with 
District Attorney I,. 1.,. Thompson of 
the eiglith Judicial district, County At­
torney T. W. TIiOiiipsou and Attorney 
Will H. Hamilton of Greenville. The 
suit was filed Immediately following 
the conference. The petition is also 
signed by Assistant Attorney General 
C. M. Cureton. /

The petition alleges a violation on 
the part of tlie defendants of the state 
anti-trust laws; seeks to restrain them 
from again engaging in such unlaw­
ful business; asks fur the recovery of 
penalties, and asks a lien against the 
property of the Curslrana and Mag­
nolia companies to secure the pay­
ment of any Judgment which the state 
may recover. It also seeks to subject 
the property of any Judgment that 
may be received in the following man­
ner:

1. To the payment of any Judgment 
against the Magnolia I ’etruleum Com­
pany.

Brown, John Seuly and U. C. Edwards 
and trustees fur the stockholders of 
the Navarro Kefining Company and 
the Security Oil Cumi>any.

TRAGIC ENDING OF AUSTRALIAN EXPLORERS
Lieutenant NInnis Disappeared Into 

Unfathomable Crevasse snd Dr.
Mertz Dies of Starvation.

Sydney, N. S. W.— Details of the 
tragic ending of Lieutenant B. E. S. 
NInnis of the Royal Kusilliers Regi­
ment and Dr. Xavier Mertz, champion 
ski Jumper of the world, who met 
death In the south polar regions while 
members of the Australian Antarctic 
expedition, were told in a wireless 
telegraph message received at Sydney 
Saturday from Dr. Douglas Mswson, 
the leader of tlie expedition, who also 
suffered great hardship.

Dr. Maw sou, who ts now In Adelle 
lotnd, says:

"On December 4. 1911, while we 
were exploring a new coast line 3iHI 
miles to the southeast o( our winter 
quarters, l.leulenant NInnis with a dog 
team and with almost all our food 
dlsappearexl lu an unfathomable 
crevasse.

"Dr. Mertz aud myself with an In­
adequate supply of provisions and 
with siz starving dogs then started 
over tiie plateau for our hut. |)aj 
weather retarded our progress and we 
subsisted chiefly on dogs.

"On January 17, 1912, Dr. Mertz 
died, the cause of his death arising 
from malnntrition

"On February 7' 1 arrived ul the hut 
akme, having traveled through snow 
and fog and having lulraculously been 
guided by Providence.

"The steamer Aurora awaited at the 
base imtil the weather conditions 
made It no longer safe. Rhe left a few 
biipre before my arrival at the hue 
Siz men were leitl thereby the Aurora 
to proeeouto a seorch for the members 
of our party."
