Victo-
riano Huerta had held the provistonal
presidency for a year and boasted In his
cups that he would hold his office longer
than President Wilson would remain In
the White House. Meanwhile the bandit
chief Pancho Villa was steadlly gaining
ground In the north. The flercest battle
of the revolution, which was fought for
almost two weeks, ended In victory for
the rebel forces,

There was an appalling loss of life In
this long continued fight, and more than
four thousand fugitives crossed the Rio
Grande and took refuge In American ter-
ritory Here they were cared for by the
United Btates authorities.

On February 8 President Wilson re-
voked an order by his predecessor In of-
fice to put a stop to the shipment of arms
and ammunition Into Mexico by citizens
of the United States. On April 14, Pres|-
dent Wilson Instracted Secretary Danlels
to assemble an imposing naval force at
Tamplco, on the Mexican coast. This
wns Jdue to the refusal of the Mexican
president and his military alds to salute
the American flag as an essential featurs
of an apology for an unwarranted arres!

Flve days loter, the constitution
alist army entered the City of Mexico
without opposition. Venustlano Carpanz
fmmediately took upon himself the ofMee

of president, although he soon announced
his purpose of turning over the exceutive
function to a provisional substitute and
himself becoming a candidate.

On September 23 Villa declared war up- |

on the provisional president. The constl.
tutionalists held a meeting at Mexico
City on October { and refused to accept
their chief's resignation. At a conven-
tion of the party held at Aguas Callentes
on October 4, Carranza again presented
his resignation and a few days later Villa
promised to support a provisional presi-
dent named by the convention. At that,
Gen. Eulalio Gutlerrez was appointed by
the convention, but Carranza refused to
recognize him. The new president ap-
pointed Villa commander in chief of the
government forces and ordered him to
proceed at once against Carranza. As
Villa and his men neared the capital,
Carranza and his soldlers withdrew.

On November 23 the American forces
were withdrawn from Vera Cruz and
soon aftérward Carranza and his follow-
ers took possession of the seaport. Villa
and Zapata united In support of the
Gutierrez iInterests, and the prospect of
peace in the Immediate future Is far from
encouraging.

Longest Congressional Session.

The first regular session of the Sixty-
third congress was the longest since that
great law-making body came Into exist.
ence—from December 1, 1913, to October
M, 194 After the hollday recess hoth
branches were addressed by President
Wilson upon the regulation of corpora-
tions. In his address the president recon-
mended the formation of a trade commis-
sion, the doing away with Interlocking di-
rectorates and holding companles, and an
antitrust law. On January 24 the scnate
passed a bill authorizing the government

to construct a rallroad In Alaska. On
February 18 the house passed the bllL
During this month, al=o, the admin's.
tration introduced a measure into both
houses to establish a rural credit system
by means of co-operative banks. On Feb-
ruary 9 a bill was Introduced into both

branches which provided that the govern-
ment might mine or lease on a royalty
basis cc-tain coal lands in Alaska.

On March § the presid®ent delivered an-
other address 1o congress in the bousg
chamber, in which he urged the ropeal
of the provision In the Panama Canal act
of August, 1912, exempting vessels en-
garged In coastwise trade from the paye-
ment of tolls. With a senate amendment
to the effect that the United States re-
linquished no rights under treaties with
Great Britaln and with Panama, the tolls
repeal bill became law.

On April 20 the president araln ad-
dressed congress, giving the facts In the
Tamplco affair and asking authority to
use force In compelling a settlement. Both
houses passed the necessary measures
without delay. On June 6 the three
measures prominent in the president's an-
titrust legislation—<the creation of a trade
commission, the Clayton bill, and the rall.
road capitalization bill-wers passed, but
it was not unt!l August that the renate

adopted the measure creating a federal |

trade commission. The Clayton antitrust
bill did not become law until October,

August 4 hoth houses unanimously
adopted an amendment to the federal re-
serve act, by which the secretary of the
treasury was given power to issue addl-
tional bank currency in such amount as
would be necessary to protect the busi-
ness situation and avold financial panie.
On Beptember 4 the president once more
addressed congress, pointing out the need
of raising additiona' revenue to meet the
deficit ecausd by the decline in Imports
due to the Furopean war.

The closing days of the congress passed
in an active effort conducted by members
from the cotton-growing states to obtaln
legisiation for the retall of the growers
of the staple.

On January 2 Secretary McAdoo and
Secretary Houston began a series of
hearings to determine where the new fed.
eral reserve banks were to be established.
The federal reserve bank system went In.
to effect November 16, On January 10
the Washington authorities and the New
York, New Haven and Hartford rallroad
officials came to an agreement by which
the rallrond relinquished its trolley lines,
its control of the Boston and Maine and
most of ite stenmship lines, In order to
avold further confliet with the Sherman
antitrust law. President Wilson nomi-
nated John Skelton Williams, then assis-
tant secretary of the treasury, to be
comptroller of the currency and ex-officlo
member of the new federal reserve bhoard.

On Jsniuary 27 the president signed an
fmportant order which established a per-
manent civil government In t Panama
Canal Zone, to go Into effect April 1. A
few days later he nominated Col George
W. CGoethals to be first governor. On
February 11 the government brought suit
at falt Lake ity to eompel the Southern
Pacific rallrond to relinquish it control
of the Central Pact

the interstate commerce commission,

At the elections held on November 2 the

On October 3 A, Rus-
tem Moy, Turkish ambassador to the Uni-
ted States, left Washington, where he
had incurred eriticism by his frank views
of American affalrs,

Industrial Trials and Triumphs.

The Tord Motor company at the begin.
ning of the year adopted a profit-sharing
plan by which $10,000000 Is to be distrib-
uted annually among the 20,000 wage-earn-
ers of that concern. The great South Afri-
can rallroad strike came to an end. On
January 19 a strike of the Delaware and
Hudson railroad men, as a protest against
the discharge of two employees, was set-
tled within sixteen hours by the federal
board of mediation and conciliation,

Two great labor controversies had bheen
16t over from the preceding year—one In
the Michigan copper mines, which began
July 21 1913, and another in the Colorade
conl flelds, where 14000 men had Been on
strike s'nce September 23 of the previous
year. Violence ensued and federal ald
was demanded. On April 20 the striking
miners clashed with the state militia near
Trintdad, Colo, and twenty-five persons
were killed or burned to death In a fire
which followed. President Wilson ordered
federal troops to the scene. It was not
until September 15 that the strikers and
thelr emplovers accepted President Wil
gon’s offer for a settlement of thelr dis-
pute, but his plan was rejected. On the
last dav of November the president name
a commiesion of threoa, headed by Seth
Low, to deal with the strike. Shortly af-
ter the strike was declared off.

On April 1 all tha coal miner of Ohlo
were ®losed down om account of the fail-
ure to unite on an agreemgnt as to a
basis of payment to supersede the one
already in use, On the following day the
Yorkshire coal miners, to the number of
170000 men, went on strike to support
the!r demand for a min'mum wage. Jun~
12 a strike among the West Virginia cnn,
miners, which had bheen on since the pre.
vious Beptember, was declared off, the
miners walving regognition of the union
in order to obtain other Important con-
coagtong, On July 17 the federal board
of mediation and conciliation again proved
fts abllity as a peacemaker. The engineers
and firemen of ninety-cight Western rall-
roads accepted the mediation of the board.

of two drugs. scopolamin and morphium.

On January 28 the first wircless nes-
sage without relaying, transmitte? he-
tween Hanover, Germany, and Tuckerton,
on the lower New Jersby coast, came In
one Yeap a distance of 4,062 miles. On
Febrm 17 the expedition led by Capt,
J. Campbell Besley returned to New York
after six monthe' exploration In a hither-
to unknown Andean region. The party
discovered a lost Inca city and brought
back a valuable ecollection. Later in the
same month the antarctic expedition led
by Dr. Douglas Mewson arrived at Ade-
lalde, Australla, after two vears spent in
sclentifle exploration, On  April 10, Dr.
Alexis Carrel, Nobel prize winner and
vininent for his contrihut'ons to exact scl-
ence, announced that he had operated
successfully on the heart of an animal by
suspending the circulation of blood sev-
eral minutes. On May 19, ex-President
Roosevelt returned home after an explor-
ing trip of elght months through the Bra-
zillan wilderness. He announced the dis-
covery of a river, which was christened
Rio Roosevelt, and afterward rechristened
Rio Teodoro. On November 4, at the Brit-
i*h embassy In Rome, Prof. Domenico
Argentlery, an Itallan priest of the Abrus-
z1, made good his eclaim to have devised
& small portable wireless telegraphy ap-
paratus capable of recelving messages
from high-power stations at a dlstance of
120 mlles. On January 2, at Dayton,
Ohto. Orville Wright gave a public de-
monstration of the automatie stabil'zer,
his new acronautical Invention. On Febe
ruary 7. the GArman aviator Ingold made
A record of more than a thousand miles,
remalning aloft gixteen and a half hours,
thus breaking all previous records. In
April a new aeroplane helght record was
made by Linnekogel, at Johannisthal. He
reached an altitude of 20,864 feet. In May,
A Zeppelin dirigible flew for thirty-six
hours without stop over Germany, at an
average of about fifty-two miles an hour.
On July 14 & German aviator at Berlin
ascended in a monoplane to a helght of
20090 feet, and thus broke the repord. The
flight from Norway to Scotland was made
by Gran, July 20, In four hours and team
minutes,

The use of alreraft In the war has not
been greatly sensational, but it has been
suffictent to modify warfare to an appre-
clable extent. Most of the aeroplanes of
the belligerent nations are not flghting
craft, but the dirigibles of the Zeppelin
{¥pe belonging to the German war equip-
ment are regnrded as battleships of the
alr, and terrible results have been ex-
pecied when this formidable sky squadron
fhiould ket into mction. Thus far, most of
these military adjuncts have been used for
feouting purposes, and as such they have
proved to be especially effective. The
t:pl-l advance of the German forces into
France at the beginning of hostilities was
made posstble by these alr scouts, which

Casualties on Land and Sea.
Tari in Jaguary the second. phepome
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enal storm of the geason added largely to
the destruction of property along the
ocenn front of New Jersey and Long Is-
Jand. On January 11, a Japanese vol-
cano on Sakura Island birst suddenly in-
to activity and destroyed three towns and
killed more than a thousand persons. Dur-
fng a performance at a moving pleture
theater at Surabaya, Java, 75 women and
children were burned to deatly, The
steamer Monroe, from Norfolk to New
York city, was rammed by the Nantu et
during a night fog off Cape Charles, Jun-
uary' 30, and 41 persons were lost. On
March 4 more than a thousand persohs
Jost their lMves during a storm which
flooded several towns in Southern Nussia,
and about the same time many persons
were killed by an earthquake at Alkita,
Japan.

On March 21 the sealing steamer
Newfoundland stranded on an fce floe
in the Strait of Belle Isle and 77 of
her crew were frozen to death, The
same day the steamer Southern Cross
and her erew disappeared. On April
28 an explosion In a mine shaft at
Eceles, W, Va, caused the death of 150
miners, carly in May Sielly was vis-
ited by a serles of shocks which did
great damage along the eastern coast.
The steamship Empress of Ireland was
struck by the Norweglan collier Stor-
stad In the 8t. Lawrence river, May 29,
and sank almost immedlately, more
than a thousand passengers losing thelr
Jives, May 30, Capt. Robert A, Bsrlott of
the Etefansson arctie expedition returned
to St. Michael, Alaska, with the nows that
the Karluk sank, Janugry 11, after having
been crushed by fce, and that her crew
was marooned on Wrangel Island. On
Beptember 7, elght members of this erew
were found by a resculng party. On
June 19 more than two hundred miners
were lost by an explosion In a coal mine
near Alberta, Canada. A fire at Salem,
Mass,, June 25, destroyed half of the city,
Including several thousand homes and
many large industrial establishments, In
this month, also, American consuls In va-
rlous Chinese cities reported that floods In
southern China had destroyed the crops
and made 2000000 persons hemeless, On
September 18 the Francls . Begpett
collided with an unknown vesscl off
the Oregon coast and 72 of her passen-
gers and crew were lost. In October
an earthquake in Turkey destroyed
more than 3,000 persdns In a few min-
utes.
