{ the yleld Increased as the plants were
i erowded, the thicker stands produc-
ing the higher ylelds

{ Counts made of the number of till
1er| per plant on May 15 and of the
number of mature heads per plant at
harvest showed that a large number
|of tillers on the wide-spaced pl.mtn
failed to produce heads.

The closespaced plants ripened
their grain in 1912 about one week
earlier than the widespaced plants.
This early maturity is particularly im-
portant In that it permits the crop to
escape the sorghum midge

Increasing the number of plants per
row does not necessarily mean a pro-
portionate Increase in the total num-
ber of heads or stalks per row.

The weather conditions influence
very markedly the number of tillers
and branches produced, although the
total number of branches and tillers
produced In 1914 about equaled the
total number of tillers alone in 1013,
when there were but few branches.

In practice, the stand iz controlled
by varying the rate of seeding rather
than by thinning the plants; thick
stands are secured by thick seeding.
