We are fast 
approaching the time when the Texas bankers must (Isb or dig balL and the 
fanners of this slate want to know what they can depend upon. gi*

I recall the $135,000,000 cotton pool of last year that spent Its energi^^^'F  
In discussing plans, organizing committees, hurrying across the continent, 
sending telegrams and giving out newspaper Interviews but no money w«s 
Bvallable for lending purpose.s. Cotton Is the thing and a movement that 
exhausts Itself before It gels the money to the farmer had better never been 
started. A broken promise Is worse than a drouth. I am not guestloDing the 
Integrity of that movement but the results were disastrous to the farmer for 
the cotton w‘as held down to a low price until It left the hands of the producer 
and every effort should be made to prevent repetition of that calamity.

I.endlng money on cotton at a low rate of interest la as much the part 
of the warehouse system as the warehouse Itself. Building warehouses wrlll 
not solve the problem and warehouses without money would ha of little use 
to the farmers. 1 he purpose of the warehouse la to maJie the loan of (he 
banker more secure. If a banker would lend money to a farmer on cotton 
held on a farm there would be little necessity for a puhUo wrarehouse except 
as a safe and convenient means of storage.

The fanners will patronize the warehouse If It Is to hla Interest to do 
■o. The Interest rate, storage and Insurance charges will determine largely 
whether or not b« will store his cotton. What are the rates? Ws now hava 
on deposit In the hanks of Texas about $200,000,000. Is any part of It avall- 
Ohle lor handling the Texas cotton crop?

It Is time to get down to business. How much money have the baakers 
•vallahin for cotton loans and what do they want for it? That Is the quM- 
tion and ita answer determines the prosperity of the farmer of the South.

The farmers are depending upon the Texas hankeri to handle this year’s 
crop and I have no doubt they will do so for they have announced a wllllng- 
■eta to do It and are thoroughly capable of the task, but the danger ef all 
public movements Is that we urge and expect the other fellow to put up the 
funds, hence the auaatlon where la the money?
