.1. A. Frisb3’, who farms about 
a mile from town on tlio Crockett 
road, was in to see us Saturdai', 
and >;ave us his exiK*rience this 
3'car with iM*anuts and cotton.

His exiH*riment was confined 
to thirti' rows of i>eanuts and 
thirtj' rows of cotton, which 
covered about one and one-half 
acres of I'round.

The thirty' rows of peanuts 
yielded 12 bushels t>f nuts and :il 
bales of hay. KiK'ire tiie price 
of the nuts at 02 1 2c |K‘r busnel, 
and the haj’ at 50c jx'r hale, 
makes a toUil of Sll.7.'). Deduct 
from this amount $3.7.'), wliich 
was the cost of threshing and 
balinu, and it leaves a net balaroe 
of $;]rt.00 for the thirty rows.

The cotton was tinured at 5c 
per |M)und in the seed and 
amounUnl to only $21.(X). Mr. 
Frisby ti^ured his laI>or the same 
on the two crops, although it re­
quired a j?reat deal more work to 
produce the cotton crop. He is 
enthusiastic over peanuts as a 
cash crop for this community, 
and is planning; to put in an in­
creased acreage in i>canuts next 
year. No trouble was exi^eri- 
enced in harvesting the nuts, as 
the instructions prinUnl in the 
Messenger some time ago as to 
shocking, were carried out. The 
thresher knocked all the dirt off 
the vines and the hay is bright 
and clean. He had a bale of it on 
exhibition in town Saturday.

Verily, this countj' is rich in 
resources, and somedai’—not far 
in the future—we are going to 
wake up to our op|X)rtunities, 
and then this community yill 
blossom like the proverbial 
"green bay" tree.
