GROWING SWEFT POTATOES

By \W. R. Durnell

We now come to the question
of fertilizers; what kind and how
much; how should it be used and
when.

In the year 1913 and 1914 we
conducted a fertilizer test for
sweet potatoes under the direc-
tions of the A, & M. College,
with Dr. Fraps director.
