This was accomplished in the face of a
serious food shortage in this country,
bespeaking the wholeheartedness and
patriotism with which the American
people have met the food crisis abroad,

Food Administrator Hoover, In a let-
ter to President Wilson, explains how
the situation was met. The voluntary
conservation program fostered by the
Food Administration enabled the piling
up of the milllons of bushels of wheat
during 1017-18 and the shipment of
meat during 1017-18,

The total value of all food ship-
ments to Allled destinations amounted
to £1,400,000,000, all this food being
bought through or In collaboration
with the Food Administration. These
figures are all based on official reports
and represent food exports for the
harvest year that closed June 30, 1018,

The shipments of meats and fats
(including meat products, dairy prod-
ucts, vegetable olls, ete,,) to Allied des-
tinations were as follows:

Fiscal year 1016-17....2,160,500,000 Ibs,
Fiscal year 1017-18....8,031,100,000 1bs,

Our slaughterable animals at the bes
ginning of the last fiscal year were not
appreciably larger than the year be-
fore and particularly In hogs; they
were probably less, The increase in
shipments s due to conservation and
the extra weight of animals added by
our farmers,

The full effect of these efforts began
to bear thelr best results in the last
half of the fiscal year, when the ex-
ports to the Allies were 2,133,100,000
pounds, as against 1,266,500,000 pounds
in the same period of the year before,
This compares with an average of
801,000,000 pounds of total exports for
the same half years In the three-year
pre-war period.

“This accomplishment of our people
in this matter stands out even more
‘clearly If we bear in mind that we had
avallable in the fiscal year 1916-1T,
from net carry-over and as surplus
over our normal consumption about
200,000,000 bushels of wheat which we
‘were able to export that year without
{tnnchlng on our home loaf,” Mr,
‘Hoover said, “This last year, however,
'owing to the large failure of the 1017
'wheat crop, we had avallable from net
,carry-over and production and imports
only just about our normal consump-
'tion. Therefore our wheat shipments
‘to Allled destinations represent ap-
'proximately savings from our own
wheat bread.

“These figures, however, do not fully,
|convey the volume of the effort and
'sacrifice made during the past year
by the whole American people. De-
'spite the magnificent effort of our agri-
'cultural population in planting a much
Increased acreage In 1017, not only was
!there a very large fallure In wheat,

HOME BAKING WITHOUT SUGAR
DISCUSSED.

Since the people of Texas and of
America have been put upon a two
pound a person a month sugar ration,
effective August 1, the Food Adminis-
tration in Texas has had many letters
stating that in many sections of the
country home baking is being discour-
azed and that housekeepers generally
think that they can not go on making
baead, muffins and cakes in their
homes without sugar.

It ig not the desire of the Food Ad-
ministration, says Administrator Pe-
den, to discourage home baking, but,
on the contrary, to encourage the use
of syrup and other substitutes in the
place of sugar. All breads, biscuits
and muffins can be made without
sugar, and many cakes, cookies and
even pastries can be successfully made
with syrup in place of part or all of
the sugar called for, the administra-
tion points out,

The Food Administration is prepared
to tell housewives where they can se-
cure recipes for the new cookery,

SEVENTY PER CENT FLOUR
RULE IS EXTENDED.

The period for the operation of the
70 per cent flour rule governing bakers
of all products except bread and rolls
which < ‘pired July 31 has been extend-
ed to August 31. For this reason the
United States Food Administration
does not wish to issue licenses to new
bakers for the manufacture of prod-
ucts other than bread and rolls until
September 1.

The Food Administration approves
the issuance of licenses to new bread
bakers in territories where the popula-
tion has increased and where there is
an actual necesgity for an increased
bread production. The administration
disapproves launching before Septem-
ber of advertising by bread bakers to
increase their production.

On account of the 70 per cent sugar
rule governing bakers, many small
hotels, boarding houses and public eat-
ing places will ask for bakers' licenses
to permit them to get an extra allot
ment of sugar for ther bakery prod
ucts, The Food Administration de.
cidedly disapproves of this subterfuge
and requests that no applications for
licenses be approved by State admin
{strators until the administrators are
thoroughly satisfied that the applicant
uses at least three barrels of flour and
substitutes in his bakery each month
and has used this average for the past
few months.

Small retail bakers using less than
three barrels of flour and substitutes
and therefore not under license should
receive sugar on the same basis as
licensed bakers, that is to say 70 per

cent.

THE FISH INDUSTRY
WILL BE DISCUSSED

STATE PRICE INTERPRETING COM-
MITTEE TO BE ORGANIZED.

Food Administrator Has Called Confor-_
ence of Retailers, Wholesalers and

Fishermen to Plan Increase
of Fish Consumption.
@ wholesalers and fish dealers
in a conference in Houston to
be held at the Bender hotel. The pur-
pose & the conference is to give the
three agents in the transporting of fish
from the sea to the kitchen table an
opportunity to explain the part each is
willing to perform in the task of win-
ning the war; and as a result of the
conference a State fish price interpret-
ing committee will be formed, whose
function it will be to co-operate with

the Fish Department of the Federal
Food Administration for Texas.

The Fish Department of the Food
Administration has been engaged for
several months in making a study of!
the fish industries along the Texas
coast, and recently a remarkable sur-
vey was accomplished, beginning at
Brownsville and terminating at Port
Arthur, by H. Warrach, Jr,, a former
fish distributor of Port Lavaca. On
Mr. Warrach's figures the conference
will pivot. :

Charles L. Desel, director of the
Perishable Department of the Food
Administration, Is also in charge of
the fish section. In a report to Mr.
Peden, Mr. Desel states that although
the fish industries of Texas have a
daily capacity of 200,000 pounds, the
average use per day is only 20.000‘1

pounds, or 10 per cent, {

More Protein in Fish,

In fuel value meats give more
energy to the body than fish; yet om
the other hand meats call for more
energy to digest, hence the value of
the two so far as building up energy
offset each other. Fish has somewhat
more protein than meats, which is to
say, more of the elements which build
up the tissues.

Although fish is not as cheap as it
might be, it is considerably cheaper
than meat and it is most seasonable in
the summer and fall, making for a
light, wholesome diet.

With the exception of Texans living
on the coast, fish has been for years
regardad as a special endree and a dish
to be had perhaps once or twice a
month. The result of this attitude, and
also a prejudice against frozen fish
and an insistence upon having fish
with life “almost” still in them, has
contributed as much to retarding the
industry along the Texas coast as the
State laws, now modified by the fed-
eral laws. The administration urges
most earnestly that the public buy
more liberally hereafter of the stocks
of small fish and thus build up an in-
dustry which will not only provide a
wholesome substitute for meats, but
also enrich the State.

- - @
Wrong Impressions Exist.

There are at present many absurd
statements being made by people to-
tally unfamiliar with the federal regu-
lations governing the fishing indus-
tries, and the Food Administration is
anxious to correct these wrong impres-
sions.

Fishing is wide open, with liberal ex-
peptions as to small sizes and some of
the choice fish; fish traps, pounds and
weirs may be used and used continu-
ously, Sunday included, save in re-
stricted areas prescribed by the war
department; purse seines, haul seines,
gill nets, otter trawls may all be used,
provided that they shall not be op-
erated within 6500 yards of any other
similar outfit or within 500 yards of
any established beach, seining location
in operation by any other licensee.

All men may fish and sell of their
fish—the only stipulation is that all
salt water fishermen must have M-
censes and these may be had without
costing a single penny by applying to
the License Division of the United
States Food Administration, Washing-
ton.

With such liberal jurisdiction Texas
should havé today a great fish indus-
try; whereas her complete output does
not come up to a single pier of the
average fishing town along the New
England coast.

MERICA has several excellent war time sweet-
eners that will be used largely during the
shortage in the sugar supply.

They are maple sugar, syrups, honey and
molasses and may be used in preparing des-
serts and other dishes requiring sweetening.

When a cup of syrup or honey is used
| |to replace a cup of sugar the liquid in the

d recipes should be decreased one-fourth.
A One-third of a cupful of sugar is equivalent
to one-third of a cup of honey, about one-
half cup of syrup and about one-half cup of corn sugar.
One-fourth of a cup of sugar is equal to about one-half
cup of syrup or one-third cup of corn sugar. One table-
spoon of sugar is equal to one tablespoon of honey, about
one and one-half tablespoons of syrup and one and one-
third tablespoons of corn sugar,

Sugar may be saved by the use of raisins, dates, figs,
dried pears and fruit pastes used on the breakfast cereals.

Fruit marmalades, butters and jellies should be used
to take the place of the ordinary sweetening at a meal and
not as accessories to it, Fruits may be preserved without
sugar. It may be added when sugar is more plentiful.

Preserving demands this year a thin syrup instead of a
heavy syrup.

If sugar is used one-half of the amount may be replaced
by another sweetener,

Drying is a means of preserving (without sugar) ap-
ples, cherries, strawberries and black caps.

When ready to use they may have added the needed
sugar in the form of a syrup. Whhen sugar is more plentiful
fruit juices may be made into jellies or may be used as
fruit juices with or without sugar, as beverages, fruit
gelatins and frozen desserts,

Fresh fruits supply the place of sugar in the diet. They
ghould be used freely. Desserts where sugar is scarce
may be made of gelatins, junkets, custards, puddings and
cakes.

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MERICAN families would have less sugar than the
people of war torn France, if we depended entirely
on our home-grown sugar stocks.

Approximately 75 per cent. of our sugar is shipped
to our shores. We produce about 1,000,000 tons of sugar
a year. Our imports from abroad amount to over 3,000,-
000 tons a year in normal times.

The United States Food Administration asks each
family to limit its use of sugar to two pounds per month
per person for household use. The military situation de-
mands that every available ship be placed at the disposal
of the Army or Navy, When we save sugar, we save

More eggs were received at
New York during the first half
of this year than during the first
'8ix months of any previous year
'since 1911. From January 1 to
July 1, 1918, the receipts of eggs
\at New York amounted to 3,112-
1305 cases, an average increase
of 80,913 cases over the first six
‘months of seven preceding
years. Taking New York's re-
ceipts as an indication of the
production throughout the Un-
ited States, this shows that the
campaign started last fall by
poultry specialists of the United
States Department of Agricul-
ture is already bearing fruit. If
the advice given in this cam-
paign is widely followed, say the
department specialists, there
should be a considerable increase
in the stocs of laying hens in
the country next winter. There
should also be a very marked
increase in the receipts of fresh
eggs at the leading markets in
January and February. This,
with the better results which it
is believed will be secured by
this yvear's experience in keep-
ing poultry, probably will in-
crease production so that the re-
quirements of the country for
eggs and poultry in 1919 will be
met.
