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liETTER FROM FRANCE

At the Front, Oct. 2G. 
Dearest Mnda and Clara:

Doji’t be surprised to jjet an­
other letter from me so .soon, 
for I am likely to do anything 
now. It is about .‘D.’tO in the 
morniriK and everythiiiK is (|uiet, 
so I thouKht I mi^ht as well 
write you a word or two. I will 
tell you about my first trip up 
to the land of excitement. It 
was on Sunday evening not lonir 
jigo we Kot orders forwanl, 
march. Everyone had his strap 
packed across his back and his 
pun. Of coure we had articles 
o f dilfereut kinds, but they were 
just the things that woulil be of 
use. Everyone hail an expres­
sion on hi.s face that he expected 
SimiethiiiK K«*eat to happen. We 
marched alonjr lauKhin^ and jok- 
injr. but still there was a dilfer- 
ent expression on each one’s face. 
No one .seemed to be afrai<l. We 
all were contident that we couhl 
accomplish what we were sent to 
do. AloiiK this road side we 
pas.sed several Ki’iives, allies and 
“ Fritz.” Some were aviators and 
some were of other branches of 
the .service. They all buried 
over luTt*— no one is forp'otten. 
Finally, we ^ot the command to 
halt, and fall out to the rijjht of 
the road for a rest. We were 
just a little tired after coverinjr 
the distance of several kilome­
ters. (Jee, it was dark, as there 
was not a star to be .seen. Train 
after train of men with supplies 
passed us. None had a lijrbt, 
not even a candle, as a lijrht 
would have been a }?ood tarjret 
for Fritz. 1 don’t see how the 
truck drivers could drive so well. 
It seemed impossible for .so many 
to be moving without running in­
to something, but everyone had 
his mind on what he was doing. 
We passed through several small 
towns, or rather where they once 
were. You could see parts of old 
stone walls still standing in some 
o f the villages. All the houses 
were torn down by the big shells. 
We knew by this that a strong 
resistance had been withstood 
there once. We came to a small 
town wliere just a few pieces of 
walls were left and decided to 
stop awhile. Big guns were 
barking around us .something 
tierce. Here a company of 
doughboys joined us and we 
marched along together. Be­
lieve me, I was glad to .see them, 
for we were getting into a coun­
try where company was appre­
ciated, even if had been .some old 
negroes I had picked cotton with 
back home. We had a lieute­
nant leading us that had seen ac­
tive service, so he gaves us or­
ders to get in single file and 
march on each side of the road. 
We marched about two kilome­
ters when he gave orders for all 
to lie down beside the road. 
Heinie was sending over shells 
thick and fast. You could hear 
one coming. It would .sound .so 
loud that some of the boys would 
say, “ here comes his .soup kitch­
en.”

The maintaining of .soil fertili­
ty should be one of the supreme 
aims of every farmer. The most 
universal .source of loss is from 
soil washing. Nothing will do 
more to prevent this loss than to 
establish a good .system of broad- 
base terraces. This in conjunc­
tion with a well-planned cropping 
.sy.stem will not only maintain 
but increase soil fertility. Ter­
racing can be done at any time 
during the year when the lands 
are free of growing crops. In 
the coton states the weather is 
rarely too severe during the win­
ter to prevent this w-ork from 
being done. Those who have not 
alreaily terraced their farms 
should see the county agent and 
get his advice and help along this 
line.
