I have just returned from a

Probably the most important
reason why the same breed of
cattle should be kept in one com-
munity is that it develops inter-
est, Community breeding is
certain to be a sympathetic tie
binding the people together in
the accomplishment of anything
they desire. Community team-
work is worth much in the im-
provement of any country com-
munity. It teaches efliciency in
the care of rearing of animals.
|  Community breeding is a very
simple thing, but the value which
it will be to the community is
tremendous. There are many in-
stances on record which are proof

of its advantages. Wisconsin
has a large number of com-
munity breeding associations,

the strongest of these being the
‘'Waukesha County Guernsey
Breeding Association, organized
in 1908 to promote the breeding
and improvements of high-grade
and pure-bred Guernsey cattle.
|Although only organized 12
vears ago this county is already
known as the “Guernsey Capital
'of America,” and buyers for car-
load lots of grade or purebred
'cows are attracted there from all
over the country.

The Famous “Go-to-Hell”
Answer Was Never Sent

The famous *“ Go To Hell,”
answer, alleged to have been'
sent back to the Geramns by
Col. C. W. Whittlesy, command-
er of the “lost battalion” in the
Argonne forest when surrender
was demanded from the Ameri-
cans after they had been cut off
for three days surrounded by
Huns and subjected to a fearful
fire, is a myth, declared Lieut. A./
F. McKeogh, one of the heroes
of the fight, in an address in
Washington a few nights avo.
What the American commander
did do was to haul down the
white panel which was being
used as a signal to allied air-
planes for fear that the Ger-
mans would think it was a white
flag of surrender. No verbal
reply was necessary, Lieut,
McKeogh said, but this “action

unmistakably told the boches
that we had not come 3,000
miles to surrender.”
