The first trans-Atlantic flight
of a dirigible airship has been ac-
complished. When the giant
super dirigible R34 anchored at
Roosevelt Flying Field, Long Is-
{land, at 9:40 a. m., Sunday, it
iprobably marked the beginning
‘of what will in the near future
‘be a new and popular method of
!traveling and transportation.
i'l‘his giant airship completed a
journey of 3,600 miles in 108
hours and 12 minutes at an aver-
fage speed of a little more than
{33 miles an hour. She carried
& crew of thirty officers and men.
I'l‘he great airship is 650 feet in|
|length, and carried 2 million feet
of gas. It has a lift of about
{25 tons, The speed made by the
idirigible was something of a dis-
lappointment, not 8o great on an
average as that of some of the
|fastest modern ocean greyhound
which make from 35 to 40 miles|
an hour. However, the airship
'during nearly the entire journey
encountered fierce head winds,
and was frequently obliged to
change its course to avoid dan-|
gerous storms. The speed on|
the return journey, with favor-
table winds, will be much greater.
