Some government programs, in par­ticular those stressing educa­tion, can in the long run, help overcome poverty and reduce unrest that has led to riots.But the doors of opportuni­ty live been closed to no one and there is no doubt that vast numbers of Negroes raise themselves from poverty every year. Deadline For M edicare NearsApril 1 is the deadline for two parts of Medicare, Travis C . Briggs Manager of the A m ­arillo social security office warned today.This is the last day older people not previously enroll­ed in the voluntary doctor bill insurance under medicate can sign up with coverage to be­gin effective next July 1. A l­though most older people in the Panhandle are now enroll­ed, some still need to take action by April 1.Those who miss out on this second chance to enroll will have to wait another year, and pay a premium tliat is 10 percent higher for each full year they could have had the medical protection, but were not enrolled. Those who wait three years past their first chance to sign up for the m e­dical insurance will not be able to sign up at a ll.The second deadline on the same day concerns medi­cal insurance payments for services received during July, August and September 1966.Anyone who had the "doct­or bill" part of medicare dur­ing tliat period and who had bills amounting to more than $50 during the entire last 6 months of 1966 may be e lig i­ble for some medicate pay­ment if it has not already been claimed.Briggs emphasized that medicare claims may be made even if the bills for the services have not yet been paid.Panhandle residents who need assistance in applying for the medicare benefiu, or who wish to enroll in m edi­care, should get in touch with the social security of­fices at 1006 S. Adams, Am ­arillo, or in the Hughes Building in Pampa. Field re­presentatives from these two offices visit most of the larg­er towns in the area regularly. Botfi of these offices will be open til 9 p .m . Monday,April 1 to assist those wishing to enroll before the deadline.
