Missing Helicopter Pilot 
Declared Dead In Vietnam

died Saturday morning in 
High Plains Baptist Hospital 
in Amarillo, were conducted 
at 2 p. m. Tuesday, May 14 
from the First Baptist Church 
in Gruver.

The Reverend Herbert 
Hughes, a retired Baptist 
mini .net, officiated, and the 
Rev. Bill Butts, pastor of First 
Baptist Church assisted. Burial 
was in Gruver Cemetery by 
Boxwell Bros, of Spearman.

Mr. Turner was born in Se­
verance, Kansas and had been 
a resident of Gruver area 
since 1929. He was a farmer 
and rancher.

The soldier's death is the 
first casualty among Hansford 
County service men during the 
Vietnam war.

Gentle Falling Rains 
Benefit Crops Here

With a range from 1 to 4 
inches rainfall in the Hansford 
county area from May 6 
through 14th the community 
has been afforded a great 
boost in agriculture prospects.

As dry as it has been, 
(Hansford county has been way 
below normal for the year) 
the eight days of cloudy wea­
ther and slow rainfall has g iv­
en citizens and crops a shot 
in the arm.

Recent figures released from 
the wheat harvest control o f­
fice show that Hansford county

has 231,293 acres of wheat, 
the largest aaeag e in the 
state. In addition to this, the 
county shows to have 1,000 
each of barley and rye and 
500 acres of oats. Most of 
this is irrigated land. The m a­
jority of dry land wheat has 
long been abandoned. Recent 
moisture will greatly assist ir ­
rigated wheat but will prove 
most beneficial to sivrgtium 
crops which will be planted 
soon.

Dr. Kleeberger of the Hans­
ford county Unit of the Soci­
ety, said the survey card con­
sists of 6 questions for wom­
en and 5 for men. The ques­
tions for women and 5 for 
men.

"Any body of water is an 
attraction to a child. We 
compile statistics in line with 
our enforcement of the Texas 
Water Safety Act, but in our 
research we can't help but 
take notice of the re-occurr­
ing tragedy of small children 
drowning," said Mauermann.
