SLOW IN SPEARMAN

Building permits totaled
$201, 600,00 in Spearman
during the past year, one of
the smallest yearly volumes
recorded in recent years,

Residential building was
$48, 000, 00 for two new
houses and commercial
building totaled $105, 000, 00.
There was $48, 600, 00 in
additions and remodeling dur-
ing the year,

The rising cost of materials,
combined with the effects of
the nationwide "tight money"
situation undoubtedly had its
effect upon the construction
trade during the year,

The largest construction
project during the year was
the two new apartment
buildings located on Cooke
street, The buildings, cone
structed & owned by Roscoe
Nelson, called for a building
permit of $43, 000,00 and
was applied for January 29,
1968. The buildings were
completed in the early sum=-
mer,

The next largest construc=-
tion was the addition to the
Church of Christ on Haney
St, The building called for
a $37,000, 00 permit.

Another large commercial
permit was taken out by
Conoco 0Oil Company for the
new station located at the
corner of Dillon & Collard
Streets, Completed in Dec-

ember the building called for
a $35, 000, 00 permit,

Cantrell Flying Service had
a $10, 000 permit for a new
repair shop at the airport;

ing operation into a format
suitable for electronic input
into computer storage,
Conversion to data pro-
cessing will increase the
efficiency of vehicle regis-
tration, By late in 1969,

owners of more than seven
million vehicles in Texas
will receive computer-print=
ed registration renewal forms,
One copy of the form will be
validated by the local county

tax assessor=collector and re-
tumed to the Highway De-
partment's Motor Vehicle
Division, This copy will
then be placed in a document
scanner that "reads" the in-
formation and automatically
updates registration data in
computer storage, Another
copy will serve as a receipt
for the vehicle owner, and

a third copy will be filed in
the county tax office,

Also late in 1969, the
Division and other authorized
agencies will be able to re-
trieve any current registration
or title record electronically
in a matter of seconds, This
capability particularly will
be valuable to law enforce=
ment personnel, While fol-
lowing a vehicle a patrolman
will be able to identify the
owner by means of his radio
and the police teletype key=
ed to Motor Vehicle Divi-
sion's computer storage,
Ultimately, the system will
be coordinated with similar
equipment in other states in
a nationwide network for
clearing titles and tracing
stolen cars,

However, the chief con-
cem is to simplify the renew=
al of vehicle registrations
and applications for title,
or to provide more efficient

1969 data,

Vehicle owners should
make certain their correct
residence mail address ap-
pears on 1969 registration
records, This will make
renewal of registration for
1970 simple and virtually
automatic,
