Mrs. James Lair, left and Mrs. Vlrgi, Mathews, right, present the petition to Mrs. Faye Lynch.The Public School Educa­tion bill, proposing many changes, is now before the Texas Legislature. The big city schools are playing for big stakes and regardless of what many think, the big c i­ties of Texas have the major­ity vote. If they can agree among themselves, they can pretty well swing the vote in favor of the education bill.The issue on the school front will be between city and rural forces. IF such a bill does pass, the rural schools will lose much of their state fund receipts and in order to carry on their school program, as proposed by the State committee, tax­es will HAVE to be Increased. As an example;The projected budgeted re­ceipts for Spearman Independ­ent School District for THIS year total $977,440,00 IF the State Legislature votes in

favor of the b ill, the dis- uict's total receipts for 1969- 70 would be $1,074,369 and for 1970-71 would be $1,155, 033.A 24’/o Increase in local ta.xes for 1969 and another 9̂ 0 increase in 1970 would be necessary to meet these requirements and make the proposed changes as recom­mended by the education committee. The Spearman School District would lose $96, 150.00 in Slate Revenue each YEAR for the next two years.Those interested in the school situation from the small school standpoint had better not become com plac­ent.If you are a parent, tax­payer or voter residing within the Spearman Independent School District, you are in­vited to sign your name to one of many petitions placed this

A U ST IN --A  sutewlde committee to represent rural landowners and those who enjoy living in the country during tlie expected struggle over school district consoli­dation in the current session of the Texas Legislature was announced liere Wednesday.The group, known as "The Linle Red School House Com ­m ittee", is composed of a cross-section of farmers, ranchers and rural landowners from throughout the state. Charles Schreiner III, a pro­minent rancher from Mountain Home, is ctiairman of the com mittee."We believe the forced con­solidation of small school dis­tricts. as proposed in the re­port of the Governor's Com ­mittee on Public School Edu­cation, will go a long way toward destroying rural life as it is now enjoyed in T e x as ," Schreiner declared in a news conference at noon Wednes­day.Schreiner pointed out that the Governor's Committee re­commends the forced cotuoli- dation of Texas' 1,218 school districts into a total of 353."This would virtually wipe out 865 community centers, since most rural schools are the primary symbols of com- murUty identification." Schreiner said.He refuted the claim that bigger school districts would automatically provide better education for students. "Mere bigness is not an absolute guarantee of excellen ce." he said."The Little Red School House Committee has been formed to awaken rural land- owners and residents of small communities to the unseen dangers of forced consolida­tion and to acquaint legisla­tors in Austin with the feelings of the rural people of Texas," Schreiner said.In addition to the erosion of rural communities follow­ing the closing of their schools, Schreiner said that other adverse effects would

include the bussing of students often many miles away; e li­mination or serious curtail­ment of many outstanding programs designed primarily for rural schools, such as vocational agricultural and vocational homemaking pro­grams; the elimination of athletic teams from Class AA and below, with the resultant loss of identity for those com­munities and a decrease or entire elimination of a voice for the rural residents on school boards which will be centered in urban areas."The Little Red School House Committee and all its members certainly want to provide the best education possible for the young people of our state, " Schreiner said. "But we don't believe that this proposed forced consolida­tion program, requiring the elimination of nearly 900 school districts in Texas, is the answer."Members of the Little Red School House Steering Com ­mittee include^. ADVANCE PAYMENTS ANNOUNCED  

FOR 1969 C O M M O D ITY  PROGRAM

Producers signing up Febru­ary 3 through March 21 to participate in the 1969 feed grain and wheat programs (as well as certain small cotton famis) can request advance payments of up to 50 percent for voluntary extra acreage di­version, it was announced today by Secretary of Agricul­ture, Clifford M. Hardin. This is the maximum advance that can be made of the diversion payments.

rtojected on previous year's signups and current payment rates, disbursement of advance payments to feed grain, wheat & cotton program participants are expected to teach $ 386 million by the close of the signup period on March 21.Feed grain and wheat pro­ducers may receive, upon request, up to 50 percent of the estimated diversion pay­ment for their farm. This is for acreage which producers voluntarily retire from produc­tion beyond that required to

qualify as a participant.For cotton, there is no ac­reage diversion program for 1969. However, planting cot­ton is not an eligibility re­quirement to receive a special payment for small farms with allotments of 10 acres or less (or projected production of 3, 600 lbs. or less.) These can request up to 50 percent advance payment based on atotal of 11.26 cents per pouixl f3 5on the projected yield of 35 percent of their effective a l lotnient.
