ber of the U. S. Armed 
Forces now serving in V iet­
nam, will be tried when

46, 
425 N .E. Cummings, Bar­
tlesville, Okla. former 
resident of Gruver, was 
pronounced dead on arrival 
at 7:30 p .m . Ftiday, March 
14 at the Jane Ptiillips 
Episcopal Hog>ital in Bart­
lesville following a sudden 
illness.

March Snowfall 
Totals ]6V2 ”

Old Sol poked his fiery 
head tlirough the clouds 
Sunday and be an to melt 
away the remnants of an 
8 i inch snowfall dumped in 
the Spearman area Friday 
March 14, The sun contin­
ued to sliine Moixlay & 
Tuesday and allowed tlie 
temperature to climb near 
the mid-60 degree mark.

Snow which began falling 
Friday morning aixJ contin­
ued through rite early morn­
ing Saturday produced . 51 
inches of moisture.

Since March 3, sixteen 
and one-half inches o f snow 
has been recorded by U. S. 
Weather observer Mrs, H.P. 
Cates. The melted mois­

ture from the snow totals 
1.3:i inches.

On March 5 a inch 
snowfall mca-ured .4 8 ; 
March 5 two inches fell 
and measured . 22: March 8 
a one-inch snow measured 
.1 2 ; March 14, one and 1 
inches of snow melted to 
. 11 and on .‘.larch 15. '  
inches of snow totaled .4 0  
inche.s of moisture.

The melting snow seep­
ing into ttie subsoil layers 
of farmla.id will condition 
tile 'round for later plant­
ing of grain sorghum, corn 
and other crops and will go 
a long way toward producing 
a bumper wheat crop fr'r the 
area.

A LOOK AT 
FO O D  COSTS

COaEGE STATION-- 
Texas consumers and pro­
ducers of agricultural pro­
ducts closely parallel the 
naoonal picture. Charles 
K. Baker. Extension gen­
eral markeung specialist 
at Texas A481 University 
notes,

A new report, issued by 
the U. S. Department of 
Agnculture'i Ecv^nomic 
Research Service, sum­
marizes recent trends in 
farm and retail costs, 
marketing oosts and the 
relationship between what 
people earn a-nd what 
they pay fer fiH.vd.

There has been a nsc of 
14 percent duriiYg the 1960’ s 
in the con at the grocery 
stew for U. S. farm, fvvxis. 
The largest jpswuv in 
cen has been since 1.964. 
During the same peried 
the coniumer .<Y:ce I.ndex 
rose 4 percent.

The standard used to 
measure changing con , 
called the Market Basket, 
is a fixed amou.nt of fv'od 
produced on U. S. farms 
that is b^Mghi by a ■ aver­
age house old in a year. 
This gauge dK?ws food 
cons rose u  an aanaal 
average of .6  percent be­
tween l9 ' ' - 5 9  and 1964. 
The increase averaged 
2. 5 percent every year be­
tween 1964 aid 19t^.

However, the focxl cons 
did nor r.se as much as 
the wages c f  food buyers. 
F^crcent of income n>ent 
by average .Americans 
for food declined from 
20. * percent to 1 *.4  per­
cent from 195' to 1967.

Both U. S. and Texar 
farm.ers received about 
39 cents from every dollar 
spent for food in 1966,
This. Baker noted, was 
an increase of one cent 
over 196*. The farmer's 
share, a m  ged by foixl 
gr-Aips, varied from 19 
cents out c f  the dollar for 
bakery and cereal products 
to about T5 cents for 
poultry and eggs.

Animal pri-ducts usually 
return more to the pro­
ducer than a.ny other be­
cause of the inacased 
cost input.

FYocessors. packagers, 
transporters and all other 
persons involved in bring­
ing the fix'd from the farm 
to the retail store check 
ixit counter divided the 
remaining 61 cents.

Glass Door 
Tragedies 

Promote Action
COLLEGE STATION-- 

Tliree children recently 
were killed when they 
ran tlirough glass doors.
Their parents have urged 
a new federal safety com- 
minion to recommend 
preventative legislation.

Pleas were directed to 
a seven-member National 
Commission on Product 
Safety, which teported 
that “100,000 people in 
this counuy are hurt, too 
many of them fatally, 
from accidents related to 
just one type of product-- 
glass doors and other 
architectural glass in the 
hom e."

In each case cited to 
the commission, the child 
received fatal cuts by run­
ning full force into a

sliding glass door, reports 
Mrs. Jane Berry, Ex­
tension housing specialist.

The Architectural Alu­
minum Manufacturers 
Association, which includ­
es about 70 percent of the 
manufacturers engaged in 
making aluminum sliding 
glass doors, has stepped 
up efforts to promote saf­
er use of glass in residen­
tial, commercial and in­
stitutional construction, 
Mrs. Berry says.

Since January 1969, all 
sliding glass doors carry­
ing the Association's seal 
of certification contain 
safety glass.

The Federal Housing 
Administration, convinced 
of the merits of safety 
glass, now requires all 
sliding patio doors, show­
er stalls and tub enclos­
ures in houses financed 
under its loan program to 
include this protection 
feature. Local building 
codes in many communit­
ies currently ate being re­
vised to include the use 
of safety glass.

Tempered safety glass 
it of the um e thickness 
of ordinary glass, but it 
it stronger and disinte­
grates into granular parti-
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cle t when broken, thus 
minimizing serious per­
sonal injury, adds the 
Extension specialist at 
Texas A&M.

DEPARTMENT 
PUSHING 

TEXAS BEEF
The most intensified 

promotional campaign in 
agricultural history has 
been opened by the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
to make Texas grain-fed 
beef a household word,

"By the time the next 
two months are over, we 
hope that housewives will 
ask for Texas beef and not 
just b e e f,"  Agriculture 
Commisdoner John C. 
White said in announcing 
TAP would turn its at­
tention to beef promotion 
in  March and April.

"We are going to do 
everything short of tying 
a string around the finger 
of the housewife to help 
the consumer remember 
to watch for the TAP

symbol," White said.
The Department, with 

the help of private asso­
ciations, will place more 
than 500 outdoor b ill­
boards across the major 
arteries of the state and 
will install more than 
40 ,000  full color posters 
and case strips in 10,000 
grocery stores.

The TA P--Texa$ Agri­
cultural Products--pro­
gram has proved very 
successful although still 
relatively new. It is 
being used throughout the 
state to promote home­
grown products, with em ­
phasis changed each two 
months.

Besides the billboard 
and grocery store displays, 
the Agriculture Department 
is providing inserts on Tex­
as beef to be included in 
bank statements and uti­
lity bills.

The campaign was kick­
ed off with a seties of 
news briefings across tlie 
state, giving TAP officials 
a chance to explain the 
benefits of Texas beef and 
make available recipes on 
beef to food and agricul­
ture editors.

Following the newt

briefings, the Department 
began a "B e e f  A'Rama" 
series, using meat process­
ing specialists and home 
economists to give students 
and teachers the latest in 
m eat-cutting and food 
pteparation.

It is a ll part o f the de­
partment's program to pro­
mote Texas beef.

"Texas is the number 
one cattle-producing state 
in the nation and there is 
no reason anyone should 
eat b>eef from other states," 
White said. “We have 
mote of it and it is just as 
good if  not better than any 
other."

GO FLY A KITE?
NOT IN THE RAIN 

Many Americans are 
fond of telling people to 
"Go fly a k ite ." But 
there are times when 
people sliuuld be told 
"Don't fly a k ite ."

Tlie Insurance Informa­
tion Institute cites certain 
precautions which should 
be taken when planning 
to unfurl kites into the 
brisk winds o f March.

Use dry string, w(x>d 
and paper, never wire or 
metal, for kite equipment 
Fly the kites in open areas 
far away from power lines.

And most important, 
never fly kites when its 
raining. Failure to heed 
this advice could result in 
tragedy.

FOOT COSTS--A re­
cent USDA reports costs 
at the grocery store for 
U. S. farm foods luive 
risen 14 percent during 
tiie 1960's but during tlie 
same tim e, wages o f food 
buyers rose faster. Tlie 
percent of their income 
used to buy fotxl declined 
from 20. 7 percent in 1957 
to 17.4 percent in 1967. 
Farmers in 19C8 received 
39 cents out of the food 
dollar, an increase o f 1 
cent over 1967. The 
farmer's siiare .'aried 
from 19 cents out of tiie 
dollar for bakery and 
cereal pnxlucts to 55 
cents for poultry and eggs.

AUSTIN--Ever heard of the 
Texas Interagency Council 
on Smoking and Health?
If you haven't, you will 
because it 's  the nation's 
pace-setter in bringing 
smoking and health educa­
tion to the state's youth 
and adults alike.

Here's the way the con­
cept works to achieve a 
coordinated effort:

The Council is compris­
ed of the Texas State De­
partment of Health, Texas 
Iducation Agency, Texas 
Division of American Can­
cer Society, Texas Heart 
Association, Texas Tuber­
culosis and Respiratory Dis- 
eaies Association and Tex­
as Medical Association.
The Texas Parent-Teach­
ers Association is a coop- 
eraUiig member.

It coordinates the region­
al conferences in develop­
ing leadership within indi­
vidual sctiool districts, 
making available to teach­
ers and students special rc- 
rowre m aterials, consult­
ants and activities relating 
to the hazards of smoking.

The goal of the Council 
is to bring to the state an 
increasing awareness of 
the health hazards of cig­
arette smoking with em - 
pliasis given to youth. And 
the goal is being rapidly 
reached in Texas.

There arc 20 regional 
education service centers 
over the state where 10 
conferences on smoking 
and health have already 
been completed; and five 
nvore will be completed by 
Spring. This will total 
75*̂ ;.>oif tlie state.

This is mixe in one 
state tlian in a ll other 
slates combined.

A special resource kit 
is provided those school 
district representatives 
wtK> attend the conferen­
ces and they take the m a­

terial directly back into 
their classrooms. This way, 
education starts immed­
iately  after a conference, 
and no tim e is lost in fur­
ther meetings with local 
personnel.

Both national and state 
authorities in the education 
field arc used as instructors 
at the conferences.

Recently two noted au­
thorities in tlK education 
field met with the Council 
in Austin to evaluate its 
progress and stated tliat 
Texas is "by far the lead­
er in tills endeavor."

What this means then, 
is tliat of a ll information 
concerning public health 
being brought to our stud­
ents, the hazards of smok­
ing are becoming upper­
most in the curriculum.
And again, Texas is lead­
ing the way.

Traffic Deaths Now  Exceed 
US W ar Deaths Since 1775

The big rush for intro- 
dui'ing bills is winding up. 
Friday was the last day you 
could intnxiucc bills with­
out any strings attached.
Now, except for local 
bills, it is necessary to 
get permission from four- 
fifths of the members to 
get a bill in. Something 
in tlK area of 1,200 bills 
got In under tlie wire.

When you think tliat last 
session our bill total was 
about 1,350 it is obvious 
that we will probably liave 
way over 1, 500 bills dti'pp- 
ed in. Sii, you can easily 
sec that wlwn you ask 
about bill number "so and 
so" tlie chances arc ex­
cellent that I don't have 
any instant idea of what 
you're talking about. We 
don’ t have much chance 
to ltxik at the bills when 
they ate first dropped in.

Actually, it's kind of a 
waste of time except for 
something that you are 
especially interested in or 
something that concerns 
the district. Fortunately 
about 2/3rds of these bills 
are killed in Committee 
and usually the others have 
a number of amendments 
tacked on. Often a goixl 
bill comes out as a bad 
bill and a poor bill can 
become a goixl one with 
the help of the Committee.

We have had a pretty 
hot and heavy session this 
past week. Wc passed the 
Texas Tech Medical 
School Bill on to third 
reading with a little heat. 
We voted down two amend­
ments and were afraid 
there might be a bunch 
get started cutting the bill 
up.

Sometimes a rather un­
complicated bill can really 
stir up a big tiassle for no 
particular reason. The 
big fight was on the Torts 
Bill wliich takes legisla­
tive immunity away from 
the Cities, Counties, and 
Schools, e t c . ,  on personal 
injuries caused by motor 
vehicles.

Finally, we were able 
to get a couple of amend­
ments on to it out of abiiut 
16 intnxiuced but the bill 
passed by a big margin.
So, the old law that "the 
King can do no wrong" is 
about out the window if 
an accident is caused by 
a motor vehicle.

We are going full blast 
now and tiK Committees 
arc working hard. Sat in 
on a Midland-Odcssa Col­
lege figlit well past mid- 
nighr rtK other nigt«.
S lill don't have anything 
iKw as to where the bud­
get money is going to 
come ftixn.

AUSTIN--C0I. Wilson E 
(Pat) SJjeir, director of the 
Texas Department of Pub­
lic  Safety, reported today 
that motor vehicle traffic 
deaths reached an all-tim e 
liigti of 3,481 in 1968, an 
increase of three percent 
over the 3 ,3 6 7  deaths re­
corded in 1967. The pre­
vious high was 3, 406 
deaths in 1966,

However, Speir said, 
due to an increase of eight 
percent in the total num­
ber of miles traveled on 
Texas streets and tiigh- 
ways, the death rate per 
liundred million miles 
wa.s reduced to 5 .5  deaths, 
compared to 5 .8  in 1967.

On the rural tughways 
of the state where the 
DPS has primary juris­
diction, Ik  added, traffic 
fatalities rose only one 
tialf of one percent, in­
creasing to 2,140 from 
2,136 in 1967. The rural 
traffic death rate dropped 
from 6.1 deaths per hun­
dred million miles in 
1967 to 5. 7 deaths in 1968.

Traffic deaths statewide 
during November and D ec­
ember 1968 totaled 355 
and 369 respectively, ex ­
ceeding previous higlis of 
305 in November 1966 
and 363 in December 1965.

ill announcing ttK offi­
cial traffic data fix 1968, 
ttic DPS directix noted 
these facts: traffic dcatlu 
in urban areas increased 
ciglii percent, from 1,231 
Ir- 1967 to 1.335 in 1968: 
ihi>se in towns increased 
from 214 to 226 for a six 
percent increase; those 
on interstate highways de­
creased two percent from 
191 to 188: those on US 
and state highways increas­
ed seven percent from 
1.171 to 1 ,251: tliosc ixi 
Farm to Market highways 
decreased 12 percent from 
331 to 293; and those on 
county roads decreased 
16 percent from 229 to 
188.

Speir said that during 
la St year total estimated 
accidents on the streets 
and highways of Texas 
came to 940 ,268 , compar­
ed to 88 5 ,268  in 196 7, In 
the same comparison, 
there were 216,972 in­
juries in traffic accidents 
against 205 ,308  in 1967, 
and tiK estimated total 
econom ic loss was 
$8 3 6 ,8 0 2 ,0 0 0  In 1968 com ­
pared to $793 ,094 ,000  in

In addition to the 3,481 
traffic deaths on public 
streets and highways during 
1968, 11 persons were k ill­

ed and 1,090 were injured 
in 19,364 accidents occur­
ring on parking areas such 
as shopping villages.

"In order to point up the 
tremendous losses suffered 
in America through traffic 
tragedy, our Statistical 
Services Bureau figures 
that from 1900 through 
1968, a total o f 1,721, 754 
persons have died in traf­
fic  accidents in the United 
States, compared with a 
total of 1,161,007 Ameri­
can deaths in all the Unit­
ed States wars from i n s  
through 1968,” Speir said.

"Further, the economic 
loss in traffic accidents 
in Texas in 1968, estimated 
at $ 8 3 6 ,802 ,000 , would 
buy 10,000 homes at $20, - 
000 each, 10.000 refriger­
ators at MOO each; 10,000 
electric ranges at $350 
each; 10,000 television 
sets at $500 each; 10,000 
dishwas! ers at $300 each; 
10,000 auiomotibles at 
$3 ,000  each: 10,000 cen­
tral air conditioning units

brandy

coloring

pieces.

In small saucepan, com­
bine je lly , nutmeg, grated 
peel and 1 ublespoon each 
of orange, lemon juice 
and cider. Bring to a boil, 
stirring frequently, boil 
hard 5 minutes. Remove 
from heat, add food color­
ing. Pour off 1/2 cup sy­
rup and reserve for glaze.
It will thicken as it cools 
and be just right for bast­
ing. Follow glazing in­
structions above.

For sauce; Mix corn­
starch and water together 
until smooth. Bler^ into

syrup in uucepan along 
with remaining juices. 
Bring to a boil over med­
ium heat, boil 2 minutes, 
stirring constantly. Just 
before serving, add orange 
pieces. Makes about 1 - 
2/3 cups sauce.
