Legislators Face Question
On Monday. April 14. a legislative committee faced an 

issue t la t  will mean life or death for hundreds of T e x ^ i 
next year. The committee considered whether an impuro 
consent b ill, designed to curb the annual slaughter of ^n*^' 
sands on Texas highways, will go to the floor where it will 
have a chance of passing. , .  .

Simply stated, the implied consent bill wouU provide 
tliat when a person obtains a license he gives his conKnt 
to taking a blood or breatli test to determine alcoholic con­
tent if  he is suspected of driving wtiile intoxicated.

Under present Texas law, suspected drivers can refuse, 
without any penalties, to take such a test. This has great­
ly hampered the prosecution of drunk drivers in this state.

There is no question that heavy drinking on Texas high­
ways results in a macabre game of death and injury. EV ery 
study being done on fatal accidents indicates that drinking 
contributes to over half of our highways deatlis.

Drinking while driving contributed to mote tlian 1, 700 
of the 3 ,481 deaths In Te.xas last year.

One report, done by the U. S. Department o f Transpor­
tation revealed tfiat 1 of every 50 drivers on our highways 
is drunk.

In Bexar County, a 10-year study showed that 61 per 
cent of those who died In fatal accidents iiad been drink­
ing.

One Texas organization, tlie Texas Safety Association, 
!ias estimated that an implied consent bill could save 
annually 500 lives, 31 ,000 injuries and 12C million dol­
lars.

The Uniform Vehicle Code has established 0 .10  percent 
of alcoholic-blood content and above as being unsafe. It 
is also the standard set by the federal government in de­
creeing that highway funds ($25 million in the case of 
Texas) may be withheld from states without implied con­
sent laws.

Some question has been raised as to the constitutionality 
of Implied consent. However, 29 states have enacted and 
applied such laws without any problem. Texas is one of 
only eight states without some form of chem ical test law. 
The United Sutes ikiprcme Court specifically upheld an 
implied consent statute in tJie case of Schmerber v. C ali­
fornia. The American Bar Association and American Tri 1 
Lawyers .Ass<''ciation both publically support such legisla­
tion. C>ther supporters include the Texas Highway Depart­
ment, Texas Highway Commission, Texas Traffic Safety 
Association. Texas Department of Public Safety and the 
1. f million member Baptist Cieneral Convention of Texas.

The legislators face a simple question—whether an indi- 
xidual has the right to drink until he it no longer able to 
drive safely and then go out on the highways and endanger 
the lives of others. This time, we hope the Texas legisla­
ture will face up to the issue and do what has been needed 
for years.

We went back Into session 
Tuesday after Easter and have 
been rolling along. The com­
mittees ire all hard at it 
bearing the various bills. We 
had 11 last week in Revenue 
a.nd Taxation and got them 
all licard in 4 hours although 
two of them were tabled.

It gets almost humorous 
how everyone who has been 
mentioned for higher taxes is 
already paying more than hit 
part. We really have our 
work cut out for us in trying 
to raise the additional money 
necessary.

The House Appropriations 
bill lias been laid out and wc 
will take it up Monday (the 
14th), This provides for an in­
crease of $238 million from 
General Revenue and a total 
increase of $624 million for 
the upcoming 2 year period, 
over the last two years.

Tliis makes it about $60 
million less than the Senate 
Bill. Of course these bills are 
more of a guideline and do 
not include the readier pay 
raise and several other items. 
So, it's way too early yet to 
know jus- what our financial 
requirements will be.

They are trying to get 
enough votes to pass the Con­
stitutional amendment for 
Annual Sessions. They need 
100 votes to get this on the 
ballot and the last time we 
voted they got 99. So they 
are sort of delaying, trying to 
make sure they can get . 
enough votes.

I have opposed this as I 
think the more we are down 
here the more of your money 
will be spent. It also makes 
it necessary to neglect your 
business even more and makes 
it more difficult for a lot of 
us to serve. I also think that 
West Texas will be better off 
with thinu! like they arc.

The country down here is 
sure beautiful at this time of 
the year. The azalea are most 
beautiful and the Bluebonnets 
are starting to bloom. So, if  
you want to see South Texas, 
now 1$ a perfect time.

Wc are all holding our 
breath over the danger of 
liaving to re-district again. 
This would make a Special 
Session necessary and June and 
July are terrible here. It 
would sure create a lot of 
problems especially in that 
wc will have to re-district 
next session anyhow under the 
new census. So far, we arc 
netting along pretty good.

MUCH MORE nSH 
AUSTIN--Men, women and 
ctiildren in the United States 
ate an average of 11 .1  lbs. of 
commercial seafood each 
during 1968, according to fig­
ures from theU.

The 1968 figure marks tlie 
first time per capita consump­
tion of seafood topped 11 lbs.

Be Alert For 
Grasshoppers

Grasshoppers could cause 
more trouble In Texas 
this year than last. A sur­
vey conducted by the U.
S. Department of Agri­
culture’s Agricultural Re­
search Service showed that 
grasshoppers infested more 
than 4 million acres last 
fall, up nearly 2 million 
acres from the 1967 survey.

The fall survey, points 
out L  R. Green, Texas 
A&M University Extension 
entomologist, indicates 
the potential severity of 
grasshopper infestations 
the following year, and 
gives advance warning to 
farmers and ranchers sc 
they may be on tlie alert 
for these pests. The spring 
survey will give a more 
accurate estimate of the

grasshopper problem and 
will pinpoint areas which 
are likely to require the 
control programs, says 
C'lTeen.

To conduct a successful 
grasshopper control pro­
gram, the entomologist 
says it must be started on 
time and all infested areas 
must be treated. Treating 
small areas is helpful in 
reducing initial infesta­
tions: however, "hopiters 
migrating from adjoining 
areas may re Infest the 
tieated areas within a 
short tim e. Maximum 
benefits are obtained, ex­
plains C>reen, when large 
areas are treated.

It is advisable, says 
Green, to treat small 
areas before the ’hoppers 
leave their breeding 
grounds. An infestation 
is considered economically 
significant when eight 
grasshoppers per square

"We in agriculture, as 
the Innocent third party, 
cannot afford to have our 
foreign markets cut off for 
prolonged periods every 
time tlie union contracts 
come up for renew al," 
Dean said.

The TFB leader » id  the 
recent 101-day strike was 
already causing severe 
economic liardships in 
agriculture when it was 
settled last weekend.
Dean sent telegrams to 
the entire Texas delega­
tion in Congress on March 
21 requesting their assis­
tance in senling the strike.

Many Congressmen re­
sponded by saying that 
tliey were urging the 
mediators to get together 
again. 1 he mediators 
did meet again on March 
27, and agreement was 
reached on March 30.

Dean said that while 
settlement has relieved 
the immediate shipping 
problem, the terms of the

settlement will hurt agri­
culture.

"The featherbedding 
provisions, particularly in 
regard to container load­
ing, will work to price 
our commodities oiR of 
world m arkets," the TFB 
president said. "The 
work stoppage had already 
forced many foreign buy­
ers to seek supplies else­
where. The added costs 
of using American ports 
will further hurt our 
chances to export farm 
products abroad. We in 
agriculture are particular­
ly concerned a b ^ t this 
because we now export 
from 20 to 25 percent of 
our production.

The Texas Highway Patrol 

investigated one accident on

House Speaker 
Seeks Defeat 
O f School Bill

Yields & Use 
Major Factors 
In Feed Crain

COLLEGE STATION— Two 
major economic trends have 
largely dominated the feed 
grain situation in the Unit­
ed States during the past 
20 years, reports a Texas 
Aicki University Extension 
economist.

John C. McHaney lists 
the trends as the 6 percent 
annual average increase in 
per acre yield of feed 
grains since 1954 and the 
3 .5  percent increase in the 
annual rate of their use.

During tlic period from 
1949-53, domestic use and 
exports of feed grains were 
virtually in balance with 
production. But, he adds, 
production and use, since, 
have not suyed in balance 
and in some years large 
carryovers resulted. The 
yield of feed grains in the 
nation is now about double 
that for the 1949-53 period 
but total use, including ex­
ports, has increased by only 
about 50 percent.

The disparity between 
yield and total utilization 
has made necessary the di­
version of considerable 
aaeage from feed grains to 
soil-conserving uses. The 
current feed grain program 
has as its objective the di­
version of 37 million acres.

The sale of feed grains 
in Texas, mostly grain sor- 
giium, annually accounts 
for approximately 12 per­
cent of cash farm receipts, 
says McHaney. Its produc­
tion in both Texas and the 
nation is big business and 
means much to the econo­
my.

The abundant supply of 
feed grain in Texas along 
with an efficient range 
cattle industry, feeder 
calves, have been major 
factors in the rapid expan­
sion of the cattle feeding 
and meat processing indus­
tries in the state, he notes.

"At a lime when most of our 
basic fundamentals are being 
challenged, it is vitally im­
portant to a ll, especially out 
young people , that we under­
stand and identify- our place in 
time.

"It is extremely imp«.irtant, 
not only to the future of the 
Sure, but to the future o f die 
lution, that each citizen be 
fully informed as to the pro­
cesses of go\'ernment. It is 
cg jccially  important to our 
young people to be knowledge­
able about government. Many 
jobs today require contact 
with government in one form 
or another.

"We n e ^  to educate our 
young people about past leg­
islative reforms and past leg­
islative programs. They need 
to know why some measures 
were successful, but more im ­
portant, they need to study 
why some measures failed and 
the reasons for those failures.

To those who say that such 
college courses are mere dup­
lications high school cour­
ses, I say to them that this is 
the fault of the system, not 
the subject matter. The col­
lege level courses should of- 
.""er incentive to students to 
explore and evaluate new di­
mensions in liistory and gov­
ernment.

"I  stand firmly with my 
concerned fellow constituenu 
and widi concerned organiza­
tions, such as the Texas State 
Historical Survey Committee, 
in seeking the defeat of this 
proposed legislation."

Economist 
Looks At 1969 

Agriculture
COLLEGE STATION— Urger 
supplies for some major farm 
products, a strong but some­
what slower domestic demand 
expansion with the volume of 
exports expected to continue 
large, and little change ex­
pected in average farm pro­
duct prices from 1968 levels 
is how John G. McHaney, L\- 
tenrion economist at Texas 
A iM  University, sums up the 
economic outlook for agricul­
ture in 1969.

Realized gross fami Income 
may reach a record high in 
1969, said McHaney. This it 
due to the prospect of an in­
creased volume of marketings 
and a small gain in direct 
government payments.

Little change is expected in 
the average of prices received 
by farmers. However, another 
large advance in production 
expenses appears likely in the 
year ahead. The Increase may 
exceed the gain expected in 
realized gross farm income.
As a result, realized net farm 
income may fall a little short 
of the $14 .9  billion of 1968.

McHaney noted the long­
term downtrend in tlie number 
of farms is continuing. With 
fewer farms. Income per farm 
in 1969 may change little 
from 1968 when average net 
income realized per farm 
amounted about $4,863.

The per capita disposable 
income of the farm population 
from all sources in 1969 may 
be up slightly frcHn the $2.163 
estimated fo* 1968. Ano'her 
gain it likely in the income of 
farm pzople from non-farm 
sources.

McHaney also pointed out 
the average value of farmland 
in the United States roje about 
6 pzrceni in the year ending 
in November 1 9 ^ . Land val­
ues are expected to advance 
further in 1969, bat the rise is 
expected to be slower than last 
year.
