Sorghum Growers 
Should Be A lert 
F o r  Greenbugs

Asoodome Tours -  Daily at 
11:00 a .m ..

Sorghum growen should be 
on the alert again this year 
for the pesky and destructive 
greenbug. This tiny pest which 
sucks the juices from the sor­
ghum plant and did such wide- 
«>tead damage in the &>rghum 
Belt last summer is back at it 
in many areas.

If  there are greenbugs in 
your fields be prepared to 
g>ray--but do *o only after 
you have positivelv identified

them. Unless you're certain 
you have the greenbi^ you 
might be destroying beneficial 
insects by ^iraying.There are 
ic\’etal other iiiiccts--primar- 
ily the corn leaf aphid—which 
resemble the greenbug.

Some key Identifying char­
acteristics of the greenbug are; 
a length of about 1/16 inches, 
a general light green color 
with a dark green stripe down 
the back, green legs with 
black tips, and bUck cornicle 
tips (the cornicles are two 
atiall tubes at the rear of the 
bedy). There are both winged 
*nd wingle* greenbugs.

The greenbug feeds under 
leaves and neat the ground. In 
contrast, the com leaf aphid 
which is similar in appearand 
to the greenbug, but lacks the 
dark green stripe down its 
back, usually feeds in the 
whorl on new growth.

If you do Identify a green­
bug infestation, how do you 
decide whether its severe 
enoiajii to spray?

Texas A AM. OkUhoma 
Sute. Kansas State and the 
University of Nebraska all 
offere these general tips:

1. If plants are up to 6 in­
ches h i^ .  spray when there is 
Miible damage with colonies 
of greenbugs on lower leaf 
surfaces.

2. Beyond 6 inches and up 
to pre-boot, 5 >ray b ef«e  any 
entire leaves are killed.

3. From pre-boot on, tpray 
when greenbug numbers are 
sufficient to cause death of 
more than the two lower, 
normal-iiJ^J leaves.

For »*ay  materials, Wayne 
Friwlet, agronomic education 
director fo» DeKalb AgResearch, 
Inc, reports that the most fre­
quently recommended chemi­
cals are Diazinon, Malathion, 
Eiliyl Parathion, ftosdrtn and 
SystoK.

Fowler says the Diazinon 
and Ntalathion can be applied 
as a ground v tay  but he ad­
vises that the other three are 
highly toxic and should be 
(prayed from the air. He warns

questions regarding greenbug 
thfestation and »>raying.

Such natural enemies of 
the greenbug as lady beetles, 
lacewings and certain wa^i 
species, normally keep green­
bug p o ta t io n s  under control. 
But with cool, wet weather 
conditions, greenbugs »rc 
able to reproduce faster than 
these natural enemies can 
eliminate them. When these 
weather condiaons prevail 
sorghum growers must be es­
pecially watchful.

added.

"The source of the hydrogen 
bomb's energy is nuclear fu­
sion," Dr. Reason told hit 
listeners. "This is the join­
ing together of the nuclei of 
light elem enu to form heavier 
ones, and is unlike nuclear 
fission which derives energy 
from splitting the nuclei of 
heavy elements in atomic re­
actors.

In fusion research, we are 
attempting to control this ener­
gy release for the generation of 
electric power. Chrdinary water, 
which is abundant, cheap and 
virtually inexhaustible, con­
tains deuterium (heavy hydro­
gen), the basic fuel for nuclear 
fusion."

The symposium was co-spon­
sored by the University and the 
Texas Atomic Energy Research 
Foundation, which is support­
ed by Community Public Ser­
vice Company and nine other 
investor-owned Texas utilities.
