Sorghum
Farmer

ToVote

John C, White, Commis=
foner of Agriculture, today
certified the Grain Sorghum
Producers Association to
conduct a referendum in 29
Texas high plains counties,
The yrain sorghum farmers
will vote on a program of
research and market develop-
ment, designed to strengthen
the farmers profit position by
financing research to find
methods of lowering produc-
tion costs and promoting mar-
kets,

Representing the Grain
Sorghum Producers Associa-
tion in Austin today were
Pat Northcutt of Silverton,
Texas, GSPA secretary-
treasurer; K, B, Parish of
Springlake, Texas, GSPA
vice-president; and GSPA
executive director, Elbert
Harp. Harp stated, "We
are pleased to have the op-
portunity of holding this re-
ferendum, It is the first
opportunity the farmers have
had to vote on this program
which is so essential to their
future.” Recent passage of
HB 764 by the Texas 1969
Legislature made it possible
to hold such a referendum
among the producers of grain
sorghum,

Harp said, "We are looking
for a vast majority of the
farmers to approve this
referendum, The investment
will only be five cents per
ton, to be collected at the
point of first sale, or an
average of eight cents per
acre throughout Jhe area, If
we do not find some way to
cut the high cost of pro-
duction and strengthen the
prices of the grain we sell,
the grain farmers will not
be able to stay in business,
If nothing more could pos-
sibly come from this pro-
gram than a possible reduc-
tion of one spraying for in-
sects, this would yield a
25007 return annually for a
farmers' investment, This
is only one possibility of the
value in this program, "

A mail ballot will be held
in early October, and a 12
man board will be elected
at the same time, This
board will have the respon-
sibility of developing the
programs of research, pro-
motion, and education
which they believe most
vital to the grain farmers
and use the funds for this
purpose, Any grain produ-
cer may have his name on
the ballot by submitting it
in writing, with the signa-
tures of ten other grain
farmers, to the Grain Sor=
ghum Producers Associa-
tion, 1212 14th Street,
Lubbock, Texas 79401 by
the first of September,

"1t is a farmer's program,
a board made up of produ-
cers, a voluntary program
in that anyone may get his
money back if he so desires,
and it is the farmers future
G SPA was concerned about
when we asked for this
opportunity, We believe
it will pass by an over-
whelming majority, " Harp
added.

If a bridegroom is lucky, his
bride and his parents will work out
their new relationship in sweet
peace and harmony.

By and large, the law says his
wife comes first, Take this case:

A man was haled into court by
his wife for non-support. In his
defense, he explained:

I give every nickel I make to
my elderly parents. 1 just feel they
need the money more than we do.'

But the court decided this was
no excuse, and ordered him to start

.

taking care of his wife. The judge
said she had first claim on his earn-
nes

A similar principle applies to the
family domicile. A man accused
his wife of desertion, after she
walked out on him. But in court,
she pointed out that she had good
reason for leaving: her husband al-
lowed his mother not only to live
with them but also to run the
household with an iron hand
Ruling in the wife's favor, the

When a man marries and
founds a new famuly, he assumes
new duties.

"Leaving cars unattended
on dark, residential streets
or apartment parking lots
should be avoided as much as
possible, " said the NATB of-
ficial,

"Also, don't advertise the
fact that you have a stereo
player in your car by leaving
tapes in plain sight in the
seats or in a box in the mid-
dle of the floor, These are
things the thief first looks
for, ”

T'he recovery rate of stolen
players and tapes is only 1
to 20 per cent, says Mr,
lenson,

Auto stereo player owners
nust mark both their players
and tapes permanently and
record these serial numbers
ind markings in order to have
any real chance of recovery,

Bush Bill Aims
At Smut Peddlers

Congressman George Bush
today introduced a bill
aimed at limiting purveyors
of pornography in their use of
the mails to transmit sex-
oriented smut materials into
private homes and businesses,

"The flood of mail to my
office within recent weeks
regarding pronography has
been staggering,” Bush said,
"It quite clearly points up
the fact that it is time to dry
up the flow of unwanted smu
and obscenity now pouring
into millions of American
homes, ™

3ush noted that in defens
of the recent increase in
mailing of obscene materials,
many mailers have cited
Supreme Court rulings based
on the first amendment
quarantees of freedom of
speech and press,

I'he Bush bill would require
nailers of obscene materials
to first purchase from the
Post Office Department a list
of all families who have sub-
nitted their names to the
Postmaster General indicating
they do not want to receive
such mail, The list would be
nade available only upon
request and payment of a
service charge, a fee cover-
ing all costs of cor piling

and mainmtaining the list,

privacy in his own home,"

Xarting September 1, Tex-
as drivers suspected of driv-
ing while intoxicated must
take a test to determine the
alcohol content of their
