Ran across some Infor­
mation which will prove 
very interesting to 'ou t- 
dders' and especially to 
Rodeo fans. It ’s about the 
Texas ftison Rodeo which 
is held each Sunday after­
noon during October at 
Huntsville. This event 
has been billed as the 
world’s fattest and wildest 
rodeo. Its performers 
ate amateurs. But they 
have a reputation of being 
tough and tough. They’re 
convicts. Only once a 
year they become cowboys 
and trade a prison cell for 
a date with a Brahma Bull. 
The Texas Prison Rodeo

began 37 years ago as a 
recreational feature for 
inmates at the State De­
partment of Corrections. 
There was no stadium, just 
a few siflld hoTMS and reck­
less prisoners. Some town­
speople dropped by to 
check on the sudden fluny 
of dust in the vacant East 
Texas sandlot. And thoM 
townspeople liked what 
they saw.

The stadium today is an 
oval-shaped arena which 
M a ts  approximately 27,000. 
Last year mote than 100,000 
came to watch the rodeo 
in an arena carpeted with 
wall to wall action. All 
the profits derived from the 
rodeo are placed In the 
Department of CotrecUon’s 
Educational Sc Recreational 
Fund. This fund provides 
educatiofial, vocational, 
religious, recreational and 
welfare programs for the 
inmates. It furnishes 
dentures, glasMS, artificial 
limbs, hearing aids, etc.

As in any sport, the Tex­
as ftison Rodeo has its pre- 
Mason favorite. He was 
top money winner last 
year, pocketing $300. It 
was the sixth time he had 
been named champion cow­
boy. And he’s in prison 
serving a life  Mntence.
He may hold the champion­
ship for a long time.

The Rodeo has worked 
hard to attain its billing 
as fast and wild. Its events 
are unique. In the Mad 
Scramble, 10 inmates 
come charging out of the 
chutes at the same time, 
all riding twisting Brahma 
bulls. In the Wild Hotm 
Race , 10 prisoners gallop 
simultaneously into the 
arena astride bucking 
broncs. They hold on for 
8 seconds. But most heat 
the buzzer from the ground 
level.

The hard money event 
is most appropriately named. 
A tobacco sack is crammed 
with $50. then tied be­
tween the horns of a Brah­
ma bull. The bull is 
turned I o o m  and kicking.
If an inmate can wrestle 
the sack away from the 
horns, the money Is his.
It’s a hard way to make 
money.

Top-notch professional 
entertainment has always 
been a trademark with the 
prison rodeo. Tradition 
began on a sunny October 
.^indav in 1934 when a

SBA guarantees ninety per 
cent of the face value of the 
loan. As security, the bank 
holds a first mortgage on the 
property.

Apparently the only way 
open, at the present t im e .m  
Spearman to have a modern 
motel is through an SBA loan 
and the application for this 
loan must be made by the 
J a r m a n  planning board.

There is one bridge to be 
crossed before the application 
is made and that is the rais­
ing of the ten percent on the 
part of the people of Spear­
man.

The planning board hat 
been telling stock to meet 
this goal, and up to now, the 
stock, has been issued in blocks 
of four shares for one hundred 
dollars with a minimum pur­
chase of four ^ares to a buyer.

The board, after consult­
ing vrith Ligbtner, hat decided 
every citizen of ^earm an 
having an interest in getting 
this motel built should be a l­
lowed to purchase single 
diares of stock for the sum of 
twenty five dollars.

During the past several 
days armyworms have been 
repotted on lawiu and cer­
tain crops on the High 
Plaiiu. reporu Dr. Bill O y- 
mer. Extension area ento­
mologist headquartered at 
Lubbock.

Most o f these reports 
have involved the fall army- 
worm or the true army- 
worm. These Insects are 
similar in appearance and 
habits and attack small 
grains, grain sorghum, corn, 
grasses and other such crops.

There may be several 
generations each year with 
the larval suge lasting 
10-25 days during which 
time the larvae reach a 
leni.th of 1 - l i  inches, ex­
plains Clymer. When the 
larvae are full grown, they 
burrow into the soil and go 
through a pupal stage or 
rest period.

The adult fem ale emerges 
usually within two weeks 
but this it  dependent upon 
the temperature. The a- 
dult generally flies some 
distance before laying the 
eggs. Each adult fiemale 
lays about a thousand eggs.

Full grown fall armyworm 
larvae vary in color from 
light tan or green to near­
ly black, adds the ento­
mologist. They have three 
yellowish-white hair lines 
down the back from head 
to ta ll. On the side next 
to the yellow lines is a 
wider dark stripe splotched 
with red. A prominent 
white inverted Y is on the 
front of the head.

Large numbers o f fall 
armyworms can destroy en­
tire fields or lawns arid 
then often invade adjoining 
areas. Buildups are heav­
iest after cool, wet weather, 
points out Clymer. However, 
when host plants are limited 
by dry weather, fall army- 
worms may be found in large 
numbers in grain sorghum 
or small grain fields. Areas 
that have been irrigated or 
that are in a lush green 
growing condition are es­
pecially vulnerable to in­
festation.

Armyworms receive their 
common name by their ha­
bit of moving in large num­
bers in search of mote 
favorable feeding conditions. 
These larvae can often be

seen crawling aaoss turn- 
rows and Irrigation ditches.

A generation is possible 
this titne of the year, but 
oncoming cool weather, 
especially in the northern 
counties, will reduce the 
chance for future adult de­
velopment. Armyworm 
problems will disappear al­
most completely at we get 
into the late fall season, 
contends the entomologist.

Cultural control by shallow 
cultivation is 'effective when 
the larvae have become 
full grown and have entered 
the soil a few Inches to 
pupate.

Insecticidal control of fall 
armyworms is accomplished 
most effectively when lar­
vae are small, points out 
Clymer. Several appli­
cations o f insecticide may 
be lequired to control lar­
ger larvae.

Produ'ers should observe 
tmall grains closely since 
armyworm damage may 
occur in a short tim e, 
producers should use care 
in the selection of insect­
icides for use on tmall 
grains that are to be graz­
ed. Materials recommended 
for use on tm all grains are 
listed below.

Carbaryl (Sevin) WP
1- 2 Ibt/acre. No time 
limitation on grain forage 
for use at pasture or feed  
for livestock.

Methyl Parathion (4 
lb/gal) 3/4-1 lbs/acre. 
Parathion (4 Ib/gal) 3/4-1 
Ibs/acre. Allow 15 days 
before grazing when using 
either Parathion or M e^yl 
Parathion.

Toxaphene (6 Ib/gal)
2 -  2 1/3 ql/acre
Do not feed treated forage 
to dairy animals or animals 
being finidied for slaughter.

The Grain Sorghum lYoducers 
Association revealed today that 
24 nominations have been re­
ceived for the Grain Sorghum 
Producers Board. The grain 
farmers within a 29 county ar­
ea, of the High Plains and the 
Panhandle o f Texas, will 
elect 12 men from this list to 
serve at the governing board for 
their research and promotion 
activities, provided the Grain 
Sorghum Referendum carries 
by a 2/3 majerity.

On this ballot the 
farmers decide whether or not 
they favor an expanding re­
search and grain sorghum pro­

impertant program. The 
names will appear on the bal­
lot in the order of receipt by 
the Grain Sorghum lYoducers 
Associatian. This 12 man 
board will receive no pay for 
their services and will be 
charged with the responsibility 
of teeing that the 5 cents per 
ton it spent on the projects 
yielding the best returns for 
the farmen.

Elbert Harp, executive dir­
ector of GSPA, said, "We ap­
preciate each of these men 
agreeing to serve on this 
board if elected. They will 
have a great responsibility, at 
well at a great cballenge.One 
which we feel will be very prO' 
fitable to the grain farmers in 
the High Plaint and Panhandle."

Texas Farm Bureau Pre-l- 
der.t Sidney Dean of \Tctor- 
la, in a letter to m,embers 
of the Texas delegation to

Corvress, said. We are 
ureatly concerned about 
recent news which indicates 
that the Federal Communica­
tion Commission is uoing 
ahead w ith plans for taking 
applications from prospec­
tive pay television station 
operators with the intention 
of licensing such stations to 
begin pay television opera­
tions in the near future.

Dean asked the Congress­
men to vote for proposed 
legislation which would 
amend the Communications 
Act of 1?34 to provide that 
the FCC would not have the 
power to institute a nation- 
side syjterr. of pay television 
unless specifically authorized 
by Congre--.

Our Farm bureau members 
in Texas have consistently 
been highly vocal in their 
objections to pay T\', Dean 
'.rote. rrarJil;., we didn't 
really believe that it v.ould 
ever happen--or that Con­
gress '.ould let It happen.

'-'nless ‘ .'ongrc-55 intervenes. 
Dean said, the FCC's actions 

may well mean the end of 
the kind of television pro­
gramming our rural viewers 
.no'. enjoy.

There is no question in 
our minds that pay T\ sta­
tions will outbid commer­
cial stations for major sports 
shows, the best general en­
tertainment programs, and 
movies which we now enjoy 
free of charge, " the agri­
cultural leader said. This 
is the old foot-ln-the-door 
approach with a very pre­
dictable and dlsta-tefiil con­
clusion fot most of us.

MARKET IN KOREA

i-rai'-. sorghum promotion 
i.", K c e a  is one of the goals 
of the West Texas Crain 
Farmers and the Grain Sor­
ghum Producers Association 
upon passaue of the grain 
sorghum referendum early in 
October. Elbert Harp, execu­
tive director, of t SP.A re­
ported, We are promoting 
the use of at grain in our 
own area through an expand­

ing cattle and pork industry.
We feel our local markets are 
the best markets and this is 
where we must devote most 
of our attention, however, 
we must continue to push 
sales in areas of the world 
where there are markets de­
veloping for our grain. Korea 
seems to be one of the bright 
prospects in the near future 
for expanding our overseas 
sales.'

".Animal agriculture and 
the feed industry of Korea are 
growing rapidly and should 
provide a new market for U.
S. grain sorghum." This 
prediction was made by Rich­
ard L  Kathe, president, U.
S. Feed Grains Council, In 
a -tatement addressed to T ex­
as farmers this week.

Kathe continued. The 
principal buyer of feed grains 
from this country and shipped 
overseas is the feed manufac­
turer. In Korea, the feed In -  
dustry has grown from 100, 000 
tons In 1967 to 250 ,000  tons 
last year, and they expect 
to make and sell 40T', 000 
tons this year. Many in the

ago. While Japan grew from 
a few hundred thouand torn 
15 years ago to the world i se- 
cond largest feed industry to­
day of 11 milUon tons, we 
don't expect that much from 
Korea. After a ll. there are 
100 milllo.T people to feed in 
Japan and only 30 million in 
Korea. Nevertheleu. there 
will be some fast growth In 
Korea and much of this 
will depend on imported 
grains."

The U. S. Feed Grains 
Council Is an international 
trade promotion organization 
financed by farmers, business, 
industry and the government. 
The Grain Sorghum Producers 
Association, Lubbock, Is a 
member. This promotion 
program for U. S. Feed 
Grain Is carried out in 18 
countries through eight f a -  
eign offices in Europe and 
the Fat East.

Kathe noted that Korean 
Prewident Park has given a 
very high national priority to 
expanding animal agriculture. 
He said, "There are over one 
million head of cattle in 
Korea and President Park 
would like to see this number 
multiplied several tim et, all 
within the next few years. H 
has ^ e n  a fact that what 
President Park wants, it us­
ually done one way or anoth­
er. We expect to see substan­
tial Increases in canle,sw ine, 
broilers and layers in the next 
few years. To help in this e f ­
fort, and to assist in consumer 
promotion of the end product, 
the U. S. Feed Grains Council 
will open a new office In 
Seoul. Korea this month. It 
will be a part of our effort 
to expand existing markets 
for U. S. Feed Grains, artd 
todevelop new markets. We 
believe this is Important to 
Texas producers of grain sor­
ghum since approximately 
one-fourth o f their produc­
tion is exported to foreign 
countries, and additional 
foreign demand would help 
the Texas farmers from the 
increased sa les."
