Secteury o f Agriculture 
C lifford M. Hardin announc­
ed recently a 1970 feed 
grain program similar in most 
retpecu to that in effect fet 
1969.

Two new factors in the 
1970 program include: No. 1. 
the fact that there w ill be no 
advance voluntary diversion 
payments under the feed grain 
program: and No. 2-the pay­
ment rate for diversion has 
been changed.

As in 1 ^ 9 , producers of 
corn, sorghum or barley can 
qualify for participation in 
the program by diverting to 
conserving uses 20 percent o f 
their farm’ s base acreage. 
Except for small farms NO 
diversion payment w ill be 
made on this first 20% reduc­
tion. Maximum additional 
acreage that can be diverted 
for payment it the larger of 
30'/•> of the base, or 25 acres 
lets the qualifying 20% d i­
version. Payment rates for 
additional diversion are bated 
in 1970 on 40% o f the total 
county price support (loans 
plus support payment) timet 
the farm’ s projected yieid o f 
the crops involved. The 40-% 
payment rate compares with 
4 5 '» in 1969.

Under tire 1970 program, 
upper litn iu  w ill be etub litb - 
ed on the per-budiel rate 
which w ill be paid for addi­
tional diversion. The maxi­
mum payments are 60 cents 
per bushel for com , 55 cents 
per bushel for sorghum, and 
45 cents per bushel o f barley.

Heretofore farmers have 
been able to receive half o f 
their divercion payments at 
the time o f sign-up, and the 
other half follow ing harvest 
but this year they must wait 
until after harvest to receive 
the entire payment. This w ill 
force many farmers to have 
to borrow some very ’ high 
priced’ money to operate on 
until their grain hat been har­
vested.

Minimum qualifying diver­
sion for program participation 
in 1970, at 20 IS) o f a farm’ s 
bate acreage, it  unchanged.

Price-support loan rates on 
all feed grains are unchanged 
from 1969. However, com 
loan rates, while unchanged, 
w ill be quoted at $1.08 per 
bushel, “ No. 2" basis. This 
it  equal to last year’ s quota­
tion o f $1.05 for average 
quality.

Other 1970 loan levels w ill 
be at follows: grain sorghum 
$1.61 per hundred weight;

barley. 83 cents per bushel; 
oats, ^  cenu per bushel; rye 
$1.02 per bushel. lYice tup-t 
port it mandatory under law 
for oats and rye, but there 
are no provisions for acreage 
lim iutions.

Price-support payment 
rates remain at in 1969--30 
cents per bu. for corn 53 cenu 
per hundredweight for sor- 
^ u m  and 20 cenu per budiel 
for barley. A farm ’s entire 
price-support payment it ca l­
culated by multiplying the 
per bushel price-support pay­
ment tim et the farms project­
ed yield times the smaller o f 
the planted a a ea ge  or 50 
percent o f  the farm 's bate.

Other program details such 
at production o f substitute 
crops on diverted acres, w ill 
be announced prior to dgnup 
tim e. To  become e lig ib le  
for program beneflu. produc­
ers must enroll during the 
signup period which has 
been set for the dates o f Fe­
bruary 2 through March 20.

ANTI-CRIME & NARCOTICS TEACHING 
WILL BE TESTED IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS

First, the Agency and co­
operating groups w ill develop 
curricula and teaching mater­
ials on the dangers o f crime 
and narcotics for grades five 
through twelve, f e c i a l  in- 
icrvice training for 2,000 
teachers w ill l^g in  in Febru- 
*ry.

A long range framework for 
Held testing mote permanent 
methods and materials w ill be 
developed by May I ,  1971. 
These model programs w ill be 
tested in public schools across 
the state during the 1971-72 
school year.

The models w ill be d eve l­
oped by representatives o f 
colleges and universities, lo ­
cal school districts, the 20 
regional education service

centers, and interested com­
munity groups working togeth­
er. Pilot testing of six model 
programs w ill be completed 
by May, 1972.

The overall program fo l­
lows a format developed by 
National Leadership Methods, 
a non-profir, Austin-based 
firm directed by Robert T . 
(Sonny)Davis. National Lead­
ership Methods, specialists in 
staff development and leader­
ship training, developed its 
crime and narcotics education 
program in 196H, It has been 
tested on AO, OUO adults and 
students in Texas schools.

The NLM program places 
Us key focus on the labora­
tory method of learning. First, 
Its staff members work with 
10 percent o f the students in

a school. These students, 
along with teachers who have 
had the same training, then 
work with the other 90 per­
cent to solve a particular 
problem.

A modified version, which 
w ill place adults in the lead­
ership role and utilize more 
audiovisual aids, is being 
developed for grades five 
through seven.

Pilot projects w ill be work­
ed out and tested under the 
direction o f the six Education­
al Personnel Development Act 
consortia in Texas. The con­
sortia coordinators, experien­
ced in a ll phases o f education, 
are now working with the uni- 
versitiet, regional service 
centers, and public schools to 
help solve a number o f prob­
lems.

Interested citizens in the 
community, including physi­
cians, lawyers, pharmacists, 
law enforcement officers, and 
parents w ill be asked to work 
closely with students in their 
hometown schools as the pro­
gram continues.

Funds for the 20-month 
special project w ill be re­
quested from a variety o f 
sources. The Texas Legisla­
ture appropriated no money to 
implement the b ill during its 
first two years o f  operation. 
The $753,420 proposed bud­
get includes pilot project 
planning cosu. Agency Aust­

in and field staff expenxes, 
training laboratories, and a 
25-minute color m ovie film  
to be used in the schools.

Money for field tvsting the 
pilot projects and putting the 
best types into operation 
throughtout the state by 1973 
w ill be budgeted later.

Social Security 
Checks Will Be 
Increased 13%
Residents o f Texas %riU 

receive an additional $167, 
000,000 in 1970 at a re­
sult o f the 15% increase 
in Social Security benefits, 
Wayman E. Register, Dallas 
Regional Cbmmissioner o f 
Social Security, Mid today. 
The law recently pasted by 
Congress and signed by the 
Resident becomes e ffective  
as o f January 1, 1970.

Social Security benefici­
aries need not apply for 
the 15% increase, as each 
o f the 1,208,000 men, wo­
men and children in Texas 
now on the beneflt roUs w ill 
receive the increase auto­
m atica lly , Register M id.

The first regular check 
in the new amount w ill ar­
rive the ftrtt week in April 
on the usual day for the 
delivery o f beneflt checks.
A  separate check for the 
amount o f  the increase for 
the montlu o f January and 
February should reach the 
benenciary during the last 
week in April.

Mr. Register estimated 
that the total Social Secur­

ity payments to retired or 
disabled workers and their 
dependents and for survivors 
in Texas for 1970 w ill a- 
mount to $1,283,000,000.

Refiguring the benefit 
amounts for the 25,000,000 
now on thr rolls in the 
United States is a tremend­
ous task and it must be done 
without disrupting the tegular 
monthly payments.

One out o f eight Americans 
!s now receiving Social Se­
curity checks each month.
As o f the end o f December, 
these monthly payments to­
taled 2.2 billion and'the 
monthly to u l w ill go up by 
345 m illion as the 15% in­
crease becomes e ffec tive .

Veterans Will 
Receive Dividends
Veterans and servicemen 

with C l life  insurance policiet 
issued during the World War 1 
and World War II periods w ill 
receive some $264 m illion  in 
dividends in 1970.

Admlnisttator o f Veterans 
Affairs Donald E. Johnson, in 
approving the dividends. Mid 
1970 payemnts w ill be $28 
m illion  more than last year.

The payments w ill go to
4.191.200 holders o f U. S. 
Government Life Insurance 
(USC3.I) and National Service 
Life Insurance (NSLI). USGLI 
was issued during the World 
War I era and NSLI during 
World War U.

The VA ch ief Mid the in­
crease in dividends was made 
possible because o f larger 
interest earnings in the two 
funds, and that payments w ill 
be made throughout 1970 on 
the anniverMry dates o f the 
policies.

According to Mr. Johnson,
173.200 USGU policy holden 
w ill receive $20 m illion in 
dividends, averaging a little 
mote than $115 per policy.
In 1969, the average was 
about $97. NSLI policy hold­
ers number 4,018,000, and 

tiey  w ill receive $244 m illion 
in dividends averaging neatly 
$61 each, compared to $53 
in 1969.

Coronary Units 
On Wl i e e l s

COLLEGE STATION--Coro- 
nary-units-on-wbeels is the 
new concept in which the 
'hospital' is uken to the 
heart attack victim .

More than half the deaths 
from heart attacks occur 
within the first 24 hours, 
according to Dr. Paul N. 
Yu, professor o f medicine 
and bead o f the Cardiology 
Unit at the University o f 
Rochester School o f M edi­
cine. Half o f these are 
unattended by medical per­
sonnel: transportation is 
the great d ifficu lty.

The mobil cotonare care 
units are one method o f 
solving the problem.

"These are ambulances 
equipped with up-to-date 
facilities for diagnosis and 
management o f an irregular

heart beat which can cause 
death and for other com pli­
cation ." Dr. Yu Mys "the 
preliminary results have been 
encouraging and promising."

About 1,500 hospitals 
across the country now have 
the coronary unlu. Just 
two years ago there were 
400 units. Minnie Bell, 
Extension specialist for 
aging, reports that units 
have increased the survival 
rate by about 30'^ follovring 
heart attacks.

The most frequent cause 
of delay is the patient's 
indecision to go to the hos­
pital or seek medical help, 
s^' adds.

Educational programs emp­
hasizing early detection of 
heart atucks are greatly 
important.

A short interval between 
the time o f heart attack 
and care reduces the high 
death rate from heart d iu -  
bilities.
