Damon Gregg, M .D .,
County Health O fficer and 
Health Conarltant to Spearman 
Schools, hat announced that 
German Measles w ill be wiped 
out in Spearman and commu­
nity when children ages 1 
through 10 receive free vac ­
cine from the Sute Depart­
ment o f  Health on Wedneviay, 
February 11.

Free vaccine is available 
for children in the Morse and 
Spearman area in a clin ic to 
be held at the Elementary 
School in Spearman. School 
age children w ill receive the 
vaccine from 9 to 11 a. m. 
fte-school age children may 
be brought to the clin ic from 
11 a .m . to 12 noon.

A similar clin ic in Gruver 
is being planned.

The Sute furnishes free vac­
cine to children ages 5 through 
10 and the Spearman Rotary 
Club is helpiiM sponsor the 
campaign by wnishing the 
vaccine for children ages 1 
through 4.

" All children are urged to 
uke the vacc in e ." Dr. Gregg 
Mid. "REGARDLESS o f their 
measles or vaccine history, a 
child may have German Mea­
sles (Rubella or 3-day meas­
les) several t im e t." Dr. Gregg 
said it it essential that every 
child in these areas be per­
manently immunized against 
German Measles by the vac ­
cine to eradicate the disease.

Supt. o f  Schools James Cun­
ningham Mid "w e fe ll confi­
dent that every parent w ill 
want their child to be includ­
ed in this very worthwhile pro­
ject in Meatman and Morse. 
Parent permission forms have 
been sent home with students 
and the school spokesnan Mid 
he hoped all parents would re­
turn the permission forms 
promptly.

"German Measles (Rubella) 
it a childhood disease so be­
nign that it often goes unde­
tected . However, when it 
strikes a woman early in a 
pregnancy, the effect on her 
child can be disastrous--deaf- 
ness, cataracts, congenital 
heart disease, retardation and 
even fa u l death may result. 
Rubella attacks the unborn and 
this is why it is considered a 
major health m enace." Dr. 
Gregg Mid.

The last epidem ic o f Rubel­
la was in 1964. Epidemics 
come in irregular pattern of 
one every six to eight years. 
The next epidemic could 
come as early as next spring. 
1970. The last out-break re­
sulted in abnormalities in
20.000 children as a result o f 
fatal infections with a possible
30.000 fa u l deaths. Young 
children ate the major reser­
voir of the disease and it is 
for this reason it is necessary 
to give vaccine to the young 
to prevent the virus engulfing 
the community at large.

Dallas, Texas--The Internal 
Revenue Service announced 
today that it has not enter­
ed into any arrangements 
with banks or others for the 
payment of taxes by credit 
card or through any other 
credit means. The IRS 
said it will not accept cre­
dit cards and that any cre­
dit arrangement for the pay­
ment of federal taxes is 
strictly between the taxpay­
er and his bank or other 
credit company.

On the other hand, if a 
check or other d»icument 
issued by a bank or credit 
company and used by a 
taxpayer is payment to taxes 
is acceptable by the Feder­
al Reserve District concern­
ed as a negotiable instru­
ment for banking purposes, 
it will be accepted by the 
IRS. The IRS said, however, 
that if a check or similar 
instrument is not honored by 
the bank on which it is 
drawn, the taxpayer may 
be subject to penalties.

The tax laws provide a 
penalty of one percent of 
the amount of any dishon­
ored check and a minimum 
penalty o f $ = .oo. This is 
in addition to other penal­
ties and interest for non­
payment of taxes.

MEDICARE'S
COINSURANCE
INCREASED

Rising hoq>ital care cotu 
across the nation have forced 
Medicare's inpatient hospital 
deductible and coinsurance 
amounts to be increased ac­
cordingly, announced Howard 
L. Weatherly, social security 
district manager in Pampa.
New rates in the hospital de­
ductible and coinsurance be­
came effective  January 1,
1970 he continued. The de­
ductible, payable at the be­
ginning o f a "benefit period" 
upon entrance in a hospital, 
was increased by $8, from 
$44 to $52. The coinsurance, 
payable by the patient after 
the first 60 days o f hospitaliza­
tion, rose from $11 to $13 per 
day.

Coinsurance for the 60-day 
lifetim e reserve (beginning 
after 90 days ho^ ita lization ) 
increased from %22 to $26 
daily.

Although Medicare w ill 
continue to pay a ll costs for 
the ffist 20 days in an extend­
ed .care fac ility  (skilled nur­
sing home), the patieht w ill 
be requited to pay an addi­
tional dollar a day, $6.50 
instead o f $5.50, for the 21st 
through the 100th day of such 
care.

Weatherly noted that these 
increased rates apply, how­
ever, only to benefit periods

or spells o f illness" beginning 
on or after January 1, 1970. 
This means tl:at Medicare 
beneficiaries receiving hos­
pital or skilled care in a nur­
sing home on December 31, 
1969, w ill continue to pay at 
the old rate through this spell 
o f illness. The increased 
rates w ill apply for the next 
spell o f illness, which w ill 
begin after they have been 
out o f a hospital or skilled 
nursing home for at least 60 
days.

New Medicare Handbooks 
outlining these charates are 
available now at the local 
social security o ffice at 
Pampa or from the social se­
curity representative who 
visits each county regularly.

In this part o f the country 
where pastures and feed lots 
abound with beef on the hoof, 
it is hard to believe that most 
o f Che world suffers from a 
shortage o f protein, the most 
common source of which is 
meat. Some authorities be< 
lieve the United States w ill 
begin to fee l the protein pineb 
by 197S, so a search hat been 
on for another source o f pro­
tein. And wouldn't you know, 
two TEXAS scientists have 
come up with something new. 
They have found a way to 
make animal blood palatable, 
giving the world a valuable 
new source o f protein. This is 
how they did it.

Two scientists at Texas 
A ^ I  discovered how to turn 
animal blood, hitherto largely 
wasted at packing houses, into 
a substance that looks like 
powdered milk and is Sc per­
cent protein. The substance it 
so new that they have not yet 
named it. They remove the 
salt from the blcxxl, then add 
acid to get the red out of the 
blood. When the acid was 
added, it caused the red part 
o f a blood molecule to split 
e ff, leaving the part that con­
tains the protein. After the red 
color is extracted, a watery 
solution is left. That is past­
eurized. spray dried and mixed 
with a form o f sugar. Preser­
vation does not appear to be 
a problem.

In protein-short countries it 
could be baked in pastries or 
bread, added to almost any 
other kind o f food, or mixed 
with water and drank like a 
malted m ilk. The protein in 
it would provite the am e nu-

This new invention surely 
doesn't whet my appetite 
much and I doubt i f  it does 
yours but then we are not pro­
tein poor round these parts.

Almost a ll household 
items can be put in the unit 
including bonles, cartons, food 
wastes and aerosol cans. t',ar- 
bage it automatically sprayed 
with a special odor killer solu­
tion injected into the watte 
drawer. To operate the home­
maker pushes a button and the 
contents o f the watte drawer 
are compacted under 2000 
pounds pressure. Compact in 
size--on ly 15 inches wide, the 
compactor can be built under 
the counter or used at a free­
standing unit. This unit com­
presses four full garbage cans 
o f trash down to the size of 
one.
