gine her not teaching math,
but she enjoys her adult class
very much, She is also Librar-
ian at the Baptist church in
Guymon, Last week she cele-
brated her 80th birthday and 1
join her hundreds of former
students in wishing for her ma-
ny more happy, and active
years, She plans to be among
those attending the church’s
50th anniversary next month,

and we'll all be glad to see her,

Speaking of churches, I rcad
an article this week entitled
"Hard Economics of Worship™
which scares me to death, It
concerns the declining attend-
ance in churches in Canada
and reads as follows:

30, 000, Only 40 percent of
the protestant population are
active in churches, The sur-
vev's projection showed that
the United Church could die
out in Toronto by 1984, if the
present membership decline
continues,

COUNTY AGENT
WARNS FARMER
ABOUT 'MUSTARD'

Hansford County Agent, Ro-
bert Adamson, this week
warned farmers that they
should begin soon to control
infestation of weeds which
will be showing up soon in
wheat fields,

The most common weed
in winter wheat her in Hans-
ford county is tansy mustard,
Increasing is the weed treacle
mustard which is similar to
tansy mustard but shorter,

Tansy Mustard has alternate
many lobed leaves, much
like a fern, Flowers are
bright yellow, indeterminate
and seed are borne in cap-
sules, Here in the county
the flowering starts about
April 15,

Dryland wheat yields as
well as irrigated yields can
be reduced dur ti infestation
by tansy or treacle mustard,
It has been found that one
week per square foot can cut
yields as m as ten percent
on dry land,

uch

Tansy mustard =an be con-
tolled with § pound per acre
of ester or acid formulations
of 2 4 D applied when the
wheat is fully tillered in the
spring (Feb, 15 to April 1),
Spraying wheat before it is
fully tillered reduces the
number of tillers which pro-
duce heads, Spraying dur-
ing the boot or flowering
stage may cause poor seed
set,

Treatments late in the
spring or after the weeds
have made good growth is
generally ineffective because
weed competition has already
reduced wheat yields,

If you wait to spray until
you seed mustard flowers,
you have waited too long,
according to County Agent
Robert Adamson,
