Not only have refunds been 

• i^yed but many taxpayers

have overpaid their income 
Ux as a result, EHis Camp­
bell, Jr., District Director of 
Internal Revenue for North 
Texas, reported today.

The problem occurs Mr. 
Campbell u id , when a mar­
ried taxpayer filing a joint 
return uses the tax table for 
either married couples filing 
separately or for single per­
sons. Ftcquently, single Ux-

payen use the tables for mar­
ried uxpayen by mistake.

There are separate Ux tab­
les for single persons, unmar­
ried heads of household, mar­
ried couples filing joinUy and 
married couples filing separ­
ate returns. Mr. Campbell 
urged North Texas Uxpayers 
to use the right one to avoid 
misukes.

Computation from the wrong

ux  ub le  results in the wrong 
Ux due. Some uxpayers, as 
a result of the error, receive a 
smaller, or larger refund and 
others receive a bill for addi­
tional u x .

Another major reason for 
refund delay is the failure of 
Uxpayers to include their cor­
rect Social Security number, 
Mr. Campbell added.

So far this year, 396 refunds

have been delayed in North 
Texas because of incorrect 
or missing Social Security 
numbers, he reported.

Other refunds arc being held 
up for a variety of other er­
rors or failures to follow in­
structions that are included 
with the returns.

So far enors in arithmetic 
are causing delay in sending 
refunds to 219 taxpayers in

North Texas.
Through last week, there 

were 1,096 Ux returns fil­
ed without signatures, includ­
ing those of husband or wife 
on joint returns. These have 
to be sent back to the u x ­
payers before refunds can be 
processed.

AUSTIN--An evaluation of 
the Texas plan for employing 
teaching assistants in the 
public school driver education 
program was submitted to the 
Sute Board of Education 
meeting in Austin Vionday 
(March 2.)

The Saf^y Management 
Institute of Washington, D.C. 
recommends continuation of 
the teaching aisisunt pro­
gram on a controlled basis.

The formal evaluation of 
the teaching assisunt plan 
indicates no significant dis­
advantages for students of 
driver education resulting 
from the use of teaching as­
sistants.

Less formal evaluation and 
comments from administrat­
ors and most teachers indi­
cates that the program has 
been well received. Program 
development analysis shows 
conclusively that the use of 
teaching assistants has con­
tributed to the growtli of the 
program.

Use of nondegree teaching 
assistants in the program was 
approved by the State Board 
of Education in November, 
1967, Since then, 113 assist­
ants have been trained in 
special summer institutes 
and employed by school dis­
tricts tlvoughout the state.
The summer training sessions 
were held at Texas A&M Uni­
versity under the direction of 
the Texas Education Agency.

The Administration is proposing that benefits be taken 
away from the heads of welfare families who are able but 
refuse to work.

What if there are no job openings for which she could be 
trained’ She will be tested to learn what skills die could 
best develop, but what if there it no market for such 
skills’ Will she be trained anyhow’

why spend money and raise her hopes by training if there 
is no reasonable fitopsect of a job at the end of the line?

And after she completes training, then what’ Must she 
keep on training anyhow' ’ How long * Will the govern­
ment, perhaps, turn to creating a job for her’ We hear 
occasioiut suggestions that the government be made an 
"employer of last resort' for the benefit of the disadvant­
aged. The taxpayer might look in vain for any'comfort 
from that scheme.

The National tliamber believes that welfare family 
heads should be encouraged through economic incentives 
to take jobs, but should not be compelled to do so.

TlK’re should be a financial Incentive to take training-- 
and basic education, too, if this it needed--to equip as 
many of these persons as possible for available jobs, the 
Qvamber says. A family living allowance would be provid­
ed during training and there would have to be child-care 
facilities for some trainees.

CROP TESTING 
RESULTS ON 
CORN RELEASED

COLLEGE STATION—Figures 
released by the Crop Test­
ing Program of Texas A ^  
University show that the top- 
producing com in the 1969 
test was an ecperimental 
hybrid grown at Muleshoe on 
the High Plains.

The new variety yielded 
p9u.2 bushels pet acre on an 
irrigated test plot utilizing 
the same management prac­
tices uscxl in normal field 
production. Several other 
test plots located throughout 
the sute alto repotted com 
yields to the crop-testing re­
searchers in compiling the 
sutittics, according to Anton 
J. Bockholt Texas Agricultu­
ral Experiment Sution agron­
omist.

The top yellow hybrid var­
iety was PX 635, followed 
by Texas 42SX. Asgrow IXL9 
and ACCO 6000. The best 
white corn was ASX 165W;
