The officers o f one Four 
Seasons subsidiary, according 
to the Am arillo newspaper re­
lease, are farmer members of 
a Spearman law firm . James 
P. "Jimmy " Linn is president 
o f Four Seasons Franchising 
Corp. His former law partner 
J. D. Helms it v ice president.

It was erroneously reported 
In that newspaper that Mr. 
Richard Countiss. a practic­
ing Spearman attorney,was 
also a vice president o f Four 
Seasons. Mr. Countiu said 
Tuesday that he was not asso­
ciated in any way with this 
company, nor had he ever 
been.

Deadline Looms 
For Farmers

According to  EUzey Vander- 
buig, A9CS manager, some 
300 farmers in Hansford County 
must report wheat acreage if  
they want to comply with the 
farm program. This must be 
done by FRIDAY. MAY 15.
This is the Rnal date.

Early certification by Hans­
ford County farmers in the 
voluntary farm programs w ill 
mean earlier program pay­
ments, according to John Trin- 
d le , chairman o f the Hansford 
County Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation com m it­
tee (A SC .)

Certification must be made 
by the disposition dates of: 
Wheat, May 15 and Grain Sor­
ghum August 15. When certifi­
cation is made earlier, the 
certification date becomes the 
final farm disposition date.

Trindle cautioned farmers 
against gueswork. He advised 
that they must know their ex­
act acreage o f feed grain, 
wheat, and cotton. They must 
also know the acreage diverted 
from wheat and feed grains, 
and that they have met their 
farms' conserving base require­
ments.

When a farmer certifies his 
compliance with the farm pro­
gram provisions, the Hansford 
County ASCS office begins pro­
cessing the papers so that be 
w ill receive full payment as 
soon as possible after July 1. 
Target date for completion of 
1970 farm program payments 
is July and August.

Trindle reminded farmers o f 
the following major points in­
volved in certifying they ate 
in compliance with the farm 
programs:

Certification must be exact, 
^ o t  checks may be made at • 
any tim e following certifica­
tion. If an error is found, some 
or a ll o f the program pay­
ments may be lost. After cer- 
tifiaction, adjustments can­
not be made to bring acreage 
into compliance.

Finish planting before mak­
ing certification, Trindle said. 
Be sure the allotment,base, or 
permitted acreage has not been 
exceeded on a ll farms which 
the farmer or his immediate 
fam ily has an interest.
