Government Stops Milk

One thing the federal gov-
ernment is not subsidizing this
year is the milk served to
Spearman School children,

Until this year, under a
Special Milk Program, chil-
dren have been paying only 4¢
for a half-pint of milk served
during a mid-morning break
for students in grades one
through four,

Congress recently sent the
President House Bill 5554,
which would extend the aut-
horization for the Special
Milk Program, The Bill be-
came a law without the Pre-
sident's signature, In the
Bill no appropriations were
made available for the Special
Milk Program,

Without being subsidized,
the school cannot stand the
loss,

Starting Wednesday, Sep-
tember 2, the price of milk
for the Special Milk Program
went up to 8 cents per carton
instead of four cents, Parents
had previously been notified

€

that the cost would be only
4¢, but special letters were
mailed to parents this week
by Elementary Principal
Allen Alford explaining the
change,

All students eating at the
school lunch rooms had been
able to secure extra milk at
the 4¢ price, but from here
on it will cost them 8¢,

Lunch ticket prices remain the
same, The price affects only
extra milk,

Mr, Alford said he did
feel that each child should
have this milk each day and
he felt it the responsibility of
parents to write their congress-
man and let him know their
feelings concerning the Spe-~
cial Milk Program,
