The figures for the year,
sow compiled, show that gross
receipts from the sale of crops,
livestock and other farm pro-
ducts compared favorably with
those in other parts of the
country,

According to the findings,
part of a national survey, lo-
cal farmers had a gross income
of $20,371,000 in the year,

A considerable part of the
gain was eroded, however, by
arise in operating costs,

The better showing was due,
1 a great degree, to the fact
that the price of farm products,
especially livestock, rose con-
sderably during 1969, The
ever-expanding appetite of

Americans for meat produced
the best year for ranchers since
1966,

On the other hand, for far-
mers who rely chiefly on grain
crops for their income, the
gains were small, Despite the
fact that housewives all over
the country were paying much
more for their market basket
of food, the farmer got only a
fraction of the increase,

Hansford County growers
have made more progress in
the last five years, neverthe-
less, than those in most areas
of the nation, according to fi-
gures from the Standard Rate
and Data Service,

Their gross income in the
past year, $20,371,000, was
well above their 1964 total of
$12, 920, 000,

The increase in the five-

year period, 58 percent, com-
pares favorably with the rise
recorded by farmers and ranch-
ers generally throughout the
United States, 31 per cent,In
the West South Central States,
the increase was 52 percent,

These are gross figures, be -
fore taking taxes and other
operating costs into account,

A breakdown of the cash
receipts from the sale of farm
commodities, based upon da-
ta from the Department of
Agriculture, shows that, in
Hansford County, approxi-
mately 51 percent of it was
from the marketing of crops
and the other 49 percent from
livestock,

Added to this were govern-
ment payments and imputed
income in the form of home-
grown products that were con-
sumed on the farm,

slightly above the Fabric
on the right side, If using
a regular iron, press on
the wrong side with a damp
press cloth,
