$1,500.00, plus interest, it 
a ll that is owed on the two- 
story Hansfod Library building 
located on Spearman's main 
street. When this debt is paid, 
and it w ill be within the next 
few days, the Library bank a c -  

wU\ b « complect Iv de­
pleted. so the board Is making 
plans for a gigantic "art and 
handcraft tale" to help raise - 
some money.

"W e are twt at all concern­
ed about being broke" one Li­
brary board member said. "W e  
are thrilled to death to be able 
to pay off this debt in such a 
short time.

Positive thinking plus a lot 
of hard w ak  - -  this Is the ma­
gic formula prescribed f a  the 
people in this community 
back in 1967 when the Library 
board stuck out its neck and 
purchased this building which 
is now the home f a  Hansford 
County library. The building 
cost $31, 000.00. The fam u -  
la w orked-fa  community ef­
fort had built-and paid f a  - 
the Library.

When several of the board 
members proposed buying a 
building and expanding library 
service, others expressed doubt 
and reluctance at tacklHig such 
a large project.

But the idea grew, and the 
citizens pitched in. Clubs and 
organizations contributed, pri­
vate individuals donated, and 
members of the Twentieth 
Century Club staged bazaars, 
served stew dinners, and came

Up with all sorts of money­
making ideas to help raise 
money f a  it’s favorite project 
— the Library.

The entire community is to 
be praised f a  the succes of 
the project. In just three sluvt 
years, the Library is complete­
ly free of debt!

The Spearman Library was 
a ig in a lly  founded back in 
1934 by the Twentieth Centu­
ry Club, an association of 
civic-minded women of this
city.

Trie firfirst library was opened 
that year in a small nook in 
the City Hall. After the 
court house was built and 
county offices were moved 
from the City Hall into the 
court house, the library ex ­
panded from its "sm all nook" 
into two larger rooms.

Anna Lee MottonfMn. Ray­
mond Kirk) was the first l i ­
brarian. She was assisted by 
Miss EUiel Dcakin, school U - 
brarian. Later Mrs. Pearl 
Reed began to help at the li­
brary and later t o ^  over as 
full time librarian.

Mrs. Reed resigned as librar­
ian in 1955 and Mrs. Mabel 
Adams took her place. In 1957 
Mrs. Gladys Richardson was 
named librarian and served in 
this capacity until 1967.

In 1960 the Library was 
moved from the City Hall in­
to the basement at the Court 
House, and was operated from 
these cramped quarters until 
the new home was purchased 
in 1967.

A total of $8,000 was spent 
on remodeling the two-story 
building before it could be 
occupied. Gold tweed carpet­
ing was installed, new draper­
ies were hung, shelves, furni­

ture, ub les and reading cen­
ters f a  different age groups 
were placed downstairs.

Upstain is a community 
room remodeled by the Spear­
man Jayceet. There is a $3 
charge f a  use of this room. 
The local art c lan  refinlshed 
a large upstairs room wliich is 
used by various art classes. 
This room can be rented f a  
$4. A room furnished in me­
mory of the late Robert Own- 
bey it used f a  Library board 
meetings.

A Trftntletii Ceiiiuc  
project called the "Thrift 
Shop" has brought in some 
S7. 000 which has been ap­
plied toward the retirement 
of the debt on the Library 
building. This shop, open 
each Saturday, is located in 
rooms directly behind the Li­
brary. The women have put 
in thousands of volunteer work 
hours in the back room of the 
Library building since 1967.

"What loomed up in front 
of us as a huge mountain in 
1967, has turned into a mere 
mole hill" a Library board 
spokesman said. "And it is 
all due to the generous spirit 
and hard work of the people 
In this community."

Operating expenses for the 
Library are provided by the 
City and the County. Patrons 
have helped bring this about, 
too.

I get pretty tick aiij tueJ 
of tieariiig people run down 
MY genetatiPn and tlte gen> 
eration of MY parents. I’ve 
alttays been ratttcr proud of 
the accomplishments made by 
this age group, but more and 
more we are termed as tlie 
cttabiithment", and it's 

made to sound like a dirty 
word. l t» the life of me 1 
have never been able to under­
stand just wliat titc younger 
generation (or tlte New irced)

These , your parents and 
grandparents, arc tiie people 
w Ik) within just < decades, 
1919-l&t9, iiavc by tlicir work 
increased your life cxpei tan- 
cy by approximately •‘k' per- 
cent--who while cutting the 
working day by a tliird, liave 
more tiian doubled per capita 
output. Tlicsc are Uic people 
wlio liave given you a health­
ier world than tliey found. And 
because of this you no longer

liave to fear epidemics of ty- 
i>liyi, diptheria, smallpox, 
scarlet fever, polio nor TB 
that tliey knew in ilieii youth.

Let me remind you iliat 
these remarkable people lived 
through history's greatest de­
pression. Many of tliese peo­
ple know what it is to be poor, 
w liat it it to be hurwry and 
cold. And because ot tills, 
they determined that it would 
not happen to you, that you 
would have a better life,you  
would have foot to eat, milk 
to drink, vitamins to noutisli 
you, a warm home, better 
sclwols and greater opportuni­
ties to succeed than they had. 
iiecause they gave you tlic 
best, you arc tlie tallest, 
liealthiest, btiglitesi, and 
probably best looking genera­
tion to inliabit the land.

And because they were ma­
terialistic, you will work few ­
er hours, learn more, tiavc 
more leisure time, travel to 
more distant place?, and 
liave more of a dunce  to fol­
low your life's ambition.

These also are the people 
who fought nun's grisliest 
war. The> are the people 
w Ik) defeated tlie tyranny of 
Hitler, and who when it was 
all over, had tig; compassion 
to spend billions of dollars to 
help their feemer enemies 
rebuild Uieir homelands.

It was the representatives 
of these 2 generations who 
through tlie liigliest court of 
the land, fought racial dis- 
crim iiuiion at every turn to 
begin a new era in civil 
riglgs.

They built thousands of bet­
ter teachers and at tlie same 
time made higher education a 
very teal possibility for m il- 
lioiu of youngster$--wherc 
once it was only the dream of 
the wealthy few.

And tliey made a start-al- 
th0 4 ih a late one— in healirw 
the scats ki tlie earth and in 
fighting pollution and tlie de­
struction of our natural en­
vironment, They alsohold 
the dubious record for paying 
taxes— although you will pro­
bably exceed them in this.

While they have done all 
these thiius, they have had 
komi failures. They tuve not 
yet found an alternative for 
war. nor for racial hatred.

It is the hope of these 2 
generations tliat you find the 
answers to many of these pro­
blems that plague mankiiid.

But it won't be easy. And 
you won't do It by negative 
thoughts, nor by tearing down 
or belinling. You may and 
can do it by hard work, humi­
lity. tiope, and faith in man­
kind. Try it. “

An Indication of how much 
money Is being spent annually 
to aid Hansford County’s War 
Veterans and their families 
may be gleaned from tlie lat­
est government figures.

They show tliat expenditures 
in the form of cash benefits 
and services are at an all-tim e  
high, locally and elsewltere.

An estimated $239,000 in 
financial aid of various kinds 
went to needy local veterans 
and to the depeixlents of de­
ceased veterans during the pa.4 
fiscal year.

The figure was derived from 
detailed data for the State of 
Texas, released by the Veter­
ans Administration in its re­
port for the year.

Among the benefits receiv­
ed, in addition to peiuioni 
and compensation, were hos­
pital and healthcare, educa­
tion and training, business and 
housing loans. Insurance and 
various others.

The local expenditure for 
pensions and compensation.

were hospital and health care, 
education and training, busi­
ness and housing loans, insur­
ance and various others.

The local expenditure for 
pensions and compensation 
alone, related to the veteran 
population of Hansford County, 
was equivalent to $336 per 
living veteran.

This was arrived at by divid­
ing the total outlay by the 
number of local veterans, 
which the VA places at 770.

Throughout the State of 
Texas, which lias a veteran 
population of 1,3-34, 000, the 
amount so-spent was 
$45-3,-518,000.

A breakdown of the 
$2-39,000 in benefits going to 
those in the local area sliows 
that approximately 62 per­
cent of it was for pensions and 
compenwitlon to living veter­
ans and tb the dependents of 
former veterans. Nationally, 
the ratio was 57 percent.

According to tiie annual 
report, some $9.16 billion

was spent in the United Sutes 
in fiscal 1969 to provide ben­
efits and facilities for the , 
27,300,000 living veterans 
and for the dependents of de­
ceased veterans.

With the number of them 
on the rise in all sections of 
the country, due to the war 
In Vietnam, Congress has 
been urged to step up the 
amount of assistance provided 
for them.

Special action has been 
sought to aid newly discharged 
veterans to improve their ca ­
reer opportunities through vo­
cational or academic training 
so as to enable them to find 
satisfactory employment.
