PLUM PUDDING; 1 poi»nd

2 i lbs. flour, 2 lbs. raisins,
2 lbs, currants, 1/4 lb. c it­
ron, 12 eggs, 1 pt. milk, 1 
cup brand, i oz,cloves, J 

oz. m acc, 2 grated nutmegs.
•Mix all thoroughly; wring 
out your pudding cloth in 
hot water; flour well inside, 
pour in mixture and boil 
hours.

I can cosifidently recom­
ment this as the best plum 
puddiw I have ever tasted.
I have made it and if any­

CAKE: Use none but the 
ben materials for making 
cake. If you cannot afford 

to get good flour, dry wliite 
sugar, and tlie best family 
butter, make up your mind 
to go without your cake and 

eat plain bread with a clear • 
conscience.
Always beat egg yolks &
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whites separately. Stii butter 
& sugar to a cream . IX> not 
use fresh &. su le  milk in the 
same cake. It acts disastrous­
ly. Don't delude yourself, 
and maltreat those wtio are 
to eat your cake, by trylr^ 

to make soda do the whole or 
most of the duty of eggs. 
There Is no disgrace in not 
having time to mix and bake 
a cake. You may well be 
ashamed of yourself if you 
are too lazy, or careless, or 
hurried to beat your eggs, 

cream your butter and sugar 
or measure your ingredients. 
Yet, If failure is yout portion, 
what tlien? If the cake be un- 
eau b le , throw it away upon 
the first beggar-boy who 
comes for broken meat, and 
say nothing abixit it. If 
streaky or burned, cut out 

the best pans, make them 
presentable as possible and 
give them to John and the 

children at a "second best" 
treat. Then keep up a brave 

tie an and try again.
For a real treat, you could 

serve with the menu, N'as- 
turlum-secd, pickled,They 
are an excellent substitute 
for capers. Take the green 
seed after the flower hat 

dried off. Lay in salt and wa­
ter 2 days, in cold water one 
day; pack in bottles and cov­
er with scalding vinegar, 

seasoned with mace and white 
pepper-corns, and sweetened 

slightly with white sugar.
Cork and set away four weeks 
before you use tlicm.

The new 09,000 voh trans­
mission Unc extcndiibt from 
the Southwestern Public Ser­
vice Company interchange at 
Old Hansford to a point ap­
proximately eight miles south­
west of Spearman on tlie Boig- 
er highway, and tlie new Har­
bour Station at tliat point, was 
energized recently. This was 
about 75 days later than the 
target date set for completion 
and the delay was caus^ by 
failure of ^  suppliers to de­
liver the material.

This line and sution will 
serve Nortii Plains Electric 
Co-op members in tlie south 
part ^  Hansford County and 
tlic nordi part of HutcUnson 
County, This area was exper­

iencing voltage problems and 
it had been planned to com ­
plete the addition by the time 
die peak load hit last summer. 
But due to the delay of mater­
ial delivery it was impossible 
to do so.

The addition of tliis section 
of transmission line and the 
new substation will provide 
adequate and dependable ser­
vice for this area for several 
yean. If unexpected loads de­
velop all that will be needed 
will be to increase tlie size of 
the transformen in the sub­
station.
