In another case, some students 
we'e saspervied for forcibly 
blocking access to the campus 
placement office In court, they 
insoked their freedom of speech, 
arguing that blocking the office 
was simply one way of express­
ing iheir opinions

But a court decided that free­
dom of speech did not stretch 
that far The judge said:

"They have nghts guaranteed 
bs Ihe First Amendment Those 
nghts, however, are not a license 
to trample upon the rights of 
others, the enjoyment of which 
is equally precious."

Likewise, the F o u rte e n th  
.Amendment — against discrimi­
nation — does not prevent the 
college from exercising reason­
able flexibility in meting out 
punishment.

In arKsther case of student vio­
lence. the college imposed tough­
er penalties on graduate students 
than on undergraduates This was 
challenged in court as discrimi­
natory. on Ihe theory that stu­
dents who commit the same of­
fense should get the same 
punishment

However, the court decided 
the school's “discrimination" was 
reasonable enough under the cir­
cumstances. The judge said it 
made sense to expect greater 
responsibility from older students 
than from younger students

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE| 

LEGISLATURE OF T H E :

Section 1. That Article XVII. i 

Section 1, of the Texas Con- | 
stitution, be amended to read

“ (9) Until otherwise pro­
vided by the commission, each 
member of the Legislature 
shall receive from the public 
treasur>’ an annual salarx- of 
Four 'TTiousand, Eight Hun­
dred Dollars ($4,800) per year 
and per diem not exceeding 
Twelve Dollars ($12) per day 
for the first 120 days only of 
each Regular Session and for 
so days of each Special Session 
of the Legislature. No Regular 
Session shall be of longer 
duration than 140 days. In 
addition to the per diem, the 
members of each House shall 
he entitled to mileage in going 
to and returning from the seat 
of government, which mileage 
shall not exce^ Two Dollars 
and fifty cents ($2.50) for 
every twenty-five (25) miles, 
the distance to be computed by 
the nearest and most direct 
route of travel, from a table 
of distances prepared by the 
Comptroller to each county 
seat now or hereafter estab­
lished; no member to be en­
titled to mileage for any extra 
session that may be called 
within one day after adjourn­
ment of the Regular or Called 
session.

“(10) The commission is 
further authorised to recom­
mend to each Le^alature 
changes which will update, im­
prove, and effect economy in 
the legislative process.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment ahall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
the 18th day of May, 1^ 1 , at 
which election the ballots shall 
be printed to provide for 
voting for or against the 
proposition: "The constitu­
tional amendment to create a 
State Ethics Commission em­
powered to set rules of ethics 
for members of the Lepisla- 
ture.
