According to one witness, 
F’rof, Arthur Miller of the 
Univeisliy of \fichigan Law 
School, '‘Each time a citizen 
files a tax return, applita for 
credit or for life Irzurance, 
seeks Government benefits ex 
Interviews for a public job, a 
dossier Is openecl under his 
nam e."

Included is such data as 
age, birthplace, schooling, 
income, property hoklinp, 
political and social affilia­
tions, tax payments, military 
record, marital status, law 
violations arxl a best of exher 
tidbits of information.

On the computers of the In­
ternal Revenue Service, for 
example, are details of the 
earrdngs and expenditures of 
approximately '2, 300 residents 
of Hansford ( ounty.

Although fills is supposedly 
confidential informatiorvit is 
being made available to state 
and local governments and 
may be "leaked" to othere, it 
was testified.

In the files of the Social 
Security Administration are 
the records of some 600 local 
residents who arc receiving 
retirement or disability bene­
fits. In addition, the admin­
istration has the employment

WaRon said he has done no 
paintings from photographs.
All arc from memory and 
imagination, he said.

A native of Littlefield, War- 
ton, 31, was inluied in a 
swimming accident in Dumas 
10 years ago.

Ik  spent approximately 
two yean in several hospitals 
including Northwest Texas 
Hospital In Amarillo, Dumas 
Memorial Hospital. Gonzales 
and Hourton hospitals.

As a result of the accldert, 
he was paralyzed from the 
neck down except for a couple 
o f  muscles in each shoulder.

After four yean of training 
these muscles, he started 
paincing. He uses an orthotlc 
nook, a metal device operat­
ed by carbon dioxide.The 
hook is attached to one hand 
for painting, while the other 
hand is used to operate valves 
that open and close tlie hand 
used in painting. He uses a 
"back stroke", and paints by 
turning the paper round and 
round.

"The disability itself cre­
ates the style, " artists have 
told him. Warton has no for­
mal art education.

He has taught himself from 
insDuction book and has col­
lected a sizable art library.

Duriru 1970, Warton taught 
art six days a week in his 
home to students from 10 to 
18 years of age. He now 
coitnnes his palming to work 
which win be for saK-and 
the palntit^s on display this 
momh in Goodwell have been 
sold, he said.

His work also ItKludes sta­
tionery and seasonal greeting 
cards primed by a silk screen 
process in his home shop. His 
wife (^crates the shop.

He holds membership in the 
Amarillo and Texas Fine Arts 
Association and the Moore 
County Art Association. He 
has held shows previously in 
Dumas and Lake Forest, 111.

He received honorable men­
tion two consecutive yean for 
palmings entered In tne Abll- 
erre Fair Art show and in the 
art show of the Texas Institute 
for Rehabilitation & Research 
In HoiBton.

He and his wife, Edith, 
have three chll Iren, Brcm, 13, 
Terri, 12, and John 9.

Warton said he expects to 
be a patient at the Bivins Cen­
ter here for the next 2 or 3 
weeks.
