Corn Blight Has 
Little Effect On 
This Year's CropKith most of the corn crop except that on the H I^  Plains now mature, the ravages of Southern Corn Leaf Blight (SCLB) c^n be dismissed for another year. But the disease should not be written off by producers, cautions Dr. Vv'endcll Horne plant patholoeist with the Texas Agricultural Exten­sion Service.Although there is still

some possibility of blight dam a^ to corn on the High Plains, the disease has been of little consequerxx in the state tills year, points out Home. iTie hot, dry weath­er during late spring and early summer hindered the development of the disease In most Instances, even though most of the corn plant­ed was of the susceptible type.According to Horne, the potential for the disease was present this spring. Suffi­cient disease spores were available but weather condi­tions hindered widespread development of the blight. Odds are that the disease will again be around next year so producers should not oe complacent.IiT addition to the High Plains, cases of SCLB have been repotted this year in South, South Centra, and East Texas. Nutionwide,31 states have reported blight cases. The disease Is gener­ally more widespread over the Corn Belt than last year but it is not as serious.Producers should begin plan ling for the 1972 crop season now, adds the plant pathologist. Residue manage merit is a key cultural prac­tice in reducing the incidence of bllKht. F ielu  should be

deep-plowed so that residue will not be turned during land preparation. Early planting is recommended next spring. Horne suggests that producers also think about obtaining seed with normal cytoplasm that is resistant to die bUght. A sufficient supply should be available for the coming crop season.Horne also points out that the blight will not affect wain sorghum. This bit of information should bring some relief to sorghum pro­ducers who are concerned about SCLB Infecting their crops.
