Both County
Banks Show
Big Increase

Figures on deposits and loans
were released last week by the
First State Bank as the comp-
troller of the currency called
for a report on gonditions as
of Dec, 31, 1971,

Spearman bankers reported
depaosits of $14, 763, 292, 96,
showing an increase of some
$2, 744,121, for the year just
ended, At the same reporting
period this time one year ago
deposits stood at $12, 019,171,

December’s reportinﬁ period
revealed an increase o
§1, 086,136, increase in de~
posits over the quarter which
ended Oct, 30, 1971,

This increase in ' money on
deposit at the local banking
irstitution is artributed to the
milo harvest, sales of feed-lot
cattle plus the final payment
to farmers on the1971 set-
aside wheat programs, The
amount paid to Hansford coun-
ty farmers for final wheat pay-
ments totaled some $94, 313,

Higher than the past few
years figures was the loans and
discounts total which stood at
$8, 794, 761,53, as of Dec, 31,
1971, This figure was up well
over a million dollars as com-
pared to the October 30 report
and comes primarily from the
abundance of cattle on wheat
pasture and in feedlots, This
also reveals that people still
have a healthy trust in the fu-
ture economy of our country,

Figures released this wee
from agricultural offices in
the county show that currently
there are approximately
100, 000 cattle in feedlots plus
another 150, 000 on wheat pas-
ture, which paints an even
more “"rosy” picture for the
economy of Hansford County,

Cattle in feedlots are being
fattened and sold, and pens
filled again approximately
every 90 days, The area's
feeding industry has come of
age, and nothing but optimism
is reflected in the forecasts of
feedlot operators for the future,

The money this brings into
the county shows up consider=
ably in the statemer:s of con-
dition for both the First State
Bank of Spearman, (with a de-
posit increase of over two mil-
lion dollars the past year) and
the Gruver State Bank, where
deposits are up about three
million dollars for the past
year,

Local Scabies Inspectors
Aid To Cattlemen

I'wo Spearman men, who
have been appointed by the
U.S.D,A. as livestock in-
spectors to aid cattlemen with
t{\e Scabjes quarantine, have
completed a training course in
cattle scabies identification,

They are Jerry Floyd and Joel
Lee Lackey,

I'hese men will be working
in Hansford County to help cat-
tlemen move their livestock to
market during the current cat-
tle scabjes quarantine,

The quarantine is aimed at
halting the worst cattle scabies
outbreak to hit the nation since
1959, The eradication effort
needs specially trained men
like Lackey & Floyd because
tiae mites that cause cattle
scad are hard to spot, The
mites are often mas}
pesticides used to kill ticks
and lice.

The inspectors in the quar-
artine area are helping cattie~
men identify infected animals
and clean them of mites, If
every head of infected and ex-
posed cattle in the quarantine
area is inspected and the af-
fected animal is properly dip-
ped for scabies the quarantine
can be lifted.

Any cattlemen in Hansford
County needing assistance from
these meun are urged to comtact
them at any time. They are
both qualified livestock inspect-
ors . with the Animal & Plant
Health Service of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture,
