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Students
now quiet 
at Easter

It wasn't too long ago that 
headlines around Easter tune 
heralded such items as “9,000 
Riot In Fort lauderdale,” or 
“Hundreds Jailed In Mexico.’’ 
.And the stories weren’t refer­
ring to ra a a l demonstrations 
or guerrilla warfare; they were 
talking atxMit fun-hungry high 
school and college kids out for 
the tune of their lives duruig 
the Easter recess 

Much of that is now past. Stu­
dents have become more 
sophisticated and. more unpor- 
tant, the cities frequented by 
the fun seekers have cracked 
down

“Five years ago when I was 
ui college,’’ recalls one fra­
ternity man. “a bunch of us 
packed up and headed for Palm 
Swings just to see what it 
would be like and it was a lot 
(kfferent There was still some 
trouble, but it seemed to me to 
be a lot more subdued 1 think 
the tads are growing up”  

According to c o l l ie  student 
adviser Carole Mestring. most 
tads have better things to do 
these days

“ I find that the students are 
getting into less trouble — if 
you can call it that — every 
year," says Mrs .Mestring. 
■TVy seem to have more on 

their minds today than students 
did five or s u  years ago. They 
are worried about politics, the 
war, and even grades, believe 
it or not. Oh. they do travel, all 
right And they do have fun 
But they just aren't living up to 
their reputation as habitu^ hell 
raisers”

Tough city ordinances for­
bidding such activ ities as 
sleeping on the beach. kNter-

uig, druiking in public places 
and even doubling up in motel 
rooms have given local au­
thorities some legal “bite.”

And police have taken 
courses in community relations 
and in some cases riot control 
so that they may better under­
stand the youthful motivations 
and cope firmly but not strong 
handedly ui the event of trou­
ble.

Realizing that many of the col­
lege antics are the result of 
sheer boredom, art shows, rock 
concerts and free picnics help 
keep the merrymakers oc­
cupied.

“From a public relations 
standpoint,’’ says one ETorida 
Chamber of Commerce official, 
“it IS far better for the city to 
mvest some money in picnics 
and concerts and keep the tads 
happy, than to have to send the 
police in to bust heads when 
they start acting up because 
they have nothing to do."

Just where are the students 
going this year* For those who 
go to school in the Southwest, 
M azatlan. Guaym as and 
Puerto Penasco along the 
.Mexican coast are popular 
spots West Coast students can 
head for the Hawaiian Islands 
or south to Baja Califonua 
There are also the ski resorts of 
lake Tahoe Students along the 
Gulf Coast can take off for the 
sunny Caribbean isles if they 
want to travel farther than Fort 
lauderdale or Miami Eastern­
ers and midwestemers can 
shed the winter snow in Ber­
muda.

And thanks to recently low­
ered transatlantic air fares, 
students with two-week or long­
er vacations can live it up on 
the continent

“That’s what I'm  doing.” 
says New York coed .Michelle 
Cathay “ I'm taking a charter 
to Amsterdam and spend IS 
days seeing the sights I want to 
get away from the rest of the 
college crowd this year."

Some Favor 
Abortion

Six out of 10 Americans over 
the age of 16 favor abortions 
for reasons other than the 
saving of the mothers' lives, 
according to a nationwide survey 
conducted last summer by the 
O p in io n  Research Corp. of 
Princeton. N. J .

So that settles it, doesn't it?
Not quite.
Moral issues are not settled 

by majority vote.
Right is right, whether the 

majority favors it at a particular 
time or not. Wrong is wrong, 
even if 60 per cent of the 1,708 
people questioned in the sam­
pling of public opinion don't 
think so.

If the majority decides that 
it's all right to kill, if the child 
is too young to cry and if the 
child's nnothcr wants it killed- 
does that make it right?

Moat FuadameBtal Right
Sen. Walter F. Mondale, D. 

Minn., who is chairman of a 
Senate subcommittee investigat­
ing the mysterious “crib death” 
which is estimated to snuff out 
the lives of at least 10.000 
infants each year in this coun­
try said recently, “By any 
nanve. it is an elusive disease 
which strikes not only the child, 
but his whole family. Some­
times the victim's parents and 
brothers and sisters never re­
cover from the shock, guilt, and 
self-incrimination that follow.”

It is fitting, the senator said, 
to begin the work of the sub­
committee on children and 
youth, which he heads, with 
“the most fundamental right of 
alt—the right of a child to live ”

Right on. Senator* And let's 
carry the same sound reasoning 
a step farther.

Dr. Bart Heffernan has pointed 
out that, since the 18th century, 
it has been recognised in courts 
of law that the unborn child 
has rights—the right to inherit 
or share a trust, for instance— 
and that modem developments

in tort law have recognized suits 
for injury on behalf of unborn 
children.

Surely an unborn person who 
is recognized in law as having 
the right to share in an inheri­
tance has the "most fundamental 
right of all,” the right to Live.

Dr. Paul Ramsey, of Prince­
ton. states that science has now 
proved that the unborn child 
has such recognized characteris­
tics of a separate human being 
as discernible brain waves at 
eight weeks.

In line with this, Mrs Norbert 
Winter, of Pittsburgh, heading 
a group called "Women Con­
cerned for the Unborn Child.” 
has been quoted as saying, "We 
believe, with the Women's Lib­
eration groups, that a woman 
has the right to make decisions 
about her own body. But we 
also know that the child is not 
our own body."

Two Wrongs
Statistics have shown that, at 

least in the first months aifter 
the effective dates of liberalized 
abortion in some states, the 
majority of women having their 
unborn children k i l l e d  were 
single. In Honolulu, in the first 
few months under the new law, 
7S per cent of those who had 
abortions were single, including 
divorcees and widows In Cali­
fornia, in the first two years 
under the liberalized ab^ion 
law, over S5 per cent of the 
abortions were performed on 
women who had never been 
legally married.

It is obvious that these women 
had reasons for not wanting to 
have babies. But shouldn't they 
have thought abrxit that earlier’’

Trying to avoid the conse­
quences of one sin by commit­
ting another is only compound­
ing the offense Two wrongs 
don't make a right.

I ent, the 40 days of peniten­
tial preparation (or Faster in 
the t4uirch year, had its origuu 
almost as early as apostolic 
times Put m those ancient 
days only a brief period of 
fastiiiR, 2 Uo 40 hiHirs, preceded 
the tuM. lestival celebrating 
Christ's Resurrection 

This year the Lenten period 
begins Keb 16 — Ash Wednes­
day — and ends with Easter 
April 2, a period of 40 days not 
counting the intervening 
Sundays

The earliest reference to 
l^nt as lasting 40 days occurs 
in the fifth canon of tfw Counal 
of Nicaea in >25 A.D The inter­
val of 40 days obviously was 
suggested by tTirist’s fast m 
the desert arid may have been 
influem'ed by the fast pre- 
siTibed for candidates prepar­
ing for baptism, according to 
some theclugians 

But tfie length of the fast dif­
fered from region to region, as 
the >> lesicstica l historian 
Socrates observed He pointed 
out that in Rome only three 
weelis of fasting were ob­
served

It IS possible, modern his­
torians concede that the early 
church in Rome, while a a  ept- 
ing the 40-day fast, did not pre- 
stTibe Its o b ^ v a n ce  on all the 
40day‘ but only on those of the 
fourth and sixth weeks 

In the Western world, fasting 
IS forbidden on Sundays So 
when l,ent lasted six weeks 42 
day SI It  contained only 36 fast

SINGER

days. The number 40 arm ed 
only in the 7th Century by the 
addition of four days before the
first Sunday of Lent. In the 
Fast, where fasting is pro­
h ib it^  on both Saturday and 
Sunday, Lent lasts for eight 
weeks before Faster, beginning 
on a Monday.

Hie second-to-last Sunday in 
l.ent IS called Passion Sunday. 
Palm Sunday which follows it 
marks the g in n in g  of Holy 
Week

Fasting rules in the early 
centuries were strict indeed, as 
they often still are in the Ortho­
dox Eastern church. One meal 
a day was allowed, in the eve­
ning, and meat, fish, eggs and 
butter were forbidden. Relaxa- 
bon came m the Western world 
during the Bth and 9th centuries 
and thereafter when the hour at 
which food could be taken was 
marked earlier on the clock.

Since the one meal of the day 
could be eaten only after the 
e\ening vesper serinces. the 
tune for this office gradually 
was set back until by the 16th 
Century , it was held at midday 
during lient.

The uncompromising law of 
fasting among Roman Catho- 
bcs was eased during World 
War II and now only Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday 
usually are kept as lienten fast 
days Yet the heavy emphasis 
on penitential practice remains 
unchanged

All three major themes of the 
licnten liturgy — baptism, 
penance >md the passion of 
Christ — date back to ancient 
times One of the auns of [,ent 
in the primitive church was the 
preparation of candidates (or 
the solemn baptism of Faster 
night. Most of the le;isons in the 
proper Masses of I,ent still re-

given to the third theme, the 
passion of Christ. It runs all 
through the Lenten liturgy 
from the 7th Century onward.

The same themes and prac- 
bces are found generally in the 
liturgies of the Eastern  
churches. The Book of Common 
Prayer, too. prescribes the ob­
servance of l^ent with fasting. 
It was generally kept as well by 
Anglicans I members of the 
Omrch of England) at least as 
a reason when some penitential 
practice is observed.

\ little alcohol is good, 
especially for older folks It 
stimulates the heart." That is a 
fact generally accepted by the 
public and the m edical 
profession alike a little alcohol 
stimulates the heart Right' 

Wrong' According to new 
information which appeared 
recently in the Journal of the 
American Medical Association, 
a bttle alcohol is not a 
stunulant for the heart and is 
therefore not good at all. On the 
contrary, it appears that a little 
alcohol can in fact be harmful 
to the heart, especially for 
people with heart trouble 

Th(‘ old notion that alcohol 
was a heart stimulant was 
based mostly on the ob­
servation that people who have 
been drinking seem generally 
to be flushed in the face. The 
picture of the drinker as red­
faced IS too well known to 
everyone The feeling of 
warmth that goes with a few 
(b-inks IS also familiar Too, 
doctors have long known that 
flushed, warm skin comes from 
increased circulation to the 
skin The conclusion seemed 
correct: alcohol mcreases the 
circulation to the skin, so it 
mu.st be a heart stimulant.

But basic research was to tell 
a different story In New York 
City, a team of scientists set 
about to find the truth about the 
effects of alcohol 

They worked with a group of 
patients who were in the 
hospital for heart trouble. Of 
this group of 12 persons with 
heart disease, e i^ t  had used

* 6 2
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little alcohol m their lifetimes 
while four admitted to ex­
cessive use Heart tests which 
were to have been done anyway 
were repeated for each patient 
before and after each one had 
had two ounces of chilled 86 6- 
proof Canadian whisky

The results of these tests 
seem to show that whisky 
impiiirs the working of the 
heart

The amount of alcohol given 
w as about as much as would be 
contained in a cocktail or two 
Yet in each patient even this 
sm all amount produced a 
decrease in the effective work 
of the heart The conclusion is 
inescapable even in small 
amount, alcohol impairs the 
work of the sick heart.

What about the healthy 
heart' Included in this study 
were four patients with healthy 
hearts. In these patients, there 
was evidence of some increase 
in the effective work of the 
heart. For healthy patients, 
then, alcohol may stimulate the 
heart but it does the opposite 
for people with heart disease

This IS the most recent work 
reported about alcohol and the 
heart lately there have been 
other reports which indicated 
the same, alcohol may be a 
mild stimulant for the healthy 
heart but it is a depressant for 
the sick heart

There is some good evidence 
that constant use of alcohol 
weakens the ability of the heart 
muscle to contract. How then 
does the patient who has been 
drinking develop the flush 
which was thought to be a sign 
of increased circulation'

Alcohol really does increase 
the circulation to the sidn, 
causing the flushed appearance 
and the hot, sweaty feeling. It 
does this by opening the blood 
vessels in the skin, to cause a 
flush. But at the same time, the 
blood vessels m the muscles 
under the skin close down.

The result of the combination 
of dilated skin blood vessels 
and contracted vessels m the 
muscles is an over-all decrease 
in circulation to the area. So 
while the patient may appear 
and feel flushed, he is really 
getting less blood over-all to the 
skin and muscles. If he also has 
heart disease, the work that his 
heart can do is markedly 
reduced.

So another truism comes to 
Its end. liquor is not a 
stimulant for the sick heart. In 
fact. It may even be harmful. In 
any case. liquor should cer­
tainly no longar be praacribed 
casually as a^bnic for people 
with heart trouble.

The changes that have taken 
place in the Christian religion 
as the result of the ecumenical 
movement have made a pro­
found difference in the obser­
vance of Lent, much to the dis­
comfort of traditionalists who 
believe it is a bme when man 
must submit to the discipline of 
an organized church.

Yet among the young, there 
is a positive spirit about the 
less formalized Lenten obser­
vance of the 40 days of fastii^ 
and abstinence leading to the 
joy of EUuter and the rebirth of 
faith. ’Hie "celebration of life 
and hope," says the Rev. Mel­
vin Harter, has become s  time 
of self-diadpUne in worship, 
outstepping custom and tradi­
tion.

Hie new spirit of unity in 
faith transcends the bounds of 
sect and, to some extent, reli­
gion in a symbolic acceptance 
ot the oneness of man on earth, 
says the Rev. Harter, who is 
executive chairman of a South­
ern California division of the 
Ecumenical Conference. De­
spite the ancient animoaitiei 
between Christian and Jew, the 
obaervance of Lent and Elaster 
in 1972 will reflect little of the 
bittemeas that for centuries 
cast a shadow over the event 
which has such profound mean­
ing to Christians.

Harter' shares the view held 
by many clerics — that Lent is 
perhaps the moat significant 
religious period of the year. " It  
is more important to Christians 
in a r^gious sense than Advent 
and Christmas, which is a chiF 
(bwn’s time,” he commented.

Traditianally, since Lent — 
which is a word referring to the 
season of spring — was adopted 
in the 4th Century as a p erM  of 
penance and preparation for 
Easter, both the Roman Catho­
lic and Eastern  Orthodox 
churches emphasized fasting 
and self-deni^ as important 
aspects of the observance.

Hie individual was asked to 
fast, denying himself meat, and 
to abstain from eating more 
than one solid meal per day. In 
addition, he was encouraged to 
increase his religious devotion 
in formal church services, bi- 

'eluding ofalgatory attendance
on Ash Wednesday, the day on 
which Lent begins.

Hiere have been changes, 
however, in the ecumenical 
spirit of Popes John XXIII and 
Paul VI.

"H ns is the season of the 
year when we get more people 
confirmed as Christians than at 
any other,” the clergyman ex­
plained.

If there have been changes in 
the observance of 1/ent, espe­
cially within the Catholic faith, 
there is still a strong identiffca- 
Uon with Lent as a necessary 
element of faith at the time of 
Easter.

It was, in the early days of 
the church, s necessary step 
toward learning the catechism 
and preparing for baptism.

The Rev. Mark Ticrne} of the 
University of Notre Dame com­
ments, "We stiU need Lent be­
cause we need an annual check 
on our spiritual fervor and our 
knowledge of the faith. . . .  We 
still need time to reflect on the 
meaning and value of the great 
sacraments of Baptism and the 
Eucharist. We could not possi­
bly get along without our an­
nual Lent. Let modem man, at 
least during these 40 days of 
Lent, sit back and reflect upon 
things divine, lest he become 
too engrossed in the world and 
its passing vanities."

If the ecumenical movement 
appears to looaen the bounds of 
conventional Lenten obser­
vances, it places a greater bur­
den on the individual Christian 
to discipUne himself at the 
most important time of the 
year.

The free will of man, his op­
tion to choose his course in life, 
is one of the mysteries of the 
Christian faith. It also is a part 
of the Judeo-Chriitian ethic, 
and fully in keeping with 
ecumenism.

HEROISM AWARDS 
PRESENTED T 0  
TEXAS FARMERS

DALLAS An Austin County 
man was honored at the an­
nual meeting of the Texas 
Safety Assoaatlon here today 
foe heroism in tesculng ano­
ther man from possible death 
by ekctrocution.

Receiving the Rural Heroism 
Award of the Texas Farm and 
Ranch Safety Council was L.
J .  Luedecke, a hog farmer of 
Itxlustry. Luedecke was credit­
ed with saving the life Er­
vin Krueger, The award, 
a plaque, was pretemed by 
M lllari Striven of Dallas, di­
rector of rural developmem 
for Blue Cross-Blue Shield of 
Texas and presidem of the 
Texas Farm and Ranch Safety 
Council.

The evert for which Lue­
decke was cited took place 
on June 10, 1971. Krueger 
had delivered a bulk load of 
feed to the Luedecke farm. 
When he pm die auger In place 
to unload the feed. It came In 
contact with an electrical Urte. 
sending 7 ,200  volts of electri­
city through his body. Luedeck 
flist detected danger when he 
nocioed leaves burning and 
tparta at Krueger's feet. He 
^U ed to Krueger, but when 
Krueger did not respond or 
move, he realized drat he 
was frozen by the electrical 
force. Luedecke tried to pull 
Krueger loose from the truck, 
bm was knocked to the ground 
by the electrical shock. He 
grabbed a plastic water hose, 
drinking he could loop it 
around the man's body and 
pull him loose, but the hose 
contained water, and again 
the shock knock^ him sever­
al feet. He then found a piece 
of two-by-four lumber and 
pried Kruenr loose from the 
tiuck with it .

Krueger fe ll to the ground 
with a thud and Luedecke 
thought he was dead. Never­
theless, he administered aiti- 
ftcial respiration and revived 
him, Luedecke rushed die in­
jured man to the hospital and 
asristed the doctor in remov­
ing the shoes from his feet.
The bottom of his left foot 
was to severely burned that 
pan of die foot came off In 
the shoe. His left foot requir­
ed amputation.

In presenting the award 
Shiveis said Luedecke't quick 
thinking, fast and accurate 
actions, and over-aU cool- 
headed ness under stress [we- 
vented a tragedy.

Three other rural heroes 
received "honorable mention" 
by the Texas Farm and Ra.nch 
Safety Council. Gary Gage, 
age 16, of Alba rescued Bob 
Jenson , an employee of the 
Maimenance Depanmem,
Wood Couity, Precinct 2, 
Mineola, in a similar inci- 
dem. Johnson was maving a 
road right-of-way when an 
electric power pole fell, 
dropping etectrlcally-charged 
wires acroB Johnson and the 
tractor. Gage used a pot-hole 
digger with wooden handles to 
knock the live wires from 
Johnson's body and the tractor, 
and then summoned aid.

BIU Kuykendall of Sterling 
City rescued his 16-year-old 
dau^ter from a flaming auto­
mobile following a four-car 
smashup.

Young Juanita Reyes,Jr., 
of HarUngen. a founh grader 
and nrember of the Boy Scouts, 
saved a friend from pomble 
serious burns when the upper 
part d l  his body was iplauied 
with gasoline in a lawn-mow­
ing accidem. Young Reyes

tackled the older boy as he 
fkd In panic, tore the burn­
ing shirt from his body and 
rolled him In the dlit until 
the flames were extingulth- 
ed. The Incidem occurred 
near Muleihoe where the 
Reyes family, who are m l- 
gram farm w or ken, were em ­
ployed at the tim e.

Social Security 
Deductions Are 
Higher For 1972
You may pay more In social 

security deductions In 1972-- 
but the increase will mean 
higher benefits.in the future, 
according to Howard L. Wea­
therly, lo d a l security branch 
manager in Pam pa.

The percentage rate of so­

cia l security deductions from 
earnings remains the same.
But the amourn of earnings 
subject to social security--the 
"eamlngi base "--h at increased 
$1 ,200  this year.

"Employees this year still 
comribute 5 .2  percem but it 
will be on the Hist $9 ,000 you 
earn in work covered by social 
security," Weatherly said.Last 
year the contribution was 5 .2  
percent of the first $7,800.

Employen pay an equal 
amoum. Self-employed peo­
ple contribute 7 .5  percent of 
their covered earnings to social 
security.

People who earn more than 
$7,800 a year can expect high­
er social security benefits In 
the future because the amount 
of the social security check is 
bated on average earnings.
But in figuring that average, 
we can only count earnings on 
which social security comri- 
burions have been paid.

The "eamlngt base" that 
counts for social security has 
gone up gradually over the 
years as income k v eli have 
risen in the country. In 1937 
when the social security pro­
gram began, contributions 
were paid on the first $3,000 
earned in a year.

The increase in the earnings 
base will not generally affect 
the monthly social security 
checks of tne 27 million peo­
ple already receiving paymens, 
accoidlng to Weatherly.

Social security pays monthly 
retirement, disability, and 
survivors benefits to eligible 
workers and their fami w s .

Ash Wednesday, which 
marks the beginning of the 
penitential period, ls but a 
lingering symbol from the 
harsh old days of sackcloth and 
ashes, which denoted sorrow 
and huiTulialion for Christian 
wrongdoing

In the early I'entunes, public 
sinners were clothed in

penitential outfits by the bishop 
and were not allowed to enter 
church until the l^enten season 
was over It was a closed sea­
son, with no joyous festivities 
like weddings and congregation 
anniversaries Parties in the 
home also were discouraged.

The l,enten fast recalled 
(lir is t’s 40-day fast in the wild­
erness. Only one meal a day 
was permitted, later extended 
to one big meal plus two small­
er meatless meals Meat, milk, 
eggs and cheese were forbid­
den foods

In 1966. however, Pope Paul 
VI, acting on recommendations 
from Catholic bishops through­
out the world, limited the 
church's I'enturies-old regula­
tions on fasting and abstinence 
to just two days of the annual 
penitential period — Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday

Revising Catholic discipline 
m a way more adapted to our 

tune,” the Roman pontiff dele­
gated to national conferences 
of loc'al bishops power to decide 
what forms of Lenten penance 
are best suited to their own 
people He decreed

' It IS left to epi.scupal confer- 
cm es to substitute, m whole or 
in part, abstinence or fasting 
with other forms of penitence, 
especially w orks of charity and 
exerases of piety."

Father Warren Rouse, a 
h ranciscan on the faculty of the 
Roman Catholic University of

San Diego, Calif., and secre­
tary of the diocesan liturgy 
committee, said: “We have 
come out of ten centuries of 
legalism, laiws are made for 
man, not man for laws The 
new philosophy is good What 
the church calls for today is 
‘responsible freedom .’ The 
church giudes, but does not 
restrict.

“Fasting on Ash Wednesdays 
and Good Fridays, as recom­
mended by the church, is still 
widely obsierved among Roman 
Catholics. There are also 
several conservative Catholics, 
what I would call the vocal mi­
nority, who do not agree with 
the lifting of restrictions and 
who follow the old traditions, 
including strict self-denial

“Generally, however, the in­
dividual is free to make his own 
decisions about abstinence. 
Many people feel that fasting 
has value as a way of turning 
one's attention from material 
things to spiritual things, 
heightening the bebever's per- 
L'eption of God.

"T h e  new em phasis, 
however, is to take something 
on. instead of giving something 
up "

Protestant churches also 
leave Lenten sacrifice up to the 
individual .Many Protestants 
follow a regime similar to that 
observed by most Roman 
Catholics and give up some 
article of food or abstain from

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some small pleasure such as 
smoking or movie-going.

" I t ’s a lot more important to 
give up speaking unkindly of 
your neighbor than to give up 
ice cream cones,” said the 
Very Rev. J .  Ogden Hoffman 
Jr . at Trinity Cathedral Epis­
copal Church, Sacram ento,
Cahf.

Church members there are 
encouraged to fast a little each 
day — 25 cents worth.

The money saved is put into a 
“self-denial coin folder" with 
40 slots and offered at church 
on Easter Sunday.

Trying to relate the Crucifix­
ion and Resurrection to a 
chocolate bunny or a handbag 
makes a strange contrast at 
Easter time.

But the fact is that Easter is 
one of the most important 
tunes at the year for depart­
ment stores, candy manufac­
turers and restaurants, at the 
same time it continues to be 
perhaps the most important 
religious oc casion on the Chris­
tian calendar.

Easter ranks behind only 
Christmas and Mother’s Day as 
a time that makes the cash 
registers jingle.

Ih e  fact is, a spokesman for 
the Broadway stores, one of the 
nation’s largest merchandising 
chains, says that there is no 
single trerid so far as Blaster 
business is concerned.

“ In the East and Midwest, 
where there is a specific 
change in the season, business 
is often better than in other 
parts of the country where 
there is no such difference," 
die department store execubve 
said

But even in Arlxona or Cali­
fornia, S tO iO  iOa major time 
for marketing clathes and other 
items.

“It IS a particularly good 
tune for selling accessories, 
such as handbags and gloves,” 
one store representative com­
mented.

“ It IS not so much a time 
when women buy things for 
m en," the woman executive 
said, “although the mother is 
inclined to purchase gifts for 
children at Easter.”

The fact that Easter has a far 
deeper rebgious connotation 
than Christmas is not always 
understood. The com- 
merciaUzation associated with 
Easter is not comparable to 
Christmas, in part bKause giv­
ing gifts to children is far more 
closely associated with Christ­
mas.

The major stores do not have 
marked-up prices on the prod­
ucts they sell at Blaster, but 
pre-Easter prices cam ot be 
considered in the bargain 
rang".

One thing department stores 
have to take into consideration 
in Easter planning — par­
ticularly in the East and Mid­
west — is the calendar differ­
ences when the event occurs. 
There may be as much as a 
month’s difference between 
when B ^ te r  occurs one year 
and when the date falls in a sec­
ond. 'That is a major factor so 
far as the sale of apparel is con­
cerned.

Easter, so far as most mer­
chandisers see it, does have a 
special place in the sales calen- 
diar. But It remains primarily a 
religlows observance, with 
com m erdalisn taking second 
place.
