Epidemic
Texas is in the midst o f an 

epidem ic, say Sute Health of- 
fic iab . Polio’  Rubella? Diph­
theria’  No, it's an epidemic 
about which l in k  is said be­
cause the pubUc holds the d i­
sease itself to be taboo-a sil- 
ere epidemic ca lkd  "vener­
ea l disease."

Nationwide, more than two 
m illion Americans had VD last 
year--elther gonorrhea or syph- 
iUis. Gonorrhea b  the nation's 
number one reportabk com - 
munlcabk disease. SyphiUs 
traib not far behind as number 
three. More Americans are af­
fected by gononhea than by 
measles, whooping cough, en- 
cephaliris, ana tuBetculo^ 
combined. Only the conm on 
cold o c c u B  more frequently.

Texas last year reported 
6,527 cases o f syphilis. Thai's 
7.2 percent o f the 90 ,49o cases 
reported in the United States. 
Yet. Texas actually showed a 
decrease in syphilis this year, 
compared to the 18 stares that 
had increases.

There were 43,601 cases o f 
gonorrhea in Texas in 1970, 
or 7.2 percent o f the 600,072 
cases o fncia lly  reported nation­
wide. Texas' h i^  ranking in 
the occurrence o f both diseases 
is due primarily to the State 
Fkakh Department's irtensive 
cate-flnding effosts.

These Agures do not repre­
sent the ex te it o f the epidem­
ic nationwide, for public health 
o ff id a b  say less than otre-half- 
some authorities sav no more ' 
than one in ten --or a ll VD ca­

ses are reported. In many in­
stances, the social taboo of the 
disease keeps individuab from 
mentioning suspidoui symptoms 
to their doctor.

The overt symptoms eventu­
ally clear up, but the disease 
never goes away without treat­
ment. It continues to wreak 
its damage on the body's 
vital centeB--the heart and 
central nervous system, at well 
as the reproductive tract.

Syphilis, i f  untreated, can 
cause m enu ! illness, paralytb, 
bllndneii, deafness, heart d i­
sease and death. Urxreated, 
gonorrhea kads to the develop­
ment o f scar tissue in the fa l­
lopian tube o f the woman and 
in the seminal ducts o f the 
m ak, kadlng to damage o f 
the sex organs, and i f  revere 
enough, even to sterility. Gon­
orrhea, too, can cause paraly­
tb. blindness, and deatti.

Discovered early, typhiUt 
and gonorrhea can be cured or 
com rolkd by antibiatics.There 
already exbtt a positive blood 
test to detect syphlUs. Rerearch 
sdertbts believe they are close 
to the development o f s more 
e ffective disgnostlc tea  for 
gonorrhea in lem akt.

Nutrition 

studied in 
pregnancy

Sf. My daughter is pregnant 
and has recently become a veg­
etarian If she does not get 
enough protein will there be 
danger for her baby

A. Fxtensive inquiry is being 
made as to the most desirable 
nutrition for pregnant mothers. 
In some other countries and m 
some parts of our own country, 
undernourished mothers have 
had more complications of 
pregnancy and more dead ba­
bies. or sickly babies, than 
those mothers on well-balanced 
(bets Fatness does not mean 
gocxl nourishment Calories 
must have protein and vita­
mins to go along with them. 
There is controversy as to how 
much of what is b ^ .

A current study from Canada 
illustrates the observations be­
ing carried on. The Canadian 
requirem ents for pregnant 
mothers depend upon the origi­
nal weights, the ages, the activ­
ities of the women As pregnan- 
aes advance, the calories and 
proteins are increased These 
women, the authors feel, are 
experiencing fewer complica- 
bons, and deUvering larger, 
healthier babies 

Proteins are required for 
growth and development of the 
baby in the uterus, to form new 
tissues in the mother, and to 
im prove the production of

breait milk A vegetarian has 
to give speaal attention to her 
(bet to be sure she gets enough 
of the protein from vegetables 
and cereals There are neces­

sary minerals and vitamins al­
so FYegnant women usually 
supplement their diets with 
prenatal piUs which contain 
cakium. iron and vitamins

Q. tk’hy IS a pelvic examina- 
bon important and what do y ou 
look for’

A. This question is asked over 
and over I f  a woman has no 
complaints referrable to her 
pelvic (fem ale organs the 
reason for the examination is 
propny lacbc. to be s ire  every­
thing IS normal and to correct 
any thing found to be abnormal

Certain condibora will devel­
op silently for a tune, and. if 
neglected, complete cure or 
correebon may be unsatisfac­
tory

The female organs are ex­
amined for tone, infecbon, tu­
mors. cancer changes A wom­
an IS fortunate in that her or­
gans are easy to get at. her cer­
vix easy to see The aim of the 
practice of medicine is to pro­
mote good health and the sim­
plest wav to do this u  to look 
ahead and prevent future diffi­
culty whenever possible Some 
women hesitate to spend the 
money when they feel perfectly 
well, but It IS probably the 
cheapest way to protect health

Q My doctor told me my vul­
var itching was due to the sev- 
en-year-ilch"  He gave me 
medicine that helped but will 
the Itch come back '

A. Scabies has commonly 
been called the "seven-year- 
Itch "  It IS caused by a mite 
that burrows under the skin al­
most anywhere on the body ex­
cept the face It seems to prefer 
f < ^  of skin Typically, it 
leaves littk tracks beneath the 
skin surface and can be found 
often between the fingers In 
people who bathe frequently. a 
scabies infection, or m a y ^  I 
should say infestation, may not 
show the typical tracks, but be 
more like small mosquito bites 
Without treatm ent, scabies 
persists because dozens of new 
mites are continually’ being

hatched Invariably it itches 
severely

This pest (?an be picked up 
from others affected, from 
sheets and clothing, from toi­
lets Commune Uiving dwellers 
suffer epidemics of them Rob­
ert Louis Stev enson, when writ­

Signs 
of spring 
vanishing

Everyone, of enurse, knows 
the conventional signs of spring 
which appear each year with 
unfailing regulanty — the first 
robin, grass turmng green, lit­

tle fat leaf buds bursting out on 
trees and bushes But some of 
the other signs which were so 
familiar 50 or 60 years ago are 
ether rapidly duappearmg or 
have already gone forever.

On the first warm day, all the 
children who were lucky 
enough to have roller skates 
broi^ht them out I f you were 
extra lucky you might have a 
pair with ball bearings, but 
they were pretty scar<». .And 
still more scarce were places to 
skate

There weren't sidewalks lin­
ing the streets in those days, 
but some families did have a 
cement walk leading from the 
front door to the street, and this 
was always swarming with 
skaters

Qty parks were always pop­
ular places in spring In those 
days many people had nurse­
maids. who took their small 
charges to the park to play The 
babies slept contentedly in 
wicker buggies while the big­
ger children played on the 
grass or skated on the walks, 
for there were cement walks in 
most parks

Another frequent visitor to 
the parks was the balloon man 
He carried a huge bunch of 
bnght colored balloons which 
were fastened to long sticks, 
and on one arm he had a mar­
ket basket filled with pin- 
wheels Each cost a nickel, and 
since very few children ever 
had more than one nickel at a 
time. It was quite a problem to 
deade which to buy The bal­
loons were beautiful, but it was 
such fun to go whizzing along 
on your skates holding a pin- 
wheel ui front of you and 
watching It spin madly around

Presently there would be the 
sound of tinkling music in the 
distance, and then along came 
the hurdy-gurdy. This was a 
barrel organ, usually encased 
in a wooden box with bright col­
ored pictures painted on it. It 
was mounted on two wheels 
and had a pair of shafts by 
which the hurdy-gurdy man 
pulled It along and produced

the fascinating music.
On a little seat in front sat a 

monkey dressed in a red jacket 
and cap. who did tricks and 
then held out his hat for the 
children to (kop pennies into 
And the monkey 's name was 
always Jocko

Sometimes the hurdy-gurdy 
man's wife walked along with 
him. She was always a fat, jolly 
person, wearing a gaily Gow- 
ered dress and with a bright 
kerchief tied around her head 
She played the tambourine and 
danced a little, and this made 
the children dance, too, while 
her husband, grinning broadly 
beneath his black moustache, 
kept the music going

Then the woman held out her 
tambourine and the children 
Jropped pennies into that. too. 
And then away down the street 
went the hurdy-gurdy', moving 
slowly along with crowds of 
children following, perfectly 
enchanted by the music, the 
like of which is never heard 
anymore.

Then there was the organ 
grinder with his little hand or­
gan which played about three 
tunes when he turned the 
crank, while hu monkey, who 
was also named Jocko and 
wore a red jacket and cap. per­
formed tricks and h e lp^  col­
lect pennies for hu master.

Count T o wa r d  
High Food Costs

COLLEGE STATION— "The 
price o f pantyhose, pampers, 
paper toweb, plants, tooth­
paste and . whole host o f non­
food items are a ll too often 
figured in the monthly food b ill 
in most households, " says Dr. 
H .O . Kunicl, Dean. College 
o f Agricubure at Texas A&M 
University.

"In  fact, recent surveys o f 
the homemaker’s grocery cart 
revealed that $2.80 out o f e v ­
ery $10 spent at the super- 
matbet goes for these non­
food items, " the dean con­
tinued.

"But that’s only one rf the 
many items that may inflate 
food costs at the market place. 
The modem, busy and some­
times working homemaker 
needs manv buib-in labor sav­
ers in the foods she buys. A 
wide selection o f top quality 
food items ready to  pop into

the oven, uucepan or skillet 
fit her lifestyle, and allow 
her more time to spend on other 
personal and family needs.The 
wide variety of package sizes 
helps make shopping more 
pleasant and are much easier 
to store in freezer or pantry. 
These conveniences, as desir­
able as they are, do increase 
labor costs. In fact, perhaps 
as much as 47 percent of tne 
cost o f food marketing goes 
for labor, " Kunkel pointed out.

"Another 13 percent goes to 
packaging," he continued.

Put in round figures, that 
coulJ mean $13 out o f every 
JlOO the homemaker spends on 
food items that require special 
packaging. Nationally, it 
amounteo to S8.8 billion out 
o f a $101.6 billion food bill 
laid by consumen In 1971, " 
le explained.

"Unfortunately these costs 
are often viewed by thc con­
sumer as being "food costs" 
and not viewed as costs quite 
separate from costs of the food 
as produced on the farm or 
ranch," Kunkel empiiasized.

K unkel agrees that food pric­
es are somewhat higher today. 
"T o  do otherwise would com ­
pletely avoid the economic 
facts o f life in an economy 
that has experienced inflation, 
as well as increased costs for 
taxes, tabor, transportation 
and taw materiab the farmer 
miEt buy to tee to it that we 
have an abundance o f high 
quality food at the market 
place. But even with a ll these 
Duilt-in increases, food it still 
the best buy the consumer can 
m ake," he said.

"Relative to other consumer 
goods, food prices have not in­
creased nearly as much. In 
fact, the average consuming 
fam ily in 1952 spent about 23 
percent o f their take-home pay 
on food. In 1971, food costs 
accounted for only 16 percent. 
O f course, some families would 
spent a higher percentage, while 
othcis spent lest dcpenotngupon 
the fam ily incom e-k e l .  It it 
important to note, however, 
that some food items, particul­
arly poubry and milk products 
ate presently in a seasonal 
dowitrend and are exceptional­
ly good buys in most market ar­
ea s ."

Kunkel explained that as with 
other consumer goods, the buy­

ers have developed solid prefer­
ences, and the trend it toward 
the deluxe standard.

"W e ’re delighted that the 
cotaumer values high quaUty 
food and food products. The 
fact that we seem to prefer 
steals to the lower-priced cuts, 
the perfectly shaped appk with­
out blemishes, and crisp, w ell 
colored vegetabk  products it 
justiflabk. T o  put this type of 
product on the market, the 
producer must follow the best 
production and marketing pro­

cedure. This, too. kads to 
increased coats just as the de­
luxe model o f the last car you 
bought costs more than thc 
compact you 'ooked at, " he 
said.

"Defending agriculture 
comet easy to me, and per­
haps it should," Kunkel de­
clared, "for I know o f no oth­
er industry that has developed 
thc output per man hour that 
agriculture hat achieved to 
date. The data would indicate 
that our achieved efficiency 
it twice thatof industry as a 
w hok. In my opinion that’s 
effic iency, and 1 would hate 
to think what the price o f food 
would be today i f  the American 
agrictibural sector had fa ikd  
to  meet this tremendous re 

ord o f e ffic iency.
"Unfottututely the farmer 

appean not to have been very 
w ell rewarded for achieving 
this high k v e l  o f efficiency, 
as increased production costs 
plus inflation have nearly out­
run his effic iency advaitage 
during the last 20 yean, " I k  
said.

"T o  say food prices are eith­
er roo high or too low is not a 
simpk maner. Apparercly the 
same things that make them 
higher also make them lower, 
and o f course, consumen have 
stated their preference for the 
latter, " he correluded.

AN OPEN LETTER TO THE VOTERS OF THIS DISTRICT 
ABOUT MY APPOINTMENT AS DISTRICT ATTORNEY

I am trying to conduct my campaign for District Attorney on the 
issue vital to you as residents of this District - namely, which of the 
candidates has the experience and ability to try the complex cases 
that must be handled. However, you are entitled to know that certain 
statements made about the appointment of the District Attorney are 
erroneous and misleading. The appointment was necessary, and I was 
appointed, for the following reasons.

i .  An immediate appointment was necessary because there is 
no provision in Texas law for the handling of felony criminal cases  
when the office of the District Attorney is vacant. Article 2.02 of 
the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, quoted recently in advertising 
by my opponent, does not cover the situation where a vacancy exists 
in the office of the District Attorney. The District Court and many 
members of. the Bar studied Article 2.02 very carefully and concluded 
that there was no legal authority for anyone to act when the office was 
vacant. For that reason, pending Grand Jury sessions were cancelled 
and no contested felony cases were set for trial. However, crime did 
not take a vacation during this time. A large backlog of cases began 
to develop after the death of the District Attorney and there was the 
possibility that persons awaiting trial were being denied their Con­
stitutional right to a speedy trial. It was essential that the office of 
District Attorney be filled as soon as possible.

2. I was appointed because a large cross section of the people, 
in this District reguested my appointment. The Governor is, by law, 
given the authority to fill the office when it is vacant. He acts on 
the requests and recommendations of the citizens of the District 
in cases like this. In my case, he responded to requests and recom­
mendations from the judiciary, the heads and members of the various 
law enforcement agencies, the Commissioner's Courts, various City 
Councils and School Boards, many private individuals and every 
attorney in Borger and Hansford and Ochiltree Counties except those 
involved in political races.

I took the appointment knowing that my oppo^nt had said he 
would make a campaign issue out of it and knowing that it would seriously 
limit my time to campaign for the office. However, if I want you to 
elect me as District Attorney, I must take the bad with the good.
There are four capital cases and numerous other serious felony cases 
that must be tried during the next few months. It would have been 
nice if some other lawyer in the District had been willing to take the 
appointment, try those difficult cases and turn over the office on 
January 1, 1973 with no backlog and no difficult cases to try. However,
(!) I am not aware of any other lawyer who wanted to do that and (2)
if I want to be District Attorney, I should be willing to go to work
right now if asked to do so. I was asked to do so, I have gone to work
and I want the job. This District has had outstanding District attorneys
for over 40 years. I will make every effort to maintain the standards
they have set for the office and to strictly enforce the law. I hope you
will vote for me on Mav 6.

But the court disagreed. Order­
ing the license restored, the court 
said advanced years atone are not 
enough reason to lake away a 
person's right to drive.

However, a court refused simi­
lar help lo a woman afflicted by 
heart trouble, high blood pres­
sure. and partial paralysis on one 
side Seeking to have her license 
restored, she recalled that she had 
driven (or 30 years without an 
accident.

Hearings are being held on 
farm labor relationt Dills by 
the Farm Labor Subcommittee 
o f the House Committee on Ed­
ucation and Labor. Woodson rent 
ktteis to a ll members o f rhe 
Texas delegation in Washington 
expressing the concern o f fatm- 
eis and ranchers for sound k e is - 
lation in the field o f farm laDor.

The reason for this concern it 
activities of the United Farm 
Wrokers Organizing Committee 
in Delano, Cal. in Florida, and 
in the Rio Grande V a lky  of 
Texas. Woodson stated.

Heart o f tlie issue is whether 
or not agriculture is to come 
under the jurisdiction of the 
National Labor Relation Act, 
the TFB president said. He 
quoted from Farm Bureau pol­
icies which state, "We vigorous-- 
ly oppose the inclusion o f agri­
culture under the National La­
bor Relations Act since this Act 
was developed lo  deal with In­
dustrial labor probkm s."

FB policies state that the 
differences between farmer- 
worker relationship and indus­
trial relationships are "substan­
t ia l” and the application of 
this Act to agriculture would 
be” Lindesitable ".The ruks andCrocedures o f the National La- 
(X Relations Board "are not 
designed to meet the special 
needs o f farm ers," rlie policies 

state. "Farmers need protection 
again t strikes and boycotu at 
critica l periods. A strike or 
boycott at harvest time can 
cause farmers to lose a full 
year's income as w ell as a sub­
stantial investmere in produc­
ing a crop, " the policies con­
tinue.

Farm Bureau policy calls for 
enactment o f legislation regard­
ing farm labor within certain 
major guidelines. These are- 

(1 ) Administration by an in­
dependent farm-labor relations 
board: ( 2) secret balloting by 
workers; (3 ) prohibition o f se­
condary boycotts; (4 ) a require­
ment that a union file  notice o f 
intertion to strike and an option 
to farmers in such cases to de­
fer this strike by calling for ar­
bitration o f the dispure; (5 ) ex ­
emption o f small farms; ( 6) pre 
servation o f state laws relating 
to compulsory unionism and the 
right of states to enact k g is la ­
tion in this area; (7 ) authoriza­
tion for farmers to obtain dam­
ages for unlawful strikes ot boy­
cotts; and ( 8) provision that thic 
ek e tion  and bargaining unit 
shall be the employees o f a 
farmer or particular categories 
o f employees.

\\ cxxlson p<}inted out to the 
Legislators that the National 
Labor Relations Board is over­
loaded, and the average per- 
icxl required to handle cases 
filed with NLRB is "exceu ive ". 
Such a time lag would be "in- 
to lerabk ” for both farmers 
and workers, he said.

"Imperative essentials for 
satisfactory handling o f repre­
sentation and unfair practice 
cases in agriculture are exped* 
tious procedures, special hand­
ling. and an understanding o f 
the character o f agricultural 
production and marketing op­
erations. This is going to reouire 
a separate agency, peopk with 
specialized experience, and 
readiness to uk  innovative and 
shortcut procedures to deal e f ­
fective ly  with problems at 
they arise," the TFB leader 
continued.
