Based upon the economic 
progress it made in the past 
year, Hansford County stands 
out as a stronger martet than 
most. It is given an above- 
average rating for business v i ­
tality.

This vitality zxpresred it ­
self in the form of nigger 
earnings per fam ily, greater 
consumer purchasing power 
and incicared sales activity.

With their incomes going 
up and with the economy as 
a whole showing signs of im ­
provement, local residents be­
gan to regain confidence.

They rec'uccd the amount 
o f money they were putting 
into savings and used a great­
er proportion of their dispos­
able cash for goods and ser­
vices.

The figures bearing this 
out are contained in the 
new "Survey of Buying Power, " 
released and copyrighted by 
Sales Management. Compara­
ble dat:. on income and spend­
ing is presented for every * x -  
tion ot the country.

Residents o f Hansford Coun­
ty, it shows, had a record 
amount o f money at their 
disposal during tne year.
Their net income, after pay­
ment o f personal taxes, came 
to $20, 341,000.

What this was equivalent 
to. In terms of the individual 
fam ily, was determined by 
dividing the overall income 
by the number o f local house­
holds. It amounted to 

$10, 706 per household.
This was more money than 

was available to families in 
most parts of the West South 
Central States, the average 
being $9,840. In the State 
o f Texas, ft was $10, 370.

A considerable portion of 
the gain was eaten up, howe\- 
et. By rising living costs.

Accordii^ to a recent sur­
vey by The Conference Board, 
the public appean to have 
grown more optimistic about 
the shape of the economy but 
remains uncertain about the 
future.

But, despite this hesitation, 
business was good for most lo­
cal storekeepers. They were 
able to chalK up a sales vo l­
ume o f $25,494,000, an in- 
c rea *  over the prior year’s 

$23,598,000.
The fact that sales exceed­

ed earnings indicates that ma­
ny outsiders do their shopping 
in the local area.

The relative standing of 
one community to anomet, 
with resjsect to market per­
formance and potential, is 
brought out in the survey via 

a "quality o f Market" indcx.lt

Often the reason it the 
bleach itself and the fabric 
finish o f  the clothes.

According to Roxanne 
SchnoR, clothing specialis 
for the Texas Agricukural Ex­
tension Service, yellowing can 
be caused by usli^ chlorine 
bleach on fabrics with tome 
types o f resin finishes.

"These particular finishes 
are used to give a wash-and- 
wear property to the fabric 
and are most often found on 
canons and rayons," the T ex ­
as A&M University m c ia lis t  
explained."Although there's 
less of this type fiiudi being
used, there are still some 
available on the m arket."

M its Schnon suggested the 
fo llow iiK  procedure to  restore 
fabric whiteness when yellow ­
ing is the result of usir^ cM o- 
rine bleac U

Rinse the garment with 
clear water.

Soak the fabric for half an 
hour or more, as necessary, 
in a solution containing one 
teaspoon o f sodium thiosul­
fate to one quart water.

Use water as hot as it  safe 
for the fabric.

Sodium thiosulfate it  ava il­
able at drugstores and as "hy­
po" at photographic supply 
stores, the specialist noted.

D w  remover may also be 
used to restore the whiteness 
o f some fabrics, she added.

"T o  prevent yellowing with 
the use o f chlorine bleach, 
read the hangtags and perma­
nent caic labels o f permanent 
press and easy cate fabrics. 
Follow the recommended 
bleaching and laundry instruc­
tions care fu lly ," Miss Schnon 
concluded.

BE IT  RESOLVED BY THE

Commissioner, N o t i^  Public 
and Postmaster Officer o f the 
National Guard, the National 
Guard Reserve, and the O ffi­
cers Reserve Corps o f the
United States and enlisted men 
o f the National Guard, the Na­
tional Guard Reserve, and the 
(^ ■ n ized  Reserves o f the
United States, and retired o ffi­
cers o f the United States
Army, Air Force, Navy, Marine 
Corps, and Coast Guard, and 
retirca warrant officers, and re­
tired enlisted men o f the
United States Army. Air Force, 
Navy, Marine Corra, and Coast 
(juard, and the orficers and di­
rectors o f  soil and water con­
servation districts, unless other­
wise specially provided herein. 
Provided, that nothing in this 
Ctonstitution shall be construed 
to prohibit an officer or enlist­
ed man o f  the National Guard, 
and the Natioiul Guard Re­
serve, or an officer in the Offi- 
CMS Reserve Corps o f the 
United SUtee, or an enlisted 
man in the Organised Reserves 
o f the United Sutca, or retired 
officers o f  the United Sutes 
Army, Air Force, Navy, Marine 
Corps, and Coast Guard, and 
retina warrant officen, snd re- 
tbed aniiated men o f the 
Utotod BUtes Army, Air Force 
Nkvy. Marine C ^ .  and C tm t 
Onaia, and officers o f the

State soil and water coiuerva- 
tion diatricta, from holding at 
the same time any other office 
or petition o f honor, trust orpoeil
profit, under this State or the 
United States, or from voting 
at any election, general, special
or primary in this State when 
otherwise qualified. State em­
ployees or other individuals 
who receive all or part o f  their 
compensation either directly or 
indirectly from funds o f the 
State o f  Texas and who are not 
State officers, shall not be bar­
red from serving as members o f 
the governing bodies o f school 
distnets, cities, towns, or other 
local governmental districts; 
p rov ide , however, that such 
State employees or other indi­
viduals shall receive no salary 
for serving as members o f such 
governing bodies. It is further

trovided that a nonelective 
tate officer may hold other 

nonelective offices under the 
State or the United States, if 
the other office is o f benefit to 
the State o f  Texas or is re­
quired by the State or Federal 
law, and there is no conflict 
with the original office for 
which he receives salary or 
compensation. No member o f 
the Legislature o f this State 
may hold any other o ffice or 
position o f profit under this 
state, or the United States, ex­
cept at a notary public if quali­
fied by law.”

Sec. 3. The foregoing conati- 
tutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote o f the 
qualified electors o f this State 
at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November, 1972, at 
which electipn the ballot shall 
be printed to provide for vot­
ing for or against the proposi­
tion: “ The constitutional
amendment permitting State 
employees, wno are not State 
officers, to serve ss members o f 
the governing bodiee o f school 
districts, cities, towns, or other 
local governmental districts, 
without forfeiting their State 
salary, and specifying excep­
tions to the constitutional pro­
hibition i^ainst payment o f 
State fundi for compensation 
to any person who holds more 
than one civil office o f  emolu­
ment.”
