Gas, Telephone Utility 
com panies Asking Hike

When the Spearman city 
couiKil meets Monday, Dec­
ember 11, officials from 
High Plains Natural Gas 
Company and from C>eneral 
Telephone company will be 
on hand. Both these utility 
companies are asking for 
"rate adjustments."

The Gas Company sub­
mitted a rate increase pro­
posal a short time ago which 
the Council turned down flat. 
Next Monday night company 
officials will show up with 
"an amendment clause" to 
the City's present contract in 
tite form ol a rate adjustment.

City Manager Mike Struve 
said triis amendment would be 
acted upon by the council 
Monday night.

Spearman buys fuel from 
High Plains Gas at the rate 
of 35 cents per 1000 cubit 
foot. The company says it 
is having to pay riiis amount 
from its suppliers and officials 
arc asking for a rate adjust­
ment "clause" in their con­
tract and promise that when 
their costs fluctuate--up or 
down--they will pass this on 
to the City.

General Telephone officials 
arc requesting rate increases 
on business phones and semi- 
public phones. They want to 
increase business telephone 
rates $1. 70 a month and con­
vert all semi- public phones 
to regular business telej^oncs. 
Semi-public facilities are 
pay phone located at a place 
of Dusiness.

Monday night's meeting 
is set for 8 p .m . Instead of 
the usual hout of 7:30. At 
7:30 the Council will meet 
with School Board officials 
to discuss the proposed new 
swimming pool.

The City Council has 
approved a "Z" shaped pool 
with three possible locations 
at the site of the prese nt 
pool: at the south end of the 
football field, ot in the 
Blodgett-Linn park on east 
11th street.

The City Council wishes

to get the school board's feel­
ings about future plans for 
a competitive swim ptogram 
in the school's curriculum, 
and also to ask what the 
school plans ate concerning 
the present football field.

The football stadium is 
located on City property, 
which is leased to the school. 
If a new stadium might be in 
the school's future plans, the 
proposed swimming pool 
could be ideally built at the 
south end of the stadium.
If not, this location might 
not be so good.

If the school has a strong 
interest (in the next few years) 
to include competitive swim­
ming as a part of the PE 
program, the park location 
could be an ideal spot, just 
across from the high school 
building.

Monday night's meeting is 
merely another step in the 
City Council's program of 
planning the best location for 
the proposed new swimming 
pool. The pool's location 
must be cetermined before 
work on cost estimates can 
begin.

The Z-shaped pool plan, 
approved by the Council, 
features six 7-foot junior 
Olympic size swimming lanes, 
which make up the middle 
length of the z .  On one 
end would be the diving 
well, and at the other end of 
the Z, water depth would 
vary from 18 irtches to some 
16 feet, ot whatever the 
pool's depth is to be. A sep­
arate wasing pool for children 
is also in tire plan.

Some of you may have been 
wondering If we'd give you a 
recipe for candied citrus peel. 
Well here goes.

Sek et and wash thick-skinned 
grapefruit os oranges. Cut Into 
quarters: remove pulp. Put peel 
in saucepan; cover with cold 
water. Weigh down peel with a 
plate. U t Rand several houn 
Of overnight. Drain. With scis­
sors, cut peel Into strips one- 
fourth IfKh wide. Cover peel 
with cold water and slowly 
bring to a simmer (180 F .) In a 
saucepan. Remove from heat, 
cover pan and k t  Rand about 
oiK hour; drain. Repeat process 
u itil peel no lo n «r tastes bit­
ter, (more often Tor grapefruit.) 
Cover again with water and 
boll until yellow peel 1 tC'vVi, 
about 15 minutes. Drain well 
in colander. Prea oix water. 
Pack peel firmly Into measur­
ing cup to measure. Return 
peel to saucepan. For each 
cup of peel, add 1 cup of sug­
ar, Place over medium heat; 
stir until sugar hat dissolved 
(peel forms its own liquid).
Cook over medium heat, Rir- 
rlng frequently, ur*il sugar 
tyn<p it concentrated; reduce 
heat to low (syrup should boll 
gently). Continue cooking 
u itll the peel is temi-trarapar- 
e tt atxl most of the syrup has 
boikd away. Drain in coland­
er. Separate pieces on baking 
sheet. Let Rand uiKil peel 
feels fairly dry. a>rinkk with
enough sugar to give a cryRal- 
Bne look. Store in tightly cov­
ered container or in plaRic 
bags in the freezer.

If you've ever been ready to 
cook and fiixl you have no pow­
dered sugar or sweetened con­
densed milk you'll appreciate 
these recipes. I use both.More 
ecoi»m Ical and takes very llt-

tk  tim e.
For powdered sugar pur 1 

cup granulated sugar and 2 
tabkspooni comRarch in your 
blender. Turn blender on and 
off (to mix unpowdered gran­
ules) uixil of proper texture.

Sweetened corrienaed milk 
may be made using 2 cups non 
fat dry milk, I cup sugar and 
1/2 cup water. Mix together 
and k t set overnight. Works 
like the commercial king.

A Green Tree is a Safer 
Tree-Keep the tree ^ e n  for 
a much longer period. Elim­
inate daily iweep-ups of 
needks on the rug. Uk  this 
simpk household formula to 
prolong life of the tree or holi­
day evergreens.

Household Formula for Keep­
ing ChriRmas Trees Green-1 4 
cup Green Garde micronized 
iron, 1 gallon hot water. 2 
cups U ^ t Karo corn syrup, 4 
teaspoons Clorox ot otwr chlor­
inated household bkach .

Mix micronized iron into 
hot water. Stir in corn syrup 
and bk ach . The Green Garde 
does not com pktely dissolve.
It makes a bluish, green m ix- 
t iR with particles which set- 
tk  to the W to m . Saw about 
one inch from botton of tree 
trunk to remove any cloned 
resins and to k v el the base. 
Pound or smash the base of the 
trunk with a hammer or axe to 
crush the fibers. Stand the tree 
in a tree holder and pour in 
the solution. Add warm tap 
water daily, as reeded, to 
keep it filled . Note: Green 
Garik, with micronized iron, 
a natural horticultural iron, 
is availabk at floriRs, garden 
supply and hardware Roces.
Get Karo syrup and a chlorin­
ated bkacn  at youi favorite 
grocery nore ot supermartet.

County Agent Report
by Joe Van Zandt '

A clean-up of peRicide 
application equipment will 
add to the useful life of the 
equipment and eUmin^'e a 
potereial hazard to the farm 
family, farm employees, 
live Rock and pets.

I sugMR one of the follow­
ing metnods to clean the spray
rig

1. Use either a Rrong house­
hold detergent or an ouiKe of 
household ammonia per gallon 
of water. Fill the spray tank
to capacity arxi run the spray­
er about five minutes with tne 
cut-off valve to nozzks closed. 
Then open the cut-off valve 
and drain as much as passible. 
Next, rinse the tank with ck an  
water. Avoid splashing rinse 
water on the skin or eyes.

2. Use at kaR one-third 
of a tank of water adding 1/4 
pound of activated charcoal 
and 1 /8 pound of laundry de­
tergent per 10 gallons of wat­
er. Agitate the mixture vigor­
ously to diRribute charcoal 
throughout the water. Wa4i 
the equipment for two minutes 
by swirling the liquid so that
it reaches all parts of the tank. 
Pump some of the mixture 
through hoses and nozzks.
Drain the tank arxi rinse the 
equipment with clean water. 
Avoid splashing rinse water on 
the skin or eyes.

Other parts of the spray rig 
also need a thorough ckaning. 
Scrub the outside surfaces of 
the spray rig with one of the 
above mixes. Use a Riff 
brink  brush. Remove nozzks

An explosion about 3 p .m . 
Monday at Hansford Feedyaids 
did extensive damage to truck 
scales, cortrol room and feed 
m ill buildings.

Be lived to have been caused 
by gas trapped under the truck 
srales, the explosion blew the 
heavy scales high up into the 
air and lifted a 10x50 foot slab 
of concrete some 12 feet, ob­
servers said.

Four men were slightly in­
jured in the accident. Oliver 
Barnes, 41-year old m ill oper­
ator; Bill Sexton, yard foreman, 
Eldon Vernon bunk rider and 
Kelly Mathews, truck driver, 
were all taken to Hansford Hos­
pital, Barnes was kept over­
night for observation. The oth­
ers were treated and released. 
The men were in the control 
room adjacent to the scales 
at the tim e.

No fire resulted from the 
blast. No grain was damaged.

Damage estimates were not 
known as this story was written, 
but the 'cost will run into 
thousands of dollars according 
to feed yard personnel.

Repair w ork got underway 
immediately and by 3 a .m . 
Tuesday the load-out area was 
resuming normal operations
which consists of mixing at 
least 100 loads of feed dally 
for the 40, 000 head of cattle 
now penned at Hansford Feed- 
yards.
