ADVERSE

According to ], Joe Wright,
associate agronomist at the
High Plains Research Founda-
tion the entrfes in the 1972

rain Sorghum Variety Tests
experienced the most unusual
as well as some of the most
adverse climatic conditions
that he could remember,

Temperature and precipita-
tion records taken at the Foun-
dation show that 1972 was a
year of climatic abnormalties,
The two most significant ones
were the very cool, wet sum-
mer and the cold, wet winter
that began on October 31 with
an ice storm,

The 56 entries in the Doub-
le-Row Crain Sorghum Variety
Test (optimum irrigation) were
combine harvested on Decem-
ber 7. Yields in this test rang-
ed from 5000 to 7800 pounds
per acre and averaged 6720
pounds per acre, Yields in this
test were significantly reduced
uy lodging caused by the afore-
me ationed ice storm and made
more severe by high winds and
snow that delayed harvest for
over a month,

The 36 entries in the Single-

nfant, part time, Row Grain Sorghum Variet

Test were somewhat less al—
fected by the adverse weather

BIRD FEEDING
CAN BRING
MUCH PLEASURE

COLLEGE STATION--Winter
feeding of birds can create a
natural laboratory just outside
your window, providing an op-~
portunity to observe some of
nature 's most beautiful crea-
tures,

Charles Ramsey, wildlife
specialist for the Texas Agri-
cultural Exrension Service,
suggests feeding birds especial-
ly during the winter months
when ice storms or heavy snows
seal up the food supply on the
ground for days or even weeks,

Birds can stand frigid sub-
zero weather if they can eat
enough food to keep up their
body temperatures, points out
the Texas ALM University
specialist,

With the incuisitive chicka
dees usually the first to dis-
cover the whereabouts of gen-
erous handouts, birds readily
accept any hospitality they
can til‘nd during cold weather.

Once suet and seed are put
out, Ramsey advises against
discontinuing fecdinﬁ later in
the winter because the birds
will come to dcr:nd on this
regular sugpl_y of food.

Winter feeding is sometimes
complicated by problem guests
such as English sparrows, star-
lings and squirrels, English
sparrows and starlings are intro-
duced species that shoulder out
their native competitors, They
are not protected by law so
they may be trapped and dis-
posed of. There are several
live-:raps available commer-
cially that are suitable, points
out Ramsey.,

Since trapping may not be
feasible, the specialist sug-
gests scattering scraps of bread
on the ground in the open for
sparrows and starlings while
feeding grain to the more timid
birds in a sheltered spot among
trees or bushes,

Squirrels are sometimes  »
troublesome, but they are also
interesting to observe, Bird
feeders suspended by mall
wires several feet from any-
thing which squirrels might
climb usually solves the prob-
lem.

A though some people object
to the huslymg ways of jays,
these birds are beatufiul crea-
tures, which, like squirrels,
are part of the native wildlife
population, Jays like the larger
seeds such as sunflower and
will scatter a seed mixture with
smaller seeds, So, Ramsey sug-
gests feeding large seed in a
separate feeder for jays,

Birds that would ordinarily
eat insects must be fed animal
food entirely; in other words,
suet, beef fat or chopped meat,
Seed-eating birds will eat lit-
tle except vegetable food.
Some birds such as nutharches
and chickadees, will eat both
suet and seeds. A minimum va-
riety of feed should include
suvet, sunflower seed, millet
and cracked corn, suggests the
specialist,

As far as feeding devices
are concerned, many are
available commercially, But
a small shelf tacked to a tree
to hold seeds and a small piece
of hardware cloth to hold suet
will be sufficient, adds Ramsey.

until June 2 the cool, wet
weather conditions of uly and
August significantly delayed
the maturity of many of the
medium and medium late ma-
turing entries, This delay
eventually resulted in moder-
ate to severe midge damage
to many of these later matur-
ing grain sorghum hybrids,
Thus, midge damage as well
as lodging reduced yields in
this test, This test was com-
bine harvested on December
1. Yields ranged from 2440 to
5720 pounds per acre and av-
eraged 4020 pounds per acre,

Wright added that, "the
reports on all data taken from
the tests will be published in
the 1972 Annual Report of
the High Plains Research
