World War II NSU policy 
holders will receive $13, 824, 
000. Dividends for Texas 
World War I veterans will 
average $14€ and veterans 
retaining NSLI pobcies from 
W'orld War II service will 
average $75.

Under the new program 
adopted in 1972, the WWII 
dividends ran be used to 
purchase paid up additions 
to the insurance coverage.
At of year’s end. 908, 838 
WW II veterans had eketed  
to purchase the paid up in­
surance rather than receive 
the dividends in cash.

Coker noted that 1973 will 
be the sixth consecutive year 
dividends on NSU have been 
increased. NSU dividends 
will average $71,61 per In­
sured veteran, whik IfSCU 
dividertds will average 
$ 1 4 j.5 7  per insured.

Tlie increase in dividends 
is due mainly to higher 
yeildt on investments of 
the two insurance trust funds, 
it was explained.

The latest figures indicate 
that no kss than 28.8  per­
cent of the married women 
in Hansford County are now 
employed outside the home 
or are looking for such em ­
ployment. In I960 the ratio

was ‘24.8 percent.
Nationally, there are near­

ly 19 million married women 
who go to work each day. 
Some of them have full-time 
jobs and some part-time jobs. 
They outnumber their slngk 
sisters by about 50 percent.

The facts arxJ figures are 
from the Depattmert of Com­
merce, the Labor Depart­
ment and othen.

They show that married 
women have drasticallv alter­
ed the hob market in ttre past
decade. They accounted fot 
43 precent of the total num­
ber of new job opportunities 
and about 75 percent of the 
fem ak employment gains.

Much of the increase has 
been due to m iddk-age wo­
men, who have more time on 
their hands, now that their 
children are growing up.

However, the major advance 
in the past five years has 
been among younger manied 
women, those in the 20 to

24 age brachet, worxir^ to 
suppfcment their husbands, 
income. There arc 40 percent 
more of them at work now 
than there were in 1966, says 
the Department of Labor.

The figures for Hansford 
Couny show a rising pro­
portion of women-married 
and unmarried--holding down 
jobs.

The 1960 census listed a 
total of 569 in the labor force, 
equal to 28 .2  percent of the 
local fem ak population of 
working age.

Accoidir^ to the latest cen­
sus, ft has now reached 30 .2  
percent, with a working force 
of 642.

OPENS
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New Goal 
For

Agriculture
COLLEGE STATION---Dr.
John E Hutchuon, director 
of the Texas Agricukural 
Extension Service, hat an­
nounced that preliminary ex- 
timlnary estimares indicate 
that gross agricukural in­
come in Texas for 1972 will 
exceed the $3.76 billion

foal set in 1968 to be reached 
y 1976. This announce­
ment was made to news 

media repiesentatives attend­
ing a recent Extension Press 
Day banquet at Texas A&M 
Dtuversity.

"The record agricukural in ­
come level forecast for 
1972 is a consequence of a 
number of Interacting factors," 
Hutchison said. One item 
was the establishmeit of a 
specific income goal for 
Texas agricukure by the 
Extension Service in coopera­
tion with other agricultural 
agencies, organizations and 
i^ ividaul leaders which per- 
mined independent action 
designed to achieve the ob­
jective by all interested 
groups.

“Another key factor, “ the 
director say. “was the devel­
opment by Extension special­
ists of comprehensive pro­
duction and marketing guide­
lines. embodying all the best 
practices from modern re­
search, for each economically 
important agricukural com­
modity produced in the state.* 

These guidelines were then 
placed into the hands of each 
of the respective producers 
of these commodities b\ local 
county agents. The widespread 
application of these practices 
was a major contributor to 
the achievement of the state­
wide goal.

Hutchison noted that an­
other factor way generally 
favorable weather conditiotB 
for most areas of the state, 
coupled with fairly stable 
prices.

However, the director 
cautioned that unfavorable 
harvesting weather in the 
western cotton producing 
aicas of the state may still 
reduce income estim ates-- 
but these estimates have re­
cognized that considerable 
cotton and other crops vreie 
still in the field.

While recognizing the sub­
stantial increase in gross agri­
cultural Income, Hutchison 
emphasized that net income 
in terms of returns on invest­
ments in production agricul­
ture still lagged behir^ com­
parable returns for nonagricul- 
tural industry. "Production 
agriculture remains one of 
the most competitive irxius- 
tries in American, and the need 
to improve r*t returns on in­
vestments in farming arxJ 
ratKhing it n ill critica l-- 
especially for the family 
farmer. " he said.

On the assumption that 1972 
cash recepts fromagricukute 
will exceed the $3. 76 billion 
goaU Hutchison issued a chal­
lenge to try for $4.76 billion 
by the end of crop year 1976.
He asked news media tepres- 
ertatives for their reaction to 
the sugKtred new goal and 
stated tnat he planned to 
meet with state agricukural 
leaders to determine whether 
they consider the new objective 
feasible.

'I t  will take the combines 
efforts of the total agricukural 
industry if the objective is to be 
reached, ” he emphasized,
"and those of you with the 
agricukural press have a vital 
role to play in such a massive 
undertaking. "

Focusing other remarks on 
the future role of the Exten­
sion Service in Texas, the 
d ircaor pointed out that the 
7 0 -year old principles of 
Extension education which 
have evolved since Extension 
had its beginning with a boll 
weevil control demonstration 
in Kaufman County in 1903 
have been so adequately- 
tested that thev can be put for­
ward with conficence as a 
guide to effective programs 
today.

"Extension education has 
become a well-defined dis­
cipline and the Extension 
service is recognized as an 
effective education delivery 
system for teaching and mo­
tivating people,"

Hutemson sutes that he 
expects Extension to be asked 
to utxiertake expanded e f­
forts to achieve specific goals 
established at the nationaL 
state and locaMevels.

"It is my conviction that 
the Extension Service, which 
reaches into each county and 
each community of the state, 
should be willing to under­
take any program which has 
the potential for improving 
the economic and social wel­
fare of the people of the 
state--so long as adequate re­
sources are provided to sup­
port the additiorul activities 
without diminishirq; in any 
way the essential services for 
farm, ranch arxJ rural 
people, * he concluded.
