Residents o f Hansford Coun­
ty w ill have mote money to 
sperxl In the next fewmorths, 
thanks to bigger checks arriv­
ing from Washington.

Much of this cash w ill be 
in ttic form o f tax refunds to 
people in the loca l a x a  who 
paid a larger amount in with- 
nokllng taxes during tlic past 
year, through payroll deduc­
tions, than was necessary.

Mote money w ill be going, 
also, to government em ploy­
ees, including th ox  in the 
armed forces. Nationally, tlic 
pay hikes w ill put an addition­
al $2.3 b illion  in circulation 
during the year.

To be benefited, too, are 
x v e ra l categories o f people 
who a x  getting social secur­
ity . Besides the 20 percent 
in e x a x  that went into effect 
generally last Septem ixr, a 
special fund o f $2 billion  has 
been made available to aid 
widows, widowers and disabl­
ed persons who fa ll within 
certain categories.

A ll o f which means more 
spcrxilng money for consum­
ers and in c x a x d  business for 
local merchants.

As for tax refunds, they w ill 
go to some 1,250 persons In 
Hansford County, it is estim­
ated, and w ill total about 
$215, 000 baxd  upon figures 
from the Treasury Department 
as to the size and the number 
o f  checks It expects to issue.

The total retund, national­
ly, w ill be about $7 billion, 
considerably more than usual. 
It w ill go to lOi 000,000 
taxpayers who w ill get an 
average o f $1 75 ap iece.

Togetlier with t lx  $2.3 
billion  pay Incrcax to gov ­
ernment workers arxl the $2 
b illion  r ix  in social xcurity  
checks, money in circulation 
w ill be boosted over $11 b il­
lion by t l x x  distributions.

Tlic portion o f this that w ill

fo to Hansford County resl- 
ents, assuming that the aver­

age payout applies loca lly , 
figures out to approximately 
$337, 000.

Business in the local area 
and in most other parts o f the 
country w ill boom during the 
rest o f 1973, i f  the foredasts 
o f ttie economists ate borne 
out.

The conxnsus o f a group 
o f them, meeting at The 
Conference Boara, was that 
consumer sjiending w ill reach 
$782 billion, a gain o f 8.5 
percent over 19,2. The prob­
lem, as they x e  it, is to re­
duce unemploymert and, at 
the same tim e, avoid excess­
ive Inflation.

NATURAL GAS DEREGULA­
TIO N  WILL HELP CONSUM­
ERS

Consumers in d iv e tx  re­
gions o f the United States 
are experiencing natural gas 
shortages this winter. Even 
consumers in t lx  gas produc­
ing states are being affected 
by th ex  shortages. In Texas, 
for example there are com ­
munities where supply has 
not been able to keep pace 
with demand. The University 
o f Texas at Austin was rcce it- 
ly forced to c lo x  for a num­
ber o f days d ix  to a lack of 
natural gas supply uxd for 
heating campus buildings and 
for power generation.

Natural gas shortages are 
going to Increax inboth  x -  
verity and breadth. This is 
becaux we cannot expect to 
reverx  overnight a trend 
which has been underway for 
many years. It takes x ve ra l 
years to find, develop and 
market new gas supplies.

Natural gas shortage means 
that consumers are being de­
nied the cleanest burning fuel 
at a time when we arc real­
izing t lx  major importance o f 
improving and protecting our 
environment.

It has been reliably esti­
mated that the United States 
posxsxs undiscovered re x r -  
voirs o f natural gas large 
enough to supply our needs 
for many decades.

The basic problem has

been that economic incent­
ives have not been sufficient 
to attract the amounts o f risk 
capital necessary for rxw gas 
exploration on tne scale which 
would provide the increaxd 
supplies now being demanded.

The Federal Power Com­
mission, since it began 18 
years ago to regulate the 
price of gas sold in imerstate 
com m erce, has held the price 
at an unrealistically low lev ­
e l .  This may have xem ed  
beneficial for consumers over 
the short run, but now we ate 
paying the penalty and that 
penalty is a shortage of sup­
ply.

Regulations that have held 
natural gas price unrealistic- 
a lly  low have also dixouraged 
exploration while the demand 
for cleanburning natural gas 
has increaxd . As a result, 
over the past few years we 
have consumer mote gas 
than we have found.

In recognition o f this wor- 
xn in g  situation, 1 have intro­
duced in the Senate legisla­
tion to relieve the Federal 
Power Commission o f the job 
o f regulating Interstax gas 
prices and to return that fun­
ction to the free market place.

It has been argued that leg­
islation to deregulate natural 
gas prices is not politically 
feasibk.’ , that sixh action is 
not in line with efforts toward 
consumer protection and that 
"w in d -fa ll" profits would re­

sult for the gas Industry.
A free market price for na­

tural gas w ill not result in 
"w in d fa ir  profits for the gas 
industry but it might allow in­
dustry to obtain a price which 
w ill encourage, rather than 
discourage, exploratory act = 
iv lty . I am concerned that 
consumers be assured in the fu­
ture o f the supplies o f gas they 
demand.

Adequate supply is in the 
consumer interest and as soon 
as that becomes clear, legis­
lation to deregulate the price 
o f gas w ill become not only 
poutically feasible but the 
action that the public de­
mands ar«3 dexrves.

Continuation o f ptexnt pol­
icies w ill result in a situation 
In which many consumers w ill 
not have any gas to buy at 
any price. But free market 
pricing o f natural gas is r »t  
going to result in a drastic in­
c rea x  in the average con­
sumer price. Gas is contracted 
for sale under long-term con­
tracts--usually 20 years. Thus, 
for the most part, prices would 
r ix  only for newly d ixovered  
gas or in caxs  where old con­
tracts are expiring. Further­
more, in the free market, gas 
prices would r ix  only to the 
point where they compete with 
other fuels.

The FPC has approved a 
price for imported liquid nat­
ural gas o f four times the 
price for domestic natural 
gas. If  we do not move to ob­
tain Increaxd domestic sup­
plies, consumers w ill be buy­
ing the higher priced impwted 
gas and they’ l l  probably W  
very glad to get it. So I think 
It is in the consumer Interest 
to increax the supply o f the 
cheaper domestic natural gas, 
even i f  the price o f that gas 
does r ix  somewhat.

M o «--b u t not a ll--aged  
widows and dependent widow­
ers w ill get incieaied pay­
ments from social security 
starting next momh, accord­
ing to Howard L. Weatherly, 
social security bratx:h mana­
ger in Pampa.

Widows don't have to do 
anything to get these increases. 
The increases w ill begin with 
checks to  be mailed early 
in February.

“Some o f those who get 
increases may not get at much 
as they expected, " Weatherly 
said. "Ouestions we're get­
ting indicate there's some 
comusion about widows bene­
fits. “

Under the new social secur- 
law, itKieases w ill go to 

I percera o f the 3j m illion  
widows who get momhly pay- 
mems based on their late hus­
bands social security records, 
according to Weatherly.
“About 2 out o f 5 widows w ill 
get 21.2 percent mote than 
they were getting, “ he said. 
“ About half w ill get increases 
ra r in g  from about 1 percert 
to 21 percent.

The 21.2 percem increase 
w ill be paid to women who 
started ^ n in g  widows bene­
fits at 65 or later. “They 
ate women whose deceased 
husbands did not take retire- 
mem betefits until age 65 
or over or had dies before be­
coming em itted to  retire- 
mem beneflo, “ Weatherly 
said. “ Previously, a widow's 
benefit could be no more 
than 82j percent o f the 
amoum that would have been 
payable to her husband at 
age 66. “

Smaller increases w ill be 
paid to  widows who rim  got 
checks before 65. For ex ­
ample, a widow who sutted 
getting paymems at 62 w ill 
now gm  82.9 percem o f her 
husband's benerit. Previously, 
she got 82.5 percem.
