If you have any material cover­
ing old-time schoob or school 
books, you may have read 
aboiR It. but it ’s doubtful any­
one in these parts ever saw ore. 
It it very small, pocket size 
aboiR 3x4 Inches with a think 
wooden back which is coveted 
over In heavy blue paper. This 
book was printed in Boson, 
around 1800.

In those days teaching was 
by rote arxl drill. Ereourage- 
ment was by the rod. Obedieiee 
to  God, patent and teacher was 
the founaation for learning. The 
purpose of Puritan education 
was to thwart Satan by teach- 
inc children the principles of 
reuglon, the laws of their 
country and to train them for 
useful labor and commerce.
The educational alms and me­
thods in this linle book seem 
incredibly harsh and aliem to 
us in this day and tim e.

Very charactetisic of the 
colonial period were the em ­
phasis laid on tcUgious instruc­
tion. Children were perpetual- 
fy enveloped week-days, and 
S^undaw In an atmosphere sat­
urated with re liglous forms, 
services, ideas and languages. 
In school, beginners were ask­
ed these quesdotv Have you 
lean t to know who God is'’

IVhat must you do to escape 
God's anger which your sins 
have deserved?

ktsons for youth" to show what 
stern stuff was put irto  these 
lessons Foolishness is bound 
up in the heart of a child, but 
the rod of correction shall 
drive it from him. Liars shall 
have their part in the lake

which burnt with fire and brim­
stone. Upon the wicked God 
shall rain an horrible tempest. 
There were alto various an­
cient proverbs tucked away be" 
tween lessons. One reads tnus 
Young folks think old folks to 
be foob; but old folks know 
young ones to be so.

Ll'BBOCK--The rapid buildup 
of volunteer sorghum plants in 
West Texas grain fields has 
caused much concern among 
farmers, seed producers and 
weed scientists, says Dr.
James Supak, area agronomist 
of the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service at Lubbock.

These pests, he explains, 
compete with grain sorghum 
for nutrients, water and sun­
light. In addition, many of 
the off-type or weedy sorghums, 
because they are prolific seed 

roducers, cortribute to new 
nfestations in succeeding 

years.
"Now that farmers are plan­

ning their cropping programs 
for the coming season, *  Supak 
says, "this is the time to give 
some attention to controlling 
the wobbm.

These type plarts 
produce soft seed which are 
more apt to decompose or ger­
minate during the off season, 
thus permitting volunteer 
plams to be eUminated by 
freezing weather or by fall 
and spring tillage operations.

"To encoura^ decomposi­
tion and voluttcer growth in 
the fall or early spring, "Su­
pak says, "it is a good practice 
to shred and disc immediately 
after harvest.

"Incorxtast, several years 
may be required to elimirute 
the ta ll, fine-stemmed, open­
headed weedy sorghums which 
rcsembb the sudangiasses. 
These types tend to produce 
hard seed which ftequerviy 
shatter before harvest, remain­
ing dormant in the soil for sev­
eral years."

Explains Supak, "Both the 
weedy arxl off-type sorghums 
are virtually impossibb to 
control by any method other 
than roguing once they have 
emerged arid are growing in a 
grain sorghum field. Although 
ft is a fairly expensive opera­
tion, roguing is extremely 
important if crop rotation is 
ncx practiced and if  the fields 
arc still relatively free of 
weedy sotghums.^'

By far the best method for 
controlling volunteer plants, 
Supak declares, is rotating 
grain sorghum with wheat or 
broad b a f  row crops such as 
soybeans or cotton. Rotation

with wheat it desirabb since 
it allows the fields to be cb a n - 
tilled during the spring arxl 
summer montiis. Rotation with 
summer broadteaf crops ate es­
pecially good since herbicides 
recommended for controlling 
grasses can be used with these 
crops.

The Lubbock-based agro­
nomist says that West Texas 
farmers can help albviate 
their problems with volunteer 
sorghums by buying seed from 
tepuiabte seed companies 
which have a reputation for 
selling eban  seed, by coniin- 
uous roguing and by adapting 
^ood rotation practices in con- 
jutKtlon with effective herbi­
cides.
