Grain dealers
in this area, awed bv the 
high prices being offered 
i l l  grains, note that the
highest price they can 
remember was in January or 
February o f 1947 when tnc 
golden grain reached a 
value 01 $2.97 a bushel. 
Right after that the goverm- 
ment put an embargo on the 
rain, and the p ic c  Jroppd 
kc a stone.

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o f Last week and came back 
up to $4.50 Friday. Mon­
day's price locally was 
$4.75.

Kenneth A llen  o f Equity 
Elevators said "The world 
is buying more grain now 
than it ever has before. "
He explained that in the 
past other countries have 
waxed to buy grain from the 
II. S but rould not afford it.

"Now with the growing 
■ afflucno.' o f many countries 
they can afford the grain 
anu w a x  it both for food 
and for feed to increase 
their supply of ted meat. "

Grain dealers agreed that 
the overseas demand is the 
primary reason for the 
ficreasc in prices. They 
expect the price to rise still 
further, i f  the governm ex 
stays out o f the picture and 
allows the law o f supply and 
demand to take its course. 
This is the first time since 
World War II t lat the price 
o f wheat has reached 'parity' 
with xher products.sold in 
the U.S

Some of the couxrics 
ordering grain, especially 
wheat, from the U S. in 
large volumes include 
Russia, Japan. Red Cliina, 
Bangladesh, Israel, Egypt, 
and Argex ina , as well as 
many Xhers. Argentina, 
a larger importer this year, 
has been a major exporter 
o f wheat.

A ll the dealers agreed 
that the price increase on 
whear, although large, 
w ill have little e ffect on 
the housewife shopping for

bread in the supermarMCt.
A $1 rise per bushel for 
wheat w ill probably raise 
the price of bread in the 
store from 304 cex s . Most 
of the' cost o f a loaf o f bread, 
or an\ type of cereal is 
90-95 percent processing 
and lalKir, and only 5 per 
c c x  of the cost was the 
wheat.

The wheat dealers said 
they have n x  bought 
much wheat since the price 
hit $3, though there was 
some comitw through a ll 
the tim e. Tncy said most 
o f the w tie at locally was 
sold for $2. 50.

Feed grain prices have 
also reached record propor- 
t io x ,  and this w ill directly 
e ffect the price o f beef 
and x h e t animals fed on 
grain before being sex  to 
market. The price o f grain 
sorghum has already reached 
$4.80 up over a dollar 
from a month ago.

A ll grain dcakrs agreed 
that the present price for 
wheat is what the farmers 
deserve after many ye irs of 
low prices and poor weather 
and ecops.

Hareford C ouxy farmers 
harvested 206, 134.7 acres 
o f wheat this year with a 
good yield. At an approxi­
mate average yield of .36
bushels per acre and an 
average selling price o f $3 
this meare an income of 
over $22 m fllion put imo 
the county.

$70, 000.00 o f tiicsc bonds 
to be paid off.

In 1971 the Commissioners 
Court and Board of D irectox 
o f Haxford Hospital rook a 
peck in to the future. And 
what they saw was rising costs, 
which is now quite evident to 
us a ll. AnJ so at that time 
it was decided to present to 
the Legislature of Texas a bill 
so tliat a Hospital District 
could be voted upon by the 
people o f Hansford Countv.
As the C om m its iox 'x  arx]
Board looked i x o  the matter 
they found it requited a gieat 
deal o f hard work to get the 
project through the Legislature. 
This Bill was patterned after 
Deaf Smith County Hospital 
District, also Moore Couxy 
has the same Bill.

A box  the Bill as it reads
1. It gives the people of 

H axfo id  flo u x v  the privi­
lege o f voting tor a Hospital 
District.

2. The Board would he al­
lowed to set the proposed 15^ 
rare.

3. The Board o f Directox 
w ill be appoixed by the Com- 
missionex < ourt for a two 
year period.

4. A ll revenues raised in 
the Hospital District rem aix  
in the Hospital District.

5. Bill protects Hansford 
County from outside ix erfer- 
ence such as other Hospital 
Districts.

There certainly have been 
many questions asked abox  
the Hospital District. First 
let me say tliat tlic Board of 
D irectox has no i x c x i o x  of 
buiUirtg Doctox clinics or 
furnishing the same. There 
arc laws that has to he abided 
by which prohibit the Board 
from collecting an unreason­
able amount of revenues.
First a budget has to he sub­
mitted arxl after the yrax  
operation tlie bools are audit­
ed not only by our own audi­
tors, b x  also by two Medicate 
audits. A ll revenues ate than 
taken into consideration arxl 
i f  the audit diows a sxplus of 
money the rate has to be re­
duced to compensate for the 
expenses. At this time the 
Board feels that 15^ is the 
rate that w ill be set. This 
w ill bring into Hansford Hos­
pital District $58,000.00 Of 
this $-58, 000.00 the Hospital 
District assumes a ll the in­
debtedness of Hansford Coun­
ty for the Hospital. The way 
the money w ill he spex is 
$15, 000.00 for the nonded in­
debtedness. $5, 000. 00 for 
interest. $10, 000.00 operating 
expenses and $28, 000.00 for 
capital im provem exs. At 
the presex time Hareford 
Hospital receives $10,000.00 
for operating expenses through 
a 3e ad valorem tax. In the 
e v e x  a Hospital District is 
created the ^  ad valorem 
tax would be dropped. So 
actually the rate is only 128. 
The Board of D irectox feel 
that tliis is the lowest possible 
feasable amoum. The Hos­
pital needs to replace equip­
ment such as the beds arid 
mattresses. After 12 yeax 
the bixls have simply worn 
out a x ' we have n x  been able 
to get parts to repair them any 
longer.

School bill 
doubled in 
last decade

The yearly tall for educa­
tion in America is now run­
ning at around $85 billion Al­
lowing for inflation, that is 
double what it was a decade 
ago

Private education takes up 
about 17 per cent of the figure. 
The rest goes to public educa­
tion at all levels, nearly two- 
thirds of It being at the ele­
mentary and secondary lev­
els.

School financing was once 
left primarily to local school 
districts, the money coming 
mainly from property taxes 
With the steadily rising costs 
of education and the increas­
ing inability of local districts 
to meet them, however, state 
legislatures and the federal 
government were called upon 
to play a larger financing 
role.

In 1961 the federal govern­
ment contributed 4.3 per cent 
and state governments 38.7 
per cent of school revenues. 
The rest came from local and 
other sources

Today local sources still ac­
count for more than 50 per 
cent of school revenues, while 
federal and state contribu­
tions have increased to more 
than seven and 40 per cent re­
spectively.

None-revenue receipts in­
clude all monies received 
from loans, sales of bonds, 
sales of property purchased 
from capital funds, and insur­
ance adjustments.

As a protest against soaring 
school casts, taxpayers have 
voted against many school- 
bond 1S.SUCS

In San Diego, Calif., where 
every bond issue has been

turned down in the past six 
years, Thomas L. Goodman, 
superintendent of the city 
school system, said, “ People 
are mad about higher taxes 
and they're worried about so 
many pressing issues that a 
school bond issue is the only 
place where they can express 
their displeasure with the way 
things are."

Dissatisfaction with current 
curriculums and teaching 
methods, as well as the con­
troversy over school busing, 
are cited as reasons for so 
many bond issues being de­
feat^.

Said Dr. William Steg'man, 
deputy superintendent for op­
erations with the San Diego 
Unified School District, 
“ Many school systems don’t 
have tJie resources to meet 
the changing demands on 
education because they can’t 
get a bond issue passed. It’s a 
problem we face in San Diego, 
and they’re facing it in Los 
Angeles, Detroit and just 
about any other big city 
school system.”

In the past 10 years all three 
levels of government have in­
creased their contribution for 
public elementary and secon­
dary schools. Federal reve­
nues rose by more than |2 bil­
lion, state revenues by $11 bil- 
lion and local revenues by $13 
billion.

Ekhication accounts for over 
two-fifths at total state and lo­
cal government spending. In 
terms of groas national prod­
uct, the nation i t  now qiend-

mg eight per cent annually on 
education — a greater propor­
tion of the national income 
than formerly

President Nixon's pirns for 
re-orienting federal aid to 
education has met with con­
siderable opposition from lo­
cal school officials who fear 
tliey will get less money from 
Washington than they have 
been getting

Under the plan, the Admin­
istration proposes to abolish 
virtually all present pro­
-a m s  for aiding elenientar> 
and secondarx education and 
to replace them with educa­
tion revenue-sharing — 
money given to states and 
communities with only broad 
guidelines rather than narrow 
restrictions on how it can be 
spent

More than 30 special cate­
gorical programs financed di­
rectly by the federal govern­
ment would be abandoned. In 
their place the revenue-shar­
ing program, divided into five 
b ro^  categories of assis­
tance, would channel the 
same amount of money from 
Washington to the states

Total assistance would con­
tinue at $2.8 billion a year, in­
cluding $1.5 billion for disad­
vantaged children and lesser 
amounts for vocational edu­
cation, help for the handi­
capped, support services and 
compensation for the impact 
of large numbers of federal 
workers.

The atm is to have an in­
creased concentration of fed­
eral aid where it is most 
needed — that is, in areas 
where poverty is concen­
trated or where federal instal­
lations have created special 
burdens on local school sys­
tems.

News reports already are 
warning o f black market deal­
ings and under-the-counter 
transactions In beef. Without 
qu c«lon  shortages w ill result 
In the supermarkets. We w ill 
be facing these shortages not 
only in the Immediate v,cete 
ahead, but barring a relaxa­
tion o f the cortrou on beef, 
such as has been granted for 
other agricultural and meat 
products, anvone planning a 
barbecue in September or 
October might he well advised 
to purchase the meat before 
too many days have passed.
It simply w ill not be available 
in the fa il.

Few quenion the fact that 
the price o f beef wouki In­
crease as a direct lesult of the 
removal on comrols. But, 
perhaps far better to cunfron 
slight increases in cost today 
when supplies can he obtain­
ed at the supermarket than to 
confront even greater increases, 
compounded by shortages In 
supply, several weeks from now 
when controls arc lifted.

Would It rwt be more desir­
able to pay a few cents per 
pound mote now, and be able 
to  purchase and consume the 
meat, than to he willing to 
pay even higher prices in Sep­
tember and find the product 
unavailable at the market'’

On June 29th, I Introduced 
legislation to remove price con­
trols from meat, poultry, and 
dairy products, and on feed 
grain ingredients. I am pleas­
ed that ^  adminiRration, in 
Phase Four, has followed my 
propoul as reflected in its 
lifting o f coftrols on each of 
these products except beef.
A first important step has been 
taken, but until beet is treat­
ed litew isc, the continued 
econom ic Rrictute is far from 
equitable and in the long 
run. self-defeating.

ftrhapi it was inended 
that the September 12th date 
for the removal o f con rob  
on beef would inapire those 
in the industry to tighten 
their belts and hold on for
the reUcf In sight. Unfoitun 
Itc ly ,  Jnspiratlon alone w ill  
not keep a processing plant
in operation when losses e x ­
ceed profits to such tremen­
dous extents as have been 
experienced.

And, unforturutcly, inspir­
ation alone w ill not provide 
a filling meal to those Am eri­
can fam ilies who in the early 
fa ll seek beef for tlieir tables.

One o f the reform provis­
ions requites that by July 1, 
1975, the C . U , commUsion- 

er must promulgate rules re­
quiring that all Texas credit 
unions provide fur deposit in­
surance for a ll their members.

Reportedly, our state com ­
mission is looking into the 
feasibility o f a m ultip le-«u te 
approach to deposit insuranct^ 
as well as other plans.

H. B. 1673 changed tlie 
rules for organizing a statc- 
chanered credit union by re­
quiring that the articles o f in­
corporation include the names 
and addresses o f the initial 
board o f directors; itKrcascd 
the cliartcr fee from $10 to 
$50; gave the C , U , com m ­
ission stronger authority fui 
investigation o f appication 
data; raised the minimum

paid-in capital from $100 to 
$1,000 and set a minimum 
membership requirement o f 
100.

Under the penalty provis­
ions o f the act, it is a misde­
meanor crime for a credit 
union to lend to noniiiembers. 
And, it is now a felony crim e 
to falsify C . U. reports; em ­
bezzle from a credit union; 
conceal facts or suppress ev id ­
ence material to a legal pro­
ceeding, or to accept a bon­
us or "k ick-back" in connect­
ion with the making o f a 
credit union loan or invest­
ment.

As legal counsel for the 
Texas Credit Union Commis­
sion, and as lawyer fur the 
people o f Texas, the Attor­
ney General's o ffice  w ill 
make every effort to see that 
this law is enforced, and 
that all concerned exercise 
a constant vigilance to sec 
wlietlier it may he necessary 
to further strengthen our laws, 
and do a ll we can to protect 
the public interest.

F O R  V I T f  R A N S l
The Veterans Administrat­

ion has initiated new measures 
making it easier for married 
veterans to qualify for guarant­
eed home loans.

Administrator o f Veterans 
Affairs Donald E. Johnson said 
VA regional offices tiave been 
told o f the July 18 changes.

* In consideration o f current 
social and economic patterns, 
VA w ill hereafter recognize 
in full the income and expen­
ses o f both the veteran and 
spouse in detemiining ability 
to repay a loan ob ligation ," 
Johnson explained.

He noted VA is required by 
law to determine if  the con­
templated terms o f repayment 
bear a proper relation to the 
veteran's anticipated income 
And expenses tx.‘ fore approv­
ing a loan.

The .spouse*< income has 
always been considered for 
tills purpost.', but in the p a s t, 
local rules whicli had the e f ­
fect o f discounting th e  young 
wife's income were often im ­

posed. Under the new policy, 
no such local rules w ill be 
imposed and the wife's in­
com e w ill be given full con­
sideration.
