Eligibility Is determined at 
the local level, by weighing 
Income against Income tax 
Social Security, and In some 
cases work-related child cate 
and medical expenses.

They will also take Into 
account excessive rent and 
utlUty bills. To qualify, ap- 
plicifis tnu9 Havc records 
showinc proof of their Income 
and deductions as well as oth- 
erexMtises. One Important 
qualification for eligibility 
in the program is that all able- 
^ i e d  members of a family 
between the ages of 18 and 
65 must register to work. On­
ly those responsible for the 
care of family members under 
18 or incapacitated adults 
would be exempt.

Students who work at least 
30 hourt a week or who are 
enrolled at least half-time In 
a school or training program 
recognized by the federal, 
state or local govemmeri ag­
ency will also te eligible.

When the local, state or 
federal employment agency 
nnds a job tliat meets certain 
suitability requitemerfs for 
the applicant, he or she must 
•ccept the work or lose their 
eligihility for food stamps. 
Applicants to the food stamp 
program arc not required to 
join or resign from any recog­
nized labor organization as a 
condition of empIoyTnct*.

Under the prograrr, a fam­
ily is mailed an A irthorizatlon 
to Purchase (ATP) card each 
month which tells how many 
stamps they ate eligible to re­

ceive and what they must pay 
To male up the 

difference between what tlic 
family is able to pay and tire 
number of stamps required to 
have an adequate diet, bom* 
stamps are issued. Mow much 
a family must pay is adjusted 
t̂ o the net income of the whole 
household.

For example, a four person 
household who had a tKt In­
come of less than $30 a month 
would receive $116 in free 
stamps for the mot«h. The 
same household with a rret In­
come of $360 a month would 
have to pay $92 for the same 
amount of stamps.

The card and the required 
amour* of money are taken to 
designated issuing offices for 
focw stamps, arxi any money 
collected is then sent to the 
Ignited Sutes Treasury.

Applicatxs to the program 
then go to partlclpatlr^ food 
Roies where they can buy all 
food products except those that 
are Imported.

The stores treat the stamps 
like cash, an! deposit them 
in tfic bank with their regul­
ar deposit. The USDA then 
ledcems them with money.

An important aspect o f  the 
new program it a hener bal­
anced and more nutritional 
approach to helping low In­
come families. Under the 
present commodities program 
tiic foods used arc those lab­
eled as surplus. Thus they 
are not necessarily products 
that by themselves comprise 
a balanced diet, and in fact 
tend to be mostly starchy 
staples. Especially import­
ant to people on social 
diets, the etderly and small 
chiklten, the program will 
enable them to purchase 
what they need rather than 
what it available.

Food stamps will be avail­
able to all persons, without 
regard to race, color, creed, 
sex. national origin on polit­

ical affiliation. Also, It any 
applicant is denied food 
stamps or if he feels the num­
ber he was ccitincd for was 
wrong, they arc entitled to 
a fair hearing on the denial.

Irr ig a tio n  Is Key 
Factor For Forage

Irrigation Is likely to be a 
key factor In maximum wh­
eat pasture forage product­
ion this fall and winter, ac­
cording to Lubbock-based 
irrigation specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. If feed costs con­
tinue to be high, there will 
be an extra bonus for the low­
er-cost forage.

Two fall irrigations, es­
pecially in dry years. In ad­
dition to either a waterir^- 
up or preplarf application 
will usually produce maxi­
mum forage, Leon New.

Good, early fall grazing 
can normally be obtained 
from late August-planted 
wheat with an irrigation in 
mid to late October and early 
November white remperatures 
are nill up, Vvatcr use is low 
prior to this time, the specia- 
lin says, and deep rooting 
should be encouraged. By 
November 1, however, the 
water use rate is likely to be 
over one and a half im hes 
every ten days,

"ft is best arid often mote 
converter* to make the first 
application hefore cattle arc 
placed on wheat pasture," 
says New. "This prevents 
trampling of valuable forage 
and compacting wet soil, a til 
helps avoid rieating to dry 
Helds.

"A second fall imgarion In 
Decemhet or January may he 
reeded to continue goixl for­
age growth. Moisture stored 
by this application encourages 
early 'pring growth and may 
he especially Impottanr dur­
ing dry vears to maintain for- 
agi qiub'ty and even Hand 
survival. " he adds. "Vegefa-

ing late January and February 
because very little growth oc­
curs during temperatures under 
45 degrees."

The Extension specialist 
cautions that high toil moisture 
during unusually warm periods 
can promote plant water up­
take and cause freeze damage 
later, especially to test win­
ter-hardy wheat varieties and 
oats and barley. Overgrazed 
plants may ako be susceptible 
to freeze damage under timl- 
lat weather and moisture cond­
itions. Early to mid-Decem­
ber applications may help pre­
vent freeze damage, deplend- 
Ing on weather severity.

"Research hat shown very 
Uttte to no retponae to a third 
fall irrigation. '  New explains. 
"Adequate moixuie it impoit- 
am. though, for forage prod­
uction in early tpring when 
soil anl air tem^iatuies in­
crease. An irrigation In Mar­
ch is likely to boori forage pro- 
duiiion, especially i f  winter 
snow and rainfall are light and 
wheat it to be grazed out."

In contra.<t. says New, gtaln 
yields have been irtluem'ed 
very little by early spring ap- 
pUcations. Heavy irrigation is 
not recommended during tiller­
ing and jointing for grain pro­
duction since it produces more 
straw and encourages lodging.

I'ood response Is normally 
obtained for grain and fora^ 
production from irrigations at 
booting aboi* mid-April and 
heading In early May when ade­
quate moisture it critical, he 
contends. Forage yield it high 
during this time if moisture is 
optimum.
