Poll on Penalty

A recent Harris survey in.
dicates that Americans be-
,h‘eve that the death penally

'should be restored and en-
iforced. Fifty-nine per cent of
‘the respondents favored res-
toration of the death penalty,
while 31 per cent opposed it.

“The key to current think-
ing on capital punishment,”

said Louis Harris, “can be
found in the belief that it
has a deterrent effect on

people who might otherwise
take the life of another per-
son."
Effective Protection

There is honest disagree-
ment about the question of
the deterrent value of the
death penalty.

But there can be no dis-
agreement about this: mur-
derers who are executed do

not kill any more innocent
victims.
Those who have been op-

posing the death penalty for
convicted killers should con-
sider their burden of guilt
when men who have been
convicted of murder kill yet
more innocent people. Like a
16-month-old baby boy . . .
or a warden and a deputy
warden . . . or a policeman
walking across a parking lot.
Some people declare that
their opposition to the death
penalty is based on the Serip-
tural injunction, ‘‘Thou shalt
not kill.” But this is totally
unsound, for the Secripture
also says, ‘‘He that smiteth
a man, so that he die, shall
be surely put to death.” This
is not a contradiction. It is
a clear and definite state-
ment as to what the punish-
ment shall be for the man
who violates the command-
ment against murder.

When we reject this, and
the killer lives to Kkill again,
who is guilty?

food freezer stops running”
Will all the food be lost?”

You stand a good chance of
reserving food in a stopped
reezer if you will follow these

suggestions, Most important is
1o keep the freezer cl osed,
The length of time food will
stay frozen depends on: 1,
The amount of food in the free-
zer, The fuller the freezer
the longer it stays frozen, 2,
The kind of food, Meat stays
cold longer than baked goods.
3. The tem perature of the
food, The colder it is the
longer food will stay frozen,
4. The freezer itself and how
well insulated it is, 5. The
size of the freezer, The larg-
er the freezer, the longer the
food will stay frozen,

If the freezer must be off for
several days transport food
wrapped in newspaper or blank=-
ets to a locker or get dry ice
to put in the freezer,

If all else fails can foods
that have thawed or make
preserves, etc, Foods that
still contain ice crystals or
are still cold-about 40F, -
may be refrozen if they've
been at this temperature no
longer than 1 or 2 days, Be
sure to use refrozen foods as
soon as possible,

It's a good policy to check
your food freezer every day
Or two to prevent an emergen-
cy from occuring or at least
being so drastic.

Where do Hansford County
residems work, where do they
live relative to their places
of employment and how do
they travel to their jobs?

That is the subject of sur-
veys, covering the entire
country, undertaken by the
Commerce Department and
others as part of an overall
study of the nation's transpor-
tation problem.

Involved, in that connection,
is the question of the rate at
which our road building pro-
gram should be pursued, the
need to conserve gas and the
matter of automobile pollu-
tion,

In Hansford County, the
figures show, a considerable
proportion of the working pop-
ulation, 88,9 percent, are em-
ployed within the county,

That is more than in some
parts of the country and less
than in others, The nature of
each section, whether it is
largely rural, urban, industrial
or agricultural, and whether it
is in close proximity to such
counties, goes to determine
where people work in relation
to where they live,

Nationally, the govern-
ment's figures indicate, the
proportion of people who
live and work in the same
county is 74,8 percent, In
the West South Cemntral States
it is 81.5 percent, and in
the State of Texas, 84.
percent,

As for the means used in
getting to work, the type of
area is a major factor in deter-
mining the kind of transpor-
tation used,

In the compact, highly=
urbanized communities, it
is noted, there are consider-
ably more public transporta~
tion facilities available than
in suburban or rural areas,

In Hansford County, an es-
timated 90 percent of the
working population travel to
their jobs by car, either alone
or with others,

\nother 3 percemt work at
home or are near enough to
their placed of employment
to walk there,

Elsewhere in the United
States, an everage of 77.7
percent get to work by car.

Of the others, 7.4 percent
walk, 5.5 percent use buses
or streetcars, percent
work at home and 3,4 per
