With Congress well launched into lu  

present .session, the public is watchi:ig 
eagerly for evidence tha t pledges to re­
duce extravagance In government are 
to be luIhUcd.

Thus far the evidence Is scant. There 
have been the usual number of "private 
bills” to Increase individual pensions 
and the like. There has been tall: of 
huge appropriations for various proj­
ects obscure both In scope and lu pur­
pose. I t begins to look as if enough 
plans to spend the taxpayers’ money 
wiU be oilered this session to run the 
UHai high into tiie bilUons—as ha.s been 
the fasiiion a t Washington during re­
cent years.

Naturally all these efforts on the part 
of legislators to spend the people’ < dol­
lars cannot hope to be enacted Into 
law. But the persistence with which 
such attempts recur indicates some­
thing worthy of consideration by all of 
us who pay taxes, whether direct or 
‘‘hidden.’’

I t is, that while ofiBce-holders like 
to picture them.selves as the people’s 
business agents In government, actually 
many of them seem to play quite the 
opposite role. Probably that explains 
why the Federal public debt has 
reached an all-time high; why the gov­
ernment is spending almost two dollars 
today for every dollar It takes In.

Wliat the office-holder should re­
member Is tha t the ability of any busl- 
n ss agent Is measured not by the nimi- 
b..r and the magnitude of the bills he 
r^-ns up for his employers to pay, but
