The Potato

“If 1 ever get rich enough to present
the city of New York with a manu-
ment I am going to give a copy of one
I saw In Germany this summer,” sald
a han who travels. “That is the most
sensible thing in the statue line I ever
saw. It Is a monument to potatoes.
| It is certainly unique. The upper part
consists of a statue to Sir Franas
Drake, who is revered for having in-
troduced the plant into Europe. This,
| as well as the pedestal, is draped with
igarlanda of the potato vine, with the
full grown tubers intact. On the ped-
estal are inscriptions. The first sets
forth that the above figure is Sir
Francis; the second explains in words
of highest praise what a blessing the
potato has been to mankind; the third
records that the statue is the gift of
& certain Andrew Frederick, of Stras
burg; the fourth contains the names
of the erectors. It strikes me that a

Rents will look much better when
mended If they are attended to at
once, because the longer they are left |
the more ragged the edge becomes.

Lay the garment right side down
and put the edges of the rent as close
together as possible; cut a piece of
tissue rather larger than the space
that is torn and lay on the top. |

Take a piece of thin woolen mate- |
rial the same size as the tissue and as |
near the color of the cloth as possible;
lay that on top of the tissue and when
placed exactly in the right position!
fron with a hot iron until the patch
adheres to the garment. The heat will
cause the tissue to dissolve, forming a
kind of glue.

If the material is of light weight
goods it will be best to use a patch
of the same, but if the material is
heavy, such as is used in men's suits
or coals, a lighter patch will be much
better.

A clean cut in heavy material may
be mended by putting the two edges
firmly together and basting them to a
piece of paper on the right side. This
work is done between the cloth.

Take a thread and insert the needle |
about threc-elghths of an inch from
the edge and carry it between the
cloth to about half an inch the other
side of the cut and draw thread
through; put the needle in where it
came out and carry it to the
side about one-half an inch be
edge in a slightly slanting position

Continue to do, this until the whole
cut is darned. not
